(i) Shopping complex could not pick-up to the expectation & remained unpopular and thus the allottees requested for reduction of license fee.

(ii) Considering the above plea of the allottees, the Council in its meeting held on 29.07.1999 already decided to shift them by making temporary shops and decided to charge the license fee as per 45(b) minus cost of land.

(iii) The allottees also could not pay the rentals, as the place could not make any headway to the commercial potential of the complex and they are from the weaker sections economically, doing petty trade work.

(iv) Keeping in view similar genuine demands of the shopkeepers in Palika Bazar, Palika Place and Mohan Singh Place, original rates of rent were reduced in the past too.

(v) The High Court did not refrain NDMC to reduce the rent, and 

(vi) A practical approach should be adopted to resolve the dispute in view of the above decision of the Council.

The Council accordingly resolved by majority that (i) request as given by the rehabilitated allottees of Shaheed Bhagat Singh Complex for reduction of license fee from Rs.22.50 per sq.ft. per month to Rs.8.09 per sq.ft. per month be accepted.  The above license fee shall be paid by them from the date of the allotment of the premises at Shaheed Bhagat Singh Complex as per policy of the Council. (ii) the interest amount will be charged on delayed payment from the date of allotment from the occupants as per the above decision retrospectively. (iii) the allottee of shop no. 15 is allowed to continue in Shaheed Bhagat Singh Place itself, as per his request and license fee will be charged as agreed at the time of allotment with subsequent enhancement as per policy of the Council. (iv) that demand raised including the interest, as per the original license fee as given in para 9 will be deemed to be waived in view of the above decision, (v) before these allottees are shifted to the newly constructed shops at Baird Lane, they will clear all the arrears including interest as per the above decision of the Council.

ITEM NO. 3 (i)

LOK ADALATS TO BE HELD BY NDMC

1. As per the judgment delivered on 15.01.1999 by Hon’ble Mr. Justice Anil Dev Singh in the case of ‘Sh. Abdul Hassan and National Service Legal Authority versus Delhi Vidyut Board and ors’.;(See pages 12 - 34) directions have been given for setting up of permanent Lok Adalat in DDA, MCD, DVB, DJB, NDMC etc.  This order was passed keeping in view that Govt. is one of the biggest litigant and if the Govt. adopts the Lok Adalat method it may expedite hearing of matters which are pending for long in the Court on account of various factors.  In view of the aforesaid judgments NDMC is holding Lok Adalat in consultation and with the approval of Delhi Legal Service Authority.  However, seeing the past performance, it is observed that only few cases are listed due to lukewarm response of our Head of Departments in settling the cases amicably. 

2. In the light of the aforesaid judgment, NDMC has to submit itself to the jurisdiction of the Lok Adalat. Taking this as a beneficial measure, NDMC can invoke section 20 in all the matters where it feels that there is necessity for early disposal by moving appropriate application before the court where the case is pending.  It may however be emphasized that disputes in Lok Adalat cannot be settled unless there is a spirit of give and take, which is the basis of compromise.

3. It may be informed that once the matter is settled in the Lok Adalat, it becomes a court decree and cannot be challenged in any other forum.  It is however seen that settlement in pending matters, is not taking place on account of some reluctance by the HODs concerned, may be for good reasons.  However, the fact remains, that such attitude makes the entire process for holding the Lok Adalat redundant.

4. Considering all the difficulties and the limitations under Section 383 of the NDMC Act, our suggestion “that NDMC may set up a committee under section 9 of the NDMC Act to take a final view in all such matters where a compromise has to be arrived at through Lok Adalat and to utilize the system of Lok Adalat as an effective media to dispose off the matters pending in courts”, was agreed to by the Chairperson vide his orders dated 29th April, 2002 (See pages 35 - 36).

In view of that, it is proposed, that NDMC may set up a committee under Section 9 to take decisions to settle the disputes amicably which comes before the Lok Adalat and also put up to the said committee by the HOD concerned, comprising of such members as may be decided by the Council, to be chaired by the Chairman, NDMC. 

The Chairman has sent the case.

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ITEM NO. 3 (ii)

CONVERSION OF TMR WORKERS INTO RMR

The Council vide Reso. No.3(V) dt. 26.2.2002 has laid down that the TMR (Cardholder) workers who have worked 500 and above days as on 31.12.98 shall be allowed RMR status.  While processing the individual cases for conversion from TMR to RMR, it has come to notice that some workers have completed 500 days as early as 1995-96 but have remained completely absent in the subsequent years meaning thereby that they have no continuity in TMR employment since 1995.  Since the cut-off-date for granting of RMR status is 31.12.98, it would be appropriate that continuity of TMR employment during 96-97-98 is taken into consideration for RMR status.

