ITEM NO. 3 (i) (A-18)

9-B Suspense Stock during 2002-03. SH. : Supplying & stacking of D.I. Pipes.


Sealed item rate tenders were invited for supply of DI pipes required for water supply works in NDMC area.  In response to the call of tenders two firms namely M/s Electro Steel Castings Ltd. and M/s Lanco Kalahasthi Castings Ltd. submitted their offers.  These are the only two firms manufacturing DI pipes in India.  On opening of tenders it was found that the lowest rates have been quoted by M/s Electro Steel Castings Ltd.  The rates quoted by them were as under:-

The total tendered amount of the said firm worked out to Rs. 65,89,232/-.


The tenders were first examined in the working division and then referred to SSW’s office for scrutiny.  It was felt that there was scope for some reduction in the lowest quoted rates because of the reason that the same firm in a supply order placed on them in Jan. 2003 had offered much lower rates for the same dia of pipes.  The rates accepted in Jan. 2003 were as under:-

The lowest rates received in the present tender were found to be around 13-14 per cent more than those accepted in Jan. 2003.  There was no apparent factor(s) which could contribute in the increase in the present tender.  It was, therefore, felt that negotiations may be conducted with the lowest firm M/s Electro Steel Castings Ltd.  Besides the lowest firm  also stipulated some conditions which were at variance to NIT conditions and not acceptable to the department.  These conditions were required to be withdrawn during negotiations.


The case was referred to Finance Department with the proposal to hold negotiations with the  lowest firm M/s Electro Steel Castings Ltd.  Finance Department concurred in the proposal.  Later on it was submitted to the Chairman for approval who also accorded approval to the proposal.


Accordingly, negotiations were conducted by the standing Negotiations Sub. Committee under the chairmanship of FA and comprising  of LA and CE(C) in the presence of SSW, SE(RM), Director(Finance) and E.E.(Stores).  During negotiations all relevant factors were considered.  The firms representatives were asked to reduce their rates to the maximum possible extent on the ground that they had accepted much lower rates in the tender awarded to them in Jan. 2003 for the same dias. of  DI pipes.  They were also asked to withdraw their conditions and bring them at par with NIT provisions.  The firms representatives pleaded that they were not in a position to reduce their quoted rates because of the reason that in Jan. 2003 they were exempted from 10% sales tax which they will have to pay now.  Their exemption was valid only upto only March, 2003.  Further, there was a marginal increase in the rates of pig iron, basically used in the manufacturing of DI pipes.  They, however, agreed to withdraw all their conditions and agreed to NIT provision.  They were repeatedly asked to consider some reduction in rates but they expressed their inability to do so.  The firm also undertook that in case the rates finalized by DGS & D are lower than their coated rates they will charge lower rates.  However, if the rate finalized are higher they will not charge anything extra.


The negotiated offer of M/s Electro Steel Castings Ltd. was considered by the Negotiations Sub. Committee and it was felt that the plea of the firm is convincing.  Further more the material is urgently required for water supply works and there are not many  firms manufacturing DI pipes.  In view of this the negotiated offer of M/s Electro Steel Castings Ltd. was considered to be reasonable.  The firm later on confirmed their negotiated offer in writing vide their letter dt. 1st August, 2003.

Keeping in view the above position, the Negotiations Sub. Committee recommended acceptance of the negotiated offer of M/s Electro Steel Castings Ltd. with their quoted rates and  NIT conditions


The Chairman has seen the case.

CE (C )’s remarks:-


The case is accordingly placed before the council for consideration  and acceptance of the negotiated offer of M/s Electro Steel Castings Ltd. on their quoted rates  with the total amount as Rs. 65,89,232/- against the estimated cost of Rs.58,47,834/-.

An estimate “Establishing a 66KV sub station at State Guest House, Chanakyapuri, New Delhi”  amounting to Rs. 1,997.99 lacs was approved by Council vide Reso. No. 3(XI) dated 30.12.97.  There is a provision of 1 no. 66/33KV, 50MVA Power Transformer in the said estimate 

After approval of the Draft NIT  from the competent authority, tenders in Two Cover system were invited for the purchase of  1 no. 66/33KV, 50MVA Power Transformer by publishing the NIT in the following leading newspapers on 6.10.2002:

1. Hindustan Times (English)

2. Hindustan (Hindi)

3. Hale Watan (Urdu)

The last date of sale & opening of the tenders were fixed as 28.10.2002 and 31.10.2002.  With the prior approval of competent authority and on the request of number of firms, the last date of sale & opening were extended to 25.11.2002 and 27.11.2002 respectively after publishing a corrigendum in above said papers on 2.11.2002. In all five tender documents were sold but following three firms  responded  to our NIT when the tenders (Part-I) were opened on the due date ie. 27.11.2002.  

