1. Name of the subject 

Handing over maintenance of Civil/Electrical services (Provided by NDMC within RCR complex  - PM House) to CPWD.

2. Name of the department/departments concerned

    Electricity & Civil

3. Brief history of the subject.

In RCR Complex certain guard rooms, media centres, toilets,  SPG reception room etc. were constructed by NDMC.  The maintenance of electrical installations including replacement of lamps/tubes are presently being done by NDMC staff belonging to different divisions like BM-II (Elect.) - (for maintenance of internal EI, lamps, tubes, switch plates etc.); Distribution South Division - (for maintenance of small distribution boxes/pillars/switches/MCBs provided for common lighting, barriers, guard rooms, fountain etc.); Street Light Division - (for maintenance of street lighting within RCR Complex).  The staff of these divisions changes from shift to shift and due to this reason, security passes for their entry to RCR Complex is nearly impossible/takes hours together.

Due to above reason, it becomes difficult to attend to the complaints in time.  Added to this, following are the additional problems in carrying out the maintenance works at RCR Complex: -

a) On many occasions, the complaints do not reach the concerned division of NDMC.

b) There is duplicity of responsibility between CPWD and NDMC which needs to be avoided. 

c) Sometimes, the staff of PMO gets confused as to whom to contact for a particular complaint. 

d) It is practically impossible to take the NDMC street lighting tower ladder with staff inside RCR Complex during evening hours/late night hours.  The security staff don’t allow its movement/issue of passes.  

e) It becomes difficult to carry out preventive maintenance works by NDMC staff due to restrictions of movement of men and materials etc.  

f) The fault occurring on the street lighting system from outside RCR Complex reflects on the working of lighting fixtures within RCR Complex.  The outside faults occur due to several causes including digging by agencies like gas pipe line, water mains, drains, fibre optics cabling, power cabling etc.  It is therefore essential to segregate RCR Complex lighting needs from the other non-important areas so that outside faults don’t reflect on the RCR System of lighting.  Such segregation can only be done by CPWD. 

g) The sodium lights provided on Race Course Road (which is totally out of bounds for public) are discharge lamps that take time to ignite in the event of any power supply breakdown.  For that long a time, there is darkness on this stretch of road.  Additional filament lamps for security concerns are necessary which need to be provided by CPWD.  In addition, CPWD is also required to connect the lighting fixtures provided on Race Course Road to their internal DG Set. 

h) The Race Course Road itself alongwith the drainage system within RCR Complex also needs maintenance, which can be carried out by CPWD staff since this road, has been blocked at both ends.  This is now a part of RCR Complex.

4.  Detailed proposal on the subject.

A meeting was taken by Joint Secretary to PM on 4th April, 06 at 3.00 P.M. in association with officers from CPWD, NDMC, Ministry of Urban Development, SPG & staff of PM House regarding transfer of land/maintenance responsibility of RCR Complex.  During this meeting it was desired that NDMC may continue to maintain all the electrical installations provided by NDMC in the newly constructed rooms within RCR Complex till the substation in the complex is constructed.  Similarly, the street lighting within RCR Complex should also be maintained by NDMC.  In view of difficulties being experienced by different divisions of NDMC in providing the desired services promptly, it was recommended that such maintenance should be carried out by CPWD as they are already maintaining similar installations in the rest of RCR Complex. The substation in the complex is awaiting clearance from Delhi Urban Arts Commission/ Ministry of Urban Development and it is likely to take about one years time. The matter was discussed by Engineer-in-Chief with Chief Engineer (NDZ), CPWD & SEE Delhi Central Electrical Circle-I CPWD on 5-6-06 who agreed to take over the maintenance of these installations. Infact  CPWD is maintaining all such services/installations in all govt. buildings like Rashtrapati Bhawan, North/South Blocks, residences of ministers/govt. officers etc. Chairperson approved in principle dated 5-6-06 to handover these installations to CPWD for further maintenance and to apprise the Council for the same if required in the Act. 

