Resolution moved by shri karan singh tanwar, member, ndmc u/s 23 of NDMC Act, 1994 Regarding face lifting of all tharas, dhobi ghats, kiosks and stalls in ndmc area and providing free of cost electricity/water connection to the mochi/press tharas and kiosks/stalls allotted to ex-servicemen, war widows, physically challenged persons and poor people.
The Council has allotted many Tharas, Dhobi Ghats, Kiosks and Stalls on Tehbazari/licence basis. With the passage of time, most of them are in a much debilitated condition, hence require immediate attention.

The Council has given a new look/face lift to many markets in pace with preparations of the Country to host Commonwealth Games in the year 2010. Accordingly, all Tharas, Dhobi Ghats, Kiosks and Stalls in NDMC may also be given a modern look in order to bring them at per with other parts of City.

In view of the above, it is resolved that the Council may face lift all Tharas, Dhobi Ghats, Kiosks and Stalls in its area well before Commonwealth Games and also provide free of cost electricity/water connection to the Mochi/Press Tharas and Kiosks/Stalls allotted to Ex-Servicemen, War Widows, Physically challenged persons and poor people.
Council’s decision
The Council directed the concerned department to examine the resolutions and to submit reports for Council’s consideration in due course.

Resolution moved by shri karan singh tanwar, member, ndmc u/s 23 of NDMC Act, 1994 Regarding Appointment of next kin/legal heir of deceased employees on compassionate grounds.
It is a well known fact that ours is a welfare state and, accordingly the Government takes such measures, as may be required from time to time, to ensure welfare of citizens of this Country.

In case of unfortunate/untimely death of an employee, the family of deceased person is not only deprived of a beloved member, but is, simultaneously, deprived of regular income due to death of its bread winning person. The grievances of family of deceased person are multiplied many fold on denial of regular job on compassionate grounds which can fairly be termed as another blow by fellow human being, in addition to the unrecoverable loss already inflicted upon the family by loss of its earning member.

The working conditions of our employees are quite different that than of other Central Government offices. Our employees have to constantly work in hazardous conditions causing more number of deaths as compared to other Departments. The employees working in various Departments of the Council are more prone to deceases on account to hazardous working conditions, resultantly many more deaths.

Therefore, the adoption of criteria of Central Government allowing only 5% quota for appointments on compassionate grounds can not be justified on account of special working conditions.

In view of the above, it is resolved that the Council may give appointment on compassionate grounds in all the cases, irrespective of any class to which the deceased employee was serving the Council.

Council’s decision

The Council directed the concerned department to examine the resolutions and to submit reports for Council’s consideration in due course.

OTHER ISSUES :

For proper and timely implementation of the various schemes approved by the Council, specifically those schemes which were related to Commonwealth Gamesh, 2010, it was decided by the Council that appropriate Monitoring Committees may be appointed by the Chairman, NDMC which will review the progress of requisite projects and apprise the Council of the same from time to time.
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
