Brief History of the Subject



Council vide its resolution No.3(XXI) dt. 28.08.2001 has revised the rates for supply of water through water tankers/trollies as under:-

NDMC supplies water in its area free of cost through water tankers/trollies only for religious functions of all communities, public demonstrations, National Functions, PM House and President Houses and Parliament House, Ministers, MPs, Govt. Colonies in case of break down of electricity or water lines or short supply by Delhi Jal Board to NDMC or in case of complaints of Contaminated water.


Due to increase in the cost of establishment and infrastructure and also to reduce the misuse of water, it has become necessary to revise the tariff.

Detailed proposal of the Subject:



For reviewing the policy & revision of rates, the charges of water tankers and trollies have been worked out in consultation with L.A. and Finance Department. The proposed rates are as under:

It is proposed to consider for supply of water free of cost in the following circumstances:

i) In case of break-down/short supply from DJB or in case of any electricity failure or defect/break down of water supply system in NDMC.

ii) In case of contamination of water.

iii) In case of public demonstration/rallies, religious procession/functions, national functions.

iv) PM House, President Estate & Parliament House, Election Commission & Govt. Hospitals etc.

v) All Municipal Buildings in NDMC Area.


Since water tankers are sent at the residences of Hon’ble Ministers, Judges and other VVIPs, it is not advisable to collect the cash payment at the spot by NDMC staff. The system needs to be devised to get such payments either by adding the amount in monthly water bills or sending separate bills monthwise for water tankers to concerned department which is responsible for making payment towards electric/water charges to NDMC. The acknowledgement of the consumer for the water supplied will be the basis of payment.

5.
Financial implications of the proposed subject:




There is no additional burden on the department after approval of this policy. Additional revenue will be generated and wastage/misuse will be controlled.

6.
Implementation schedule with timeliness for each stage including internal processing:



After approval of the policy in the Council, it will be implemented immediately.

7. Comments of the Finance Department on the subject:
The observations of the Finance Department dt. 13.04.2006, 10.05.2006 and 31.05.2006 were clarified and finally on 30.06.2006, Finance has observed as under:-


“In view of position as clarified at para (iii) of Page 25/N and as explained personally by the department, we have no objection to taking security of Rs.5000/- through demand draft to be returned ‘as it is’ after safe receipt of trolley.  But to ward off the possibility of not taking back the trolley by the Control Room for days together, a condition needs to be printed out on the booking receipt that the trolley would be taken back by NDMC upto (time to be specified) on (date to be mentioned) which should not be later than 8 A.M. of the next day for which the trolley has been booked.

2.
Regarding mode of payment towards cost of water supplied during odd hours and on holidays, presently which is being taken in cash by the driver of the tanker and then deposited in treasury the next day, to avoid handling of cash at lower levels, we have no objection to claim cost of water supplied through tankers in the bills of the consumer concerned. For this, it is suggested that an intimation to the effect the cost of water to be supplied will be claimed in the regular bill should be given in writing and a proper acknowledgement be taken from the consumer to avoid any dispute at the time of payment through bills.


Subject to suggestions as contained in Para 1 & 2 above, we agree to department’s proposal as contained in page 25/N.


This issues with the approval of F.A.”

8.
Comments of the Department on comments of Finance Department:



In view of the advise of the Finance Department, following points will be considered:-

1.
The water trollies are generally taken back on next day morning. However, a condition will be printed on the booking receipt that the trolley would be taken back by NDMC by 8 A.M. on next day.

2.
Regarding mode of payment towards cost of water supplied during odd hours and on holidays, cost of water supplied through tankers will be added in the bills of the consumer concerned and an intimation to the effect that cost of water to be supplied will be claimed in regular bill will be given in writing and a proper acknowledgement will be taken from the consumer to avoid any dispute at the time of payment through bills or otherwise policy decided by the Council will be adopted.

No legal implication has been observed by L.A.

Details of previous Council Resolutions, existing law of Parliament and Assembly on the subject:



Previous Council Resolution No. is 3(XXI) dt. 28.08.2001 and details as given in brief history.

11.
Comments of the Law Department on the subject:



Law Department vide their note dt. 16.03.2006 has offered following comments as under:-


“It does not involve any law point. As regards trolley charges and tanker charges, these may be Rs.1000/- per trolley per day and tanker Rs.500/- per trip.  If the trolley and tanker is to be provided in NDMC Parks, Barat Ghars & Community Centre, the water charges be collected at the time of booking of the place and no security deposit”.

12.
Comments of the Department on the Comments of Law Department:



Charges proposed by the Law Department has been incorporated in the final policy at para 4 above.

13.
Recommendations:



The case is placed before the Council for consideration and approval of the revised rates in respect of water tankers & trolleys and policy for supply of free water & recovery of charges. It is also proposed that wide publicity may be done in the press by PR Deptt.
