3.
Brief history of the subject 

Prime Minister’s office vide letter No.680/50/c/9/2006-ES.I dated 08 Jan.’07 (Annexure ‘A’ See Page 173-174) while reviewing the issues of civic amenities in Delhi has recorded that the colonies that are to be handed over to NDMC from CPWD are to be listed & municipal functions are to be carried out by NDMC in these colonies as per the report by Ministry of Urban Development.

Accordingly as per decision taken in the meeting held on 26 Nov.’07 with Secretary (UD) Roads/back lanes & Civil Structures of parks in 36 colonies have been taken over from CPWD by NDMC & confirmed to Secretary, Ministry of Urban Development, Govt. of India vide Secretary, NDMC D.O. letter No.D/27/DH/08 dated 14 Jan.’08 (Annexure ‘B’ 175-180).

The roads, lanes/ back lanes & civil structures of parks of Laxmi Bai Nagar Area were taken over from CPWD in Dec.’07.

The roads & back lanes in this colony taken over from CPWD are in a very bad condition and need immediate repairs/ upgradation.  Accordingly plan for upgradation of this colony roads to concrete roads has been prepared and rough cost of upgradation of these colony roads & civil works of parks is about Rs. 120 Crores.

Secretary, Ministry of Urban Development was requested vide D.O. letter No.31/PS/Chairman/08 dated 21 Jan.’08  (Annexure ‘C’ See Page181-184) for allocation of funds from Ministry of Urban Development for the upgradation plan of colony roads/ back lanes taken over from CPWD.  A reminder was also sent vide D.O. letter No.192/PS/Chairman/08 dated 28 Apr.’08 (Annexure ‘D’ See Page 185-187) with a copy to Minister of State for Urban Development as per discussion held with MoS(UD) on 03 Apr.’08 but no response has been received from Urban Development in this regard.

Since the condition of these roads, lane/ bylanes is extremely bad & residents are suffering so Preliminary Estimate by field staff has been prepared.  The Preliminary Estimates after checking by Planning was forwarded to Finance Department for concurrence. 

Finance Department sought advice from the law department which is as follows:-

“Public streets – the public streets which immediately before the commencement of the Act, vested in the Union shall vest in the Council only after the Central Government, with the consent of the Council so directs.  This implies that public streets which were vesting in the Union prior to the commencement of the Act, shall vest in the Council, when the Central Govt. with the consent of the Council so directs.  Unless this procedure is followed, the public street which vested on 29 Nov.’95 with the Union does not vest in the Council and Chairperson is not responsible to control maintenance or regulate the said streets as per the bye-laws to be framed where under.

Since maintenance of public streets vesting in the Council is the obligatory function of the Council in respect of streets which are being transferred by CPWD to NDMC, a formal communication should come from CPWD to the Chairperson or Secretary of the Council that it is proposed to transfer the public streets being maintained by CPWD to NDMC and after the consent of the Council the direction may come from the Central Government that the said streets will vest in the Council and will be controlled and maintained by the Council.  It has to be ensured that streets being transferred are public streets.  The list of these streets should be attained by CPWD with their proposal.  

Public Parks – As regards the parks, as per provision of Section 11(t), the laying out or the maintenance of public parks, gardens or recreation grounds is the obligatory function of the Council.

In view of this position, all public parks, gardens or recreation grounds are to be maintained by the Council.  The park has to be a public park and not a private park.  Let the CPWD certify that all the parks transferred to NDMC are public parks and if these are public parks, these have to be maintained by the Council.

The Director (Horticulture), before proposing investment in these parks, which have been received on transfer from CPWD, obtain complete details and lay out plans of the public parks and a formal handing over document of the above parks to the NDMC and thereafter the said parks can be maintained by the NDMC as public parks in the NDMC Area.  Unless this exercise is completed, to have a declaration from the CPWD that the parks are public parks and handed over to NDMC as public parks, it may be difficult for NDMC to make investment in these parks.

After the receipt of such declaration from the CPWD and a formal handing over and taking over of the parks on site plans, these parks can be taken as asset of the NDMC.

It has also been opined by the Legal Department that the funds may be sought for maintenance of these parks & streets from the Central Government or from the Plan funds.  But after the vesting of the streets and taking over of possession of public parks it would be responsibility of NDMC to maintain them.    

Finance Department has further said that as per opinion of Legal Advisor NDMC should get the streets & parks provided these are defined as public transferred in its name by following the procedure as stated in the advise of Legal Adviser and take these assets in its record.  In that case, all expenditure will be done from NDMC’s funds.  Here the question arises as to what should be done in respect of upgradation/ maintenance of the parks & streets transferred to NDMC till transfer of these assets to NDMC, which process appears to be time consuming.  As NDMC is already maintaining these assets by booking the expenditure being done to a separate head of account, the same practice may continue & the matter of reimbursement of the said expenditure from Ministry of UD be pursued at appropriate level in the Ministry.

In view of legal advise given by Law Department it has been advised by Finance Department to take following actions:-

(i) 
CPWD may be approached for sending a formal communication to the Chairperson or secretary to the council for transfer of the public streets maintained by them.
(ii)
After receipt of formal communication from CPWD the matter may be noted to the Council seeking consent for taking over the public streets.

(iii)
After consent of the Council, Central Govt. may be approached for suitable direction on vesting the said streets in the Council.

(iv)
Likewise, for public parks also, CPWD may be approached for a declaration that all the parks transferred to NDMC are public parks and for a formal handing over & taking over of the parks on site plans.

(v) 
Till this formality is completed, a mandate from the Council may be obtained for taking up maintenance as well as upgradation works in r/o both public streets & public parks by charging the expenditure to separate heads of accounts & raising the demand on Ministry of UD.

(vi)
After vesting of the streets and taking over possession of the public parks, it would be responsibility of NDMC to maintain/ upgrade them.

The case was discussed in Special Council Meeting on 03 Sep.’09.  It was resolved by the Council that work may be taken up by NDMC itself out of its own funds, necessary provisions will be made in Budget 2010-11 & Revised estimate 2009-10.

The request for sending formal communication to NDMC for transfer of public streets maintained by them has been sent to Director General (Works), CPWD.

A meeting was also held in chamber of Chief Secretary on 10 Oct.’08 on the decision of laying CC roads in Govt. of NCT of Delhi.  In meeting it was decided that NDMC would lay 100 Km. of lane length of CC roads preferably in this financial year.  Copy of minutes vide No. CS/5123-5134 dated 10 Oct.’08 is at (Annexure ‘E’ See Page 188-190).
CRRI was engaged to evaluate these roads & recommend the design & specifications for concrete roads.  CRRI has submitted design report & based on this design report estimates for provision of concrete roads have been framed by the field staff colonywise.

Accordingly the Preliminary Estimate for providing concrete roads, lane/ bylanes in Laxmi Bai Nagar Area including improvement of drainage for Rs.8,81,99,000/- has been prepared by the field staff based on recommendations of CRRI which has been scrutinized by the Planning Department.

Preliminary Estimate has been concurred by the Finance Department.