In view of above, a check list for conversion from TMR to RMR has been worked out  as under :-

1. The worker to be given RMR status should be a muster roll card-holder.

2. The worker must have worked 500 days and above upto 31.12.98.

3. The worker must have worked for certain period from 1.1.97 to 31.12.98 not leaving a maximum gap of two years to ascertain his continuity as muster roll employee.

4. The days of service put in by a muster roll card-holder should be verified by the Divisional Accountant/Accounts Officers including the HOD’s.

5. The worker’s work and conduct report should be satisfactory.

The above criteria for identifying eligible TMR workers for RMR status have been approved by Chairman.

The matter is now placed before the Council for formal approval/information.

AUGUMENTATION OF SEWERAGE IN VARIOUS NDMC AREA.

SH :- REPLACEMENT OF OLD 350 MM DIA RCC PIPELINE WITH SW PIPE FROM R.K. ASHRAM MARG TO BANGLA SAHIB ROAD.  PASSING THROUGH TYPE-1 QUARTERS, TELEPGRAPH SQUARE & DOCTOR LANE. 

- PRELIMINARY ESTIMATE THEREOF -

Existing Sewer line of 200-250-350 mm. dia. carries discharge from Nathu ki Bagichi, partly from Harijan Basti, Gandhi Sadan, Andh Mahavidalya, Type-I Quarters, Panchkuyian Road, Telegraph Square and Dr. Lane is connected to 350mm dia. sewer line at Bangla Sahib Road.  The Sewer line at Bangla Sahib Road is further connected to the main sewer line at Saheed Bhagat Singh Marg.  A segment of 350mm dia. between R.K. Ashram Marg up to Bangla Sahib Road of RCC pipe is in depleted condition.  Upper portion of RCC pipe sewer line is badly eroded due to formation of foul gases.  The condition of sewer line has been observed during repairing of caved in portions at 2-3 locations.  Existing sewer line of RCC pipe was originally laid at the time of the construction of the residential quarters by CPWD.  It has now been proposed to replace the old sewer line of 350mm. dia. with SW pipe and accordingly the Preliminary Estimate amounting to Rs.10,96,000/- has been prepared for obtaining the Administrative Approval & Expenditure Sanction.

The Preliminary Estimate is based on DSR-1997, market rates and 3% contingency.  The Preliminary Estimate amounting to Rs.10,96,000/- duly checked by the Planning was forwarded to Finance for their consideration and concurrence.  Finance Department vide their noting at page 10/N have concurred in the Preliminary Estimate amounting to Rs.10,96,000/- subject to the condition that adequate funds to be required in excess of Budget Provision of Rs.1.00 lac will be got allocated before incurring expenditure.  Additional expenditure beyond the Budget provision of Rs.1.00 lac shall be got allocated in the Revised Budget Estimate for the year 2002-2003 or the same shall be got re-propriate from the allocations under the other sewerage works.

The Chairman has seen the case.

CE(C-I) REMARKS :
The case is laid for consideration and accord of administrative approval and expenditure sanction to the Preliminary Estimate amounting to Rs.10,96,000/- (Rupees Ten Lac and Ninety Six Thousand only) for the work of – Augmentation of sewerage in various NDMC area Sub-Head-Replacement of old 350mm dia RCC pipeline with SW pipe from R. K. Ashram Marg to Bangla Sahib Road, passing through Type I quarters, Telegraph Square & Dr. Lane.

ITEM NO. 3 (iv)

Strengthening of water supply system in NDMC area.
SH : Construction of additional Tank adjacent to BD Block, Sarojini Nagar.