1. M/s Bharat Bijlee Ltd.

2. M/s Crompton Greaves  Ltd.

3. M/s BHEL

The offers submitted by these three firms were studied in detail and found that the same are not as per NIT terms, conditions & specifications.  Either there were deviations in their offers or the firms were not agreeing to some of the NIT terms, conditions & specifications.

With the prior approval of Chairman dated 13.1.2003, techno-commercial discussions were held on 17.2.2003 and 24.2.2003 with all the three firms under the Chairmanship of CE(E-I)  in presence of the following :

During techno-commercial discussions, all the three firms agreed to NIT clauses and made their offers at par with each other and in line with terms ,conditions & specifications of the NIT. It was decided by the technical evaluation committee to consider the offers of all the three firms and to open their price bids.

With the prior approval of competent authority dated 9.4.2003, price bids (Part-II) of all the three firms were opened on 24.4.2003 in the presence of Executive Engineer(E)S-I, Executive Engineer(E)S-II, Sr. Accounts Officers(E) and concerned officers of  S-II division.

The capitalization of the losses had been done on the basis as indicated in the NIT.  The comparative statement of the computed cost/capitalized cost for one power transformer in respect of price bids of three firms was prepared by AEE(store) & checked by AAO of the div & the position emerged as follows :-

It was evident that M/s Bharat Bijlee Ltd. had emerged as the lowest tenderer on the capitalized cost basis. This firm also emerged as the lowest tenderer for conducting heat run and impulse tests. The rates offered by M/s Bharat Bijlee Ltd. are 10.85% below the estimated cost. Justification of rates were made by comparing the quoted rates of M/s Bharat Bijlee Ltd. with the rates of supply order no. NDPL/Engg./APDRP/112/03 dt. 4.3.2003 placed by M/s NDPL with M/s Crompton Greaves Ltd. for supply of the same transformer at a total basic price  Rs. 86,00,000/- lacs.(ED, taxes, F&I extra). The rates quoted by M/s Bharat Bijlee Ltd.  in the present tender are 6.97% below the rates of M/s Crompton Greaves Ltd. for supply of same transformer to M/s NDPL.  The rates offered by M/s Bharat Bijlee Ltd. were therefore considered reasonable and justified. The firm also agrees to all terms & conditions of the NIT. The case for the purchase of 1 no. 66/33KV, 50MVA Power Transformer at a total cost of Rs. 1,00,73,904/- (including ED,CST, Freight & insurance, unloading and cost of tests) from M/s Bharat Bijlee Ltd. was then submitted to Finance Deptt. for their concurrence.  Finance Deptt examined the case vide their Dy. No. F.A. /1878 Dated 13.6.03 and finally concurred in the proposal of the deptt. vide their dy no. F.A/2195 dated 29.7.03 to purchase 1 no. 66/33KV, 50MVA Power Transformer from M/s Bharat Bijlee Ltd., the lowest tenderer at a total cost of Rs. 1,00,73,904/-(including ED,CST, Freight & insurance,unloading and cost of heat run & impulse voltage with stand tests) subject to certain conditions which are replied as under :

9-B Suspense Stock during 2002-2003. SH:  Procurement of 33 grade O.P. Cement (ISI Marked)   -  (Tenders thereof)


Sealed item rate tenders were invited for supply of 6000  MTs of 33 grade O.P. Cement by advertising in the press at all India basis.  These tenders were opened on 25.04.2003.   In response to the call of tenders, four(4) firms responded and submitted their offers.  The firms who submitted their offers are as under: -

1. M/s. Shree Cement Ltd.

2. M/s.J.K. Corpn. (Laxmi Cement).

3. M/s. Birla Corpn. Ltd.

4. M/s. Vikram Cement.

There was another firm namely, M/s. jay Pee Bela Plant, who though purchased the tender documents but did not submit their offer.

After opening of the tenders, it was found that all the above four firms who submitted their offers and quoted the same rate of Rs.120/- per bag i.e. Rs.2,400/- PMT.  The tenders were examined in the working division as well as in SSW's office and it was felt that the rates received were considerably higher than the present marked position.  The same grade of cement was last purchased against the supply order placed in January 2003 @ Rs.117.55p. per bag or Rs.2,351/- PMT.  On checking the position with other local bodies like DDA, MCD revealed that they were not procuring cement by opening tendering and they were making a provision in their agreement that the contractors will arrange the cement themselves.  Keeping in view this position, it was felt that there was scope for reduction in rates if negotiations are conducted.  It was, therefore, proposed that negotiations may be conducted with all the four firms since all of them quoted the same rates.  The proposal was submitted to Finance for concurrence who concurred in the proposal.  Thereafter, the case was submitted to the Chairman for approval who accorded approval to the proposal.