5. Financial implications of the proposed project/subject.

        It is intended to transfer the maintenance of internal electrical installations, road lighting, LT distribution system within the RCR Complex to CPWD with a view to avoid duplication of responsibility, attend to the complaints promptly (as CPWD staff is stationed in RCR Complex round the clock) besides availability of requisite T&P at RCR Complex itself etc.  The entire installations provided by NDMC within RCR Complex will be handed over free of cost to CPWD.  The inventory of installations will be got duly signed at the time of handing over.

6. Implementation schedule with timeliness for each stage including  internal processing.


After approval of the Council, the inventory of all the installations will be handed over within one month.  The approval in principle has already been obtained from CPWD for taking over further operation/maintenance by them.

The expenditure will be met out against the budget provision of Rs.200 lacs kept for “special repairs of AC Plants and modernization of lifts in Municipal buildings” under the budget head H.2.8 during the year 2006-07.

3. Brief History of the subject/project

Lifting of garbage regularly and timely is the main function of the civic body. In NDMC area approx. 350 MT garbage is generated daily. In order to dispose off this garbage, approx. 60 departmental vehicles are engaged for disposing approximately 200 MT garbage daily. Thus, 16 no. of private tipper/trucks were required to be engaged for lifting 150 MT of garbage. Twenty trucks have been condemned and replacement of the same has not been made as yet. Some Shaktiman trucks which are also not in operation due to repair as the repair is not possible because the spare parts of these trucks are not available in the market. Due to shortage of departmental vehicles, a study regarding requirement/utilization of garbage vehicles was conducted by Health Department and it was recommended that in NDMC  the futuristic mode of transportation of garbage should be 50% departmental vehicles and 50% vehicles to be provided by private party. Accordingly, initially, contract was given for hiring 16 private vehicles. In the prevailing contract/arrangement 60 vehicles are being provided by M/s S.A. Engineers Company, extended terms of whose contract will expired on 31.05.2006 (12 no. private tippers/trucks were awarded to M/s S.A. Engineers for a period of one year w.e.f. 01.03.2004 to 28.02.2005 vide award letter No. MOH/D-318/AAO(PH) dated 01.03.2004. The terms of existing contract was expired on 28.02.2005. The terms of the contract expired on 28.02.2005 but extended upto 31.05.2006 by Chairperson on the same rates, terms and conditions. 

4. Detailed proposal on the subject/project

An estimate amounting to Rs. 1.52 crore has been framed for the work and Administrative Approval and Expenditure sanction to which expenditure was accorded by the Council vide Reso. No. 14(E-5) dated 28.09.05. Tenders were invited on 03.11.2005 in all three firms submitted tenders but nobody fulfilled the requirement of NIT & the tenders were rejected. Again tenders were invited on 10.02.06 & opened on 20.03.06. This time only three firms put their tenders. These tenderers were M/s Surjit Singh Marwaha, M/s Dutta Transport Co. & M/s S.A. Engineers. After considering the eligibility criteriea of all three firms only one firm M/s S.A. Engineers qualified eligibility criteria & financial bid of the firm was opened on 27.04.06 in the chamber of MOH in presence of all the members of Sub-Committee, M/s S.A. Engineers quoted the rate of Rs. 14.40 per km. The rate of M/s S.A. Engineers in earlier contract, which was extended upto 31.05.2006, was Rs. 14.60 per km. 

5. Financial implications of the proposed project/subject

The total financial implications of the project/subject would be 1.30 crore approximately. This amount is on the basis of tender opened & awarded. There is budget provision of Rs. 2 crore available under head of account D-2-16-6 for the year 2006-2007, which may be increased/decreased as per requirement.