Preliminary Estimate


At present there is an existing underground water storage tank at BD Block Sarojini Nagar with a capacity of about 1.5 lacs.  This tank supply water mainly to Narouji Nagar area and to some extent to BD and DG Block of Sarojini Nagar.  This BD Block underground water storage tank gets water from the water line coming from Palam Reservoir of Delhi Jal Board.  Earlier the supply hours from Delhi Jal Board were 3.45 AM /3.45 PM for 33” dia line of NDMC and 4.00 AM /4.00 PM for 27” dia line of NDMC.  Subsequently, these timings were changed to 2.30 AM /2.30 PM for 33” dia line  and 2.45 AM / 2.45 PM for 27” dia line.  These timings have further been changed to 1.30 AM /1,30 PM  for 33” dia line and 1.45AM /1.45 PM for 27” dia line by Delhi Jal Board now.  There was no problem earlier and the residents of Nauroji Nagar  used to get water supply from 6.00 AM / 6.00 PM to 8.30 AM /8.30 PM regularly. Due to change in timings the underground tank starts over flowing at 4.30 AM /4.30 PM.  To avoid wastage of water pumps are operated to charge the lines but the consumers do not get adequate supply.  The usual pumping timings of most of the area viz. Moti Bagh, Netaji Nagar, Sarojini Nagar K-Block, BD Block and west Kidwai Nagar were 6.00 to 6.30 AM/PM  but these timings were advanced to avoid over flow at Moti Bagh, Netaji Nagar, BD Block tanks which resulting  into emptying of tank at 7.30 AM/7.30 PM and there were complaints from residents.  Now, Delhi Jal Board is not ready to reverse back to the earlier timings.  However, they are ready to revert our lines timings without changing the timings of their 42” dia line.  In case we agree to their proposal then we will get only 50% supply of what we are getting now.


Accordingly, it has been considered proper to construct an additional tank adjacent to the existing tank.  Further more, there is a  tube well existing near the underground tank which is very old and of shallow depth.  The yield of this tube well has also been decreased substantially.  Hence, a new tank to cater the need of filling the additional underground tank fully.


Accordingly, preliminary estimate amounting to Rs. 12,17,000/- ( Rupees twelve lacs seventeen thousand only) has been prepared which comprises of the following provisions.

1. Construction of RCC underground tank.

2. Laying of 100mm dia DI line and interconnection of tank.

3. Development of tube well in rocky area.

4. Construction of chamber for tube well.

5. Installation of submersible pump sets and electrical accessories.

The different works as above shall be taken up in hand sub-head wise. The preliminary estimate duly checked by SSW was forwarded to Finance Department for concurrence.  Finance Department vide diary no. FA-1012 dated 23.4.2002 has concurred in the proposal subject to availability of funds.

In this respect, it is clarified that there is a budget provision of Rs. 10 lacs in the Budget Book for 2002-2003 for this scheme.  However, in case of any shortfall, sufficient amount shall be asked for in the R.E. for 2002-2003 and thus adequate budget shall be got allocated prior to incurring expenditure. Rs.10 lacs.

The Chairman has seen the case.

CHIEF ENGINEER(CIVIL)’S REMARKS :

The case is laid before the Council for consideration and accord of administrative approval and expenditure sanction to the preliminary estimate for the work “Strengthening of water supply system in NDMC area.  SH : construction of additional tank adjacent to BD Block Tank at Sarojini Nagar” amounting to Rs. 12,17,000/- (Rupees twelve lacs seventeen thousand only).

COUNCIL’S DECISION

Resolved by the Council that administrative approval and expenditure sanction to the preliminary estimate amounting to Rs.12,17,000/- is accorded.

ITEM NO. 3 (v)

Cleaning, sweeping and scavenging of Palika Bazar Shopping Complex, New Delhi.

Approval of Preliminary Estimate thereof Rs. 10,24,700.00.

 
The Palika Bazar is a prestigious air-conditioned N.D.M.C. Shopping complex located at Connaught Place. Lot of visitors including foreigners throngs this Shopping Complex everyday from Delhi as well as from other states. As such this Shopping Complex is required to be kept quite neat and clean.

 
In order to keep this Shopping Complex in a hygienic condition/neat and clean, the cleaning, sweeping and scavenging of the entire Palika Bazar is carried out through contract. In this Complex there are four sets of ladies and gents toilets, middle and outer passages, corridors, central and main entrance halls, connecting corridors to these main and central halls. The work is to be carried out in two shifts i.e. 6:00 AM to 2:00 PM & 2:00 PM to 10:00 PM.

 
The estimate has been prepared with a provision of 17 nos. sweepers, 2 nos. supervisors, and 1 no. sewer man in morning shift & 12 nos. sweepers, 2 nos. supervisors, 1 no. sewer man in 2nd shift. In addition to this provision of materials like hydrochloric acid, phenyl, detergent, naphthalene balls, duster, pauchha, taat, brooms etc. has been taken in the estimate. The estimate has been framed for Rs. 10,24,700.00 and after checking by Planning Branch was referred to Finance. They have concurred in the said estimate vide their No. D-895/FA dated 4/4/02. As regards funds there is a provision of Rs. 75 Lacs during the current financial year exists vide Item No. D.2.16.7. S-IV, P-40 during 2002-03.