Accordingly, negotiations were conducted with all the four firms by the Negotiations Sub-Committee under the chairmanship of Financial Advisor and comprising of CE(C), and Legal Advisor when SSW, SE(RM), Dir.(Fin.) and others were present.  These negotiations were conducted on 29.7.2003.  During negotiations, all the four firms were requested to give their fresh offers.  All the four firms accordingly gave their fresh offers.  All the four firms accordingly gave their fresh offers which were examined by the Negotiations Sub-Committee.  It was found that the four firms quoted their rates as under: -

1. M/s. Shree Cement Ltd. 
Rs.112.45p. per bag.

2. M/s. Laxmi Cement
Rs.113/-p.    per bag.

3. M/s. Birla Corpn.Ltd.
Rs.116/-p.    per bag.

4. M/s. Vikram Cement.
Rs.120/-p.    per bag.

The above position indicated that the lowest were given by M/s.Shree Cement Ltd. at Rs.112.45p. per bag or Rs.2,249/- PMT.  This fresh offer was then considered by the Negotiations Sub-Committee and it was felt that the same was reasonable and may be recommended for acceptance to the competent authority.  The tendered amount of the lowest firm worked out to Rs.1,34,94,000/- (Rupees one crore thirty fourt lacs ninety four thousand only).  Since, the balance of cement was going to exhause within 3-4 days, the Negotiations Sub-Committee also recommended that the tender may be accepted by the Chairman in anticipation of placing the same before the Council for approval of the action taken.  Accordingly, the case was submitted to the Chairman who agreed with the proposal but desired that since this is an order worth over a crore of rupees, the same may be placed before the Council by circulation before proceeding further.

Streamlining/Rationalising for   procedure of booking of Barat Ghars/Parks/Gardens and Stadia in NDMC area

1.
There are 11 Barat Ghars in the NDMC area which are mainly booked for social functions like marriages, ring ceremonies, birthday parties and stay of guests. Certain changes are proposed in the policy of booking of Barat Ghars in view of the observations made by the Vigilance and Audit deptts. with a view to streamlining the present procedure and ensure transparency and better utilization.

Besides these, there are 25 parks/Gardens in the NDMC area which are allowed to be booked for cultural and social functions with a limit of 10 days in a month in accordance with  an order of the Hon’ble Supreme Court in this context.  Further these are some major stadia namely the Talkatora Indoor Stadium, Shivaji Stadium and open Air Theatre at Talkatora ‘Surtaal’  which are allowed to be booked for sports, non-commercial and commercial functions.

In order to rationalise the present system, a consolidated proposal has been worked out giving the gist  of the existing system, the amendments proposed and requisite justification.

The matter is therefore placed before the Council for accepting the proposed amendments to the policy of booking of Barat Ghars, Parks/Stadia  along with updated terms  conditions.  A pilot run of the online booking system is proposed to be done for two weeks in the office and thereafter this system will be made available for public use in general from 1st September 2003.

Resolved by the Council that the present system of booking be continued in r/o Barat Ghars/ Parks/ Stadia etc. till the new system is adopted. Annexure-I

TERMS AND CONDITIONS FOR BOOKING/USERS

In supercession of  the previous terms and conditions, the following shall apply for booking/users

1. Booking procedure would be in accordance with the system as decided in the new policy vide its Resolution no.    dated:      (to be filled in after the council Resolution)

2. Chairman shall have the right to cancel any booking one month prior to the date of booking without assigning any reason and full rent/security money shall be refunded in such cases.

3.  Caretaker shall be liable to ensure that the allotted venue is being used by the right person for the right purpose before handing over the site and to see that the records being maintained by him eg. the booking register at the Barat Ghar are matched/reconciling with that being maintained at the Head Quarter. The Caretaker shall be held responsible in case of misuse of building and  pilferage of electricity. The Caretaker shall issue NOC in favour of booking party for refund of security within 3 days after vacation of the premises.

4. The NDMC employees are not permitted to  book the Barat Ghar, Parks/Gardens for other party/users and if it detected that fraudulent booking has been done, besides other disciplinary action,  a penalty 10 times that of rate of prescribed rental charge would be levied. 

5. Caretaker of Barat Ghar and SO(Horticulture) shall ensure that a large Board is put up just outside the Barat Ghar/Park displaying the name of the booking party, nature of functions and the names of the bride and bridegroom in case of marriage. 

6. The user/allottee has to submit the invitation card of the function to the Caretaker before being allowed to use the premises and the Caretaker shall deposit the same to the Head Office, alongwith the NOC.

7. NDMC employees would furnish an undertaking regarding deduction from their salary for meeting the damage charges, if security exemption is to be availed of 

8. The booking party will be responsible for maintenance of law and order, security arrangements, traffic control, parking of vehicles outside the premises during the function at its own cost.