3. Brief history of the subject/project: -

The Veterinary Hospital is providing veterinary services to the pets and realizing charges for the same from the pet owners as prescribed by the Council from time to time. At present vide Council resolution no. 3 (XVI) dt. 28/09/2000 and amendment vide resolution no. 1 dt. 10/10/2000 the veterinary charges are to be increased by 25% every year in the multiple of Rs. 5/- and to be effective from 1st of April of every year. So accordingly MS Veterinary Hospital, Moti Bagh had submitted the case for approval for the enhancement of charges to be effective from 01/04/2006.

It may be mentioned that the treatment of all the animals is free of cost in all the Veterinary Hospitals of Govt. of NCT of Delhi.

The department is of the view that annual increase has reached unsustainable level and the charges for the services need to be reviewed.

The Secretary, NDMC constituted a committee under Dir. (Finance) with Dir. (Accounts) and MOH as members to go into details on veterinary charges levied by NDMC on various services provided at Veterinary Hospital, Moti Bagh and to suggest rates for the same to the Council. The observation and recommendations of the committee are placed at annexure “ X ” (See pages 26 – 27).
4. Detailed proposal on the subject/project: -

Previously the Veterinary Hospital used to function from 9 AM to 4 PM, from Monday to Friday and 9 AM to 1 PM on Saturday. Since April 2005 the hospital has started functioning for extended hours i.e. from 8 AM to 8 PM in two shifts on all working days and with emergency service from 9 AM to 12 Noon on Sundays/Holidays. The Hospital is providing veterinary services to the pets and realizing charges as prescribed by the Council from the owners of pets. The charges were revised from time to time but as per Council resolution no. 3 (XVI) dt. 28/09/2000 and amendment vide resolution no. 1 dt. 10/10/2000 it was decided that veterinary charges be increased by 25% every year in the multiple of Rs. 5/- and to be made effective from 1st of April every year. Further as per Council resolution no. 10(E.I.) dt. 27/04/2005 the charges of Dog Tax Token and Anti Rabies Vaccine are to be kept separate from the items as were listed in the Council resolution no. 3 (XVI) dt. 28/09/2000.

It may be mentioned that the treatment of all the animals is free of cost in all the Veterinary Hospitals of Govt. of NCT of Delhi.

The department is of the view that annual increase has reached unsustainable level and the charges for the services need to be reviewed.

While the case was submitted for approval of enhancement of charges for veterinary services for the year 2006-07 the Chairperson observed that the arrangement with Govt. of NCT of Delhi regarding laboratory needs review. While the Animal Husbandry Department of the Govt. of NCT of Delhi provides laboratory facility free of cost to all the veterinary hospitals of GNCT of Delhi including NDMC. The NDMC charging for the service that is being provided free of cost by GNCT of Delhi at the premises of the Veterinary Hospital, Moti Bagh. 

The Secretary, NDMC constituted a committee under Dir. (Finance) with Dir. (Accounts) and MOH as members to go into details on veterinary charges levied by NDMC on various services provided at Veterinary Hospital, Moti Bagh and to suggest rates for the same to the Council. The committee inspected the hospital and reviewed various records pertaining to last few years regarding no. of cases dealt and total receipt etc. The observation and recommendations of the committee are placed at annexure “ X ”(See pages 26 – 27).

The committee recommended as under :-

i) NDMC may on the lines of Delhi Govt. provide Veterinary Services in this hospital including Anti Rabies Vaccination free of cost. However the charges for health certificate issued to the pets going abroad may be continued at the level of charges of the year 2005-06 i.e. Rs. 925/-. The dog tax token would continue to be  charged @ Rs. 30 per Dog Tax Token.

ii) Efforts should also be made to minimize the administrative cost. One post of clerk would be surrendered to Personnel Department if the services are provided free of cost.

iii) Lot of space has been provided to Animal Husbandry Department of GNCT of Delhi for Laboratory, Artificial Insemination Center and Central Stores for medicines and equipments for which we need to charge rent and enter into a MOU with them. The details of the same should be worked out separately.

The department agrees with the recommendations of the committee. The Chairperson, NDMC has also approved the recommendations of committee and  the proposed charges are as given below :-