The Chairman has seen the case.

C.E. (C-I) Remarks : –

The case is laid before the council for consideration & according administrative approval and expenditure sanction to the Estimate amounting to Rs. 10,24,700/- (Rs. Ten Lacs Twenty Four Thousand Seven Hundred only).

COUNCIL’S DECISION

ITEM NO. 3 (vi)

CONSTRUCTION OF WORKING GIRLS HOSTEL AT BHAGWAN DASS LANE, NEW DELHI – REVISED ESTIMATED THEREOF.


NDMC  vide its  resolution No. 2 (viii) dated 12.1.96 accorded administrative approval and expenditure sanction to the Preliminary Estimate amounting to Rs.1,23,72,000/- for the work mentioned above. The proposed building was to be constructed on the rotary in Bhagwan Dass Lane on the rights side of proposed Community Centre Building. The site, where the Working Girl Hostel Building has been constructed has filled up soil and hence after conducting soil investigation, under reamed bored pile foundation was proposed. But later on, on the objection of the Iranian Culture Centre, the building had to be slightly shifted. During actual execution, it was observed that the filled up soil contained considerable quantity of stone boulders and a masonry wall below the ground. An abandoned underground trunk sewer line was also found under the proposed site. As such, the pile foundation could not be constructed. After examining the Technical/Economic accepts and obtaining approval from the competent authority, it was decided that in place of pile foundation, raft foundation with basement be constructed.  Construction of an additional storey basement enhanced the original cost of project, as it increased the total covered area of the building also.  Later on it was also decided that an 11 KV E.S.S. be also established in the building for which Electrical Engineering Department submitted an estimate amounting to Rs. 31,01,000/- and the expenditure was chargeable to this project. Construction of Basement as additional storey and adding of an Electric Sub Station increased the cost of the project and as such revision of the Preliminary estimate is necessitated.


A revised Preliminary Estimate amounting to Rs. 2,35,04,000/- (Rupees two crore thirty five lacs and four thousand only) with a net access of Rs. 1,11,32,000/- (Rupee one crore eleven lacs thirty two thousand only) has accordingly been framed on the basis of plinth area rates of CPWD with up to date cost index and after scrutinizing by S.S.W, the same has been concurred in by the Finance vide their No. FA/3723 dated 16.4.2002 subject to availability of funds. The building has already been completed and made operation as in the name of AAKANSHA.









Their exists a budget provision of Rs. 30 lacs at S.No. 299 page V/124 during the Budget of current Financial Year i.e. 2002-03 and the balance provision if required for finalization of the bills of various agencies, will be sought during R.E. of 2002-03 and next Financial Year i.e. 2003-04.


The Chairman has seen the case.

CE(C-II) REMARKS : -

The case is placed before the Council for consideration and according revised administrative approval and expenditure sanction to the revised preliminary estimate amounting to Rs.2,35,04,000/- (Rupees two crore thirty five lacs four thousand only) with net excess of Rs. 1,11,32,000/-(Rupees One crore eleven lacs thirty two thousand only).

COUNCIL’S DECISION

Resolved by the Council that administrative approval and expenditure sanction to the revised preliminary estimate amounting to Rs.2,35,04,000/- (Rs. two crore thirty five lacs four thousand only) with net excess of Rs.1,11,32,000/- (Rs. one crore eleven lacs thirty two thousand only) is accorded.
ITEM NO. 3 (vii)

Strengthening and resurfacing of roads in NDMC area.

SH : Resurfacing of Shershah Road and Shahajahan Road, NEW DELHI.


Administrative approval and expenditure sanction to the preliminary estimate amounting to Rs. 34,20,000/- for the above mentioned work was accorded by the Council vide reso. No. 3(XII) dt. 28.1.2002.  The detailed estimate based on DSR-1997 was technically sanctioned for Rs. .23,25,400/- by CE (C-II).   The draft NIT amounting to Rs. 22,57,627/- was also approved by CE (C-II).  Sealed item rate tenders were invited by fixing the last date of sale and opening of tenders as 3.4.2002 and 5.4.2002 respectively by issuing the press notices in three leading daily Newspapers.  In all five contractors applied for issue of tender documents out of 5, only 3 contractors quoted their rates.  The detailed position of the rates quoted by the various contractors are given below : -

From the above, it is seen that M/s Sanjeev Kr. & Bros. have quoted the lowest rate as 20.03% above the estimated cost of Rs. 22,57,627/- and the tendered amount works out to Rs. 27,09,863/-.  The lowest contractor has not quoted any condition. Justification of rates prepared was examined in Planning Division, which works out to 41.18% above the estimated cost.  The trend for such type of works varies from 17.5% below to 27.5% below the justified rates.  The case was referred to Finance Department with the recommendations to conduct negotiations with the lowest contractor M/s Sanjeev Kr. & Bros.  so  to explore the possibility of reduction in rates.  Finance vide their Dy. No. 1292 dt. 2.5.2002 concurred in the proposal of the department to conduct negotiations with the lowest contractor M/s Sajeev Kr. & Bros.