9. Licence be obtained from the Excise Department if alcoholic drinks are to be served in parties.

10. The use of loud speakers/D.J. would not be allowed outside the Barat Ghars, Parks and Gardens.

11. The party may apply for temporary electric connection separately. Security shall be forfeited in case of pilferage of electricity.

12. Generators would be allowed only if they are soundless/non-polluting.

13. Illumination on the trees and hedges shall not be allowed.

14. The party should inform about damage to the municipal property if any before departure/check out.

15. The party shall not be allowed to keep their articles in the premises before check in.

16. Pasting of bills or posters on boundary walls is strictly prohibited.

17. The stage properties should be fire proof.  No open fire will be allowed in the building (except out door kitchen).

18. No fire arms/weapons and Crackers will be allowed within the premises of the building.

19. Entry should be made in the service book of the employees for availing 50% concession which should be ensured by the employee himself/herself.

Renaming of Willingdon Crescent as Mother Teresa Crescent

The proposal relates to the renaming of Willingdon Crescent as Mother Teresa Crescent in memory of Late Mother Teresa.  This is to coincide with her beatification fixed for 19th October, 2003, at Rome.  In this connection an interfaith group, led by the Archbishop of Delhi Rev. Vincent M. Concessao, had met the Hon. Lt. Governor recently with a request for renaming of Willingdon Crescent as Mother Teresa Crescent. Accordingly a reference to this effect has been received from Hon. Lt. Governor of Delhi suggesting that Willingdon Crescent would be suitable for being renamed as Mother Teresa Crescent considering its importance on the one hand as also the fact that it leads to a hospital serving a large number of poor and needy persons on the other.  (Copy of the reference received from Hon. Lt. Governor Delhi is appended herewith as Annexure ‘A’ (See page 48).  The Hon. Lt. Governor has suggested that NDMC may proceed to take action accordingly for renaming of the road and further that the ceremony for the same may be held on 19th October, 03.  A brief write-up on Late Mother Teresa is appended herewith as Annexure ‘B’ (See pages 49 - 50).

MOTHER TERESA

Mother Teresa was born in Skopje in what is now Yugoslavia* on August 27, 1910. Her original name was Agnes Gonxha Bojaxhiu. Her father, who was of Albanian descent, ran a small farm. At the age of twelve, while attending a Roman Catholic elementary school, she records that she knew she had a vocation to help the poor. She decided to train for missionary work, and a few years later made India her choice. At the age of eighteen she left the parental home in Skopje and joined the Sisters of Loreto, an Irish community of nuns with a mission in Calcutta. After a few months' training in Dublin she was sent to India, where in 1928 she took her initial vows as a nun.

From 1929 to 1948 Mother Teresa taught at St. Mary's High School in Calcutta, but the suffering and poverty she glimpsed outside the convent walls made such a deep impression on her that in 1946 she received permission from her superiors to leave the convent school and devote herself to working among the poor in the slums of Calcutta. Although she had no funds, she started an open-air school for homeless children. Soon she was joined by voluntary helpers, and financial support was also forthcoming from various church organisations, as well as from the municipal authorities. This made it possible for her to extend the scope of her work, and on October 7, 1950, she received permission to start her own order "The Missionaries of Charity", whose primary task was to love and care for those persons nobody was prepared to look after. Today the order comprises some one thousand sisters and brothers in India, of whom a small number are non-Indian. Many have been trained as doctors, nurses and social workers, and are in a position to provide effective help for the slum population as well as undertaking relief work in connection with such natural catastrophes as floods, epidemics, famine and swarms of refugees. Mother Teresa has fifty relief projects operating in India: these comprise work among slum-dwellers, children's homes, homes for the dying, clinics and a leper colony. The order has also spread to other countries, and undertakes relief work for the poorest of the poor in a number of countries in Africa, Asia and Latin America. The order has also established itself in Italy, Great Britain, Ireland and the United States.

Mother Teresa's work has aroused considerable attention throughout the world, and she has received a number of awards and distinctions: in 1971 she received the Pope John XXIII Peace Prize, in 1972 the Nehru Prize for her promotion of international peace and understanding, in 1973 a Church Action Group called the Cologne Movement nominated her for the Nobel Peace Prize, in 1979 and the Balzan Prize for promoting peace and brotherhood among the nations. In 1980 she was honoured with Bharat Ratna Award. 

Mother Teresa died on September 5, 1997.

Provided that not more than two such matters shall be raised for any one sitting:


Provided further that the second matter shall not be raised by the same member who has raised the first matter.

The Chairperson may make a brief statement or ask for time to make a statement at a later hour or date.

There shall be no discussion on such statement at the time it is made.”