With the prior approval of the Chairman, negotiations were conducted on 6.5.2002 in the chamber of CE (C-II) with the representative of lowest contractor M/s Sanjeev Kr. & Bros.  During the negotiation, EE (R-I), SE(R), SSW, AO (W-II), DLO and Sr. FO were present.  After persuasion, representative of M/s Sanjeev Kr. & Bros. agreed to reduce his quoted rates by offering the rebate of 1% on their quoted amount.  Negotiated amount thus works out to Rs. 26,82,764/- i.e. 18.83% above the estimated cost.  The negotiated offer  @ 18.83% above the estimated cost which is 22.35% below the justified rates of 41.18% above was within the trend for similar type of works and found reasonable.  Hence, negotiation Sub-committee recommended that the negotiated offer as above of the lowest contractor M/s Sanjeev Kr. & Bros. @ 18.83% above the estimated cost may be accepted.  The case was submitted to the Chairman for acceptance so that the letter of award/start is issued to the lowest contractor.


The Chairman dt. 7.5.2002 approved the proposal and accordingly letter of start was issued to the contractor on 8.5.2002.


The Chairman has seen the case.

CE (C-II)'S REMARKS :


The case is placed before the council for approval of the action taken to award the work of  "Strengthening and resurfacing of roads in NDMC area" SH: Resurfacing of Shershah Road and Shahajahan Road to the lowest contractor i.e. M/s Sanjeev Kr. & Bros. at their negotiated amount of Rs. 26,82,764/- (Rupees Twenty Six Lacs Eighty Two Thousand Seven Hundred Sixty Four only) i.e. @ 18.83% above the estimated cost of Rs. 22,57,627/- (Twenty Two lacs fifty seven thousand six hundred twenty seven only).

Resolved by the Council that action taken to award the work to the lowest contractor M/s. Sanjeev Kr. & Bros. At their negotiated amount of Rs.26,82,764/- (Rupees twenty six lacs eighty two thousand seven hundred sixty four only) which works out to 18.83% above the estimated cost of Rs.22,57,627/- is approved.

Revised Preliminary Estimate thereof.


Preliminary estimates amounting to Rs. 3,19,400/-, Rs. 2,26,500/-, Rs. 6,19,700/- and Rs. .8,21,800/- (Total: Rs. 19,87,400/-) were accorded administrative approval and expenditure sanction by the Chairman vide order dt. 4.11.99, 17.8.99, 12.10.99 and 12.11.99 respectively. The detailed estimates based on DSR-1997 were technically sanctioned for Rs. 3,04,200/-, Rs. 2,15,800/-, Rs. 5,89,700/- and Rs. 7,82,400/- by CE (C-II) respectively.  The composite draft NIT amounting to Rs. 18,36,619/- was approved by CE (C-II). After adopting all the codal formalities, the work was awarded to the lowest contractor M/s WILCO Engineers vide this office letter No. EE (R-I)/AB/AC/1246-59/D dt. 4,10,2000.  The negotiated tendered amount was Rs. 25,26,520/- i.e. 37.56% above the estimated cost of Rs. 18,36,619/-.  The lowest offer of M/s WILCO Engineers was got approved from the Council vide its reso. No. 3(XIX) dt. 28.9.2000 and the work was awarded.  The work was completed well within the stipulated time of completion.

Because of award of work at the rate of 37.56% above the estimated cost against the justified rate of 52.85% above the E.C., total expenditure on the above cited works increased from the amount of Rs. 19,87,400/- by Rs. 6,95,725/- which was got accorded administrative approval and expenditure sanction by the Chairman.  To regularize excess in expenditure revised preliminary estimate amounting to Rs. 26,83,125/- only duly checked in Planning Division was forwarded to the Finance Department for concurrence. 


Finance vide their Dy. No. 1131 dt. 24.4.2002 has concurred in for grant of administrative approval and expenditure sanction to the revised preliminary estimate amounting to Rs. 26,83,125/- only with net excess of Rs. 6,95,725/- for the above mentioned work.
