ITEM NO. 3 ( i )

TO REVIEW- THE RESERVATION QUOTA TO SC’S & ST’S IN CASE OF SHOPS / STALLS


A letter has been received from Mridual Jain, Director National Commission for SC/ST Lok Nayak Bhawan Khan Market, New Delhi on the subject for enhancement of reservation of quota for SC/ST in proportion to their population percentage (Copy of the letter enclosed is at Annexure at page – 16 ).  It has been stated in the letter that the commission receives several representation from SC/ST’s in the matter pertaining to service safe guard Socio Economic Development & other related issue where the people belongs to SC/ST communities are reportedly being deprived of the benefits according to them.

2.
In this connection and with a view to examine the representations on allotment of shop in Palika Bhawan Sh. V.K. Chaudhary Member National Commission for SC/ST convened a meeting on 6.8.2002 in his chamber with Sh. M.L. Rangay, Director (Estate), NDMC.  During discussion Hon’ble Member observed that the Reso. No.29 dated 14.1.72 provides reservation to the extent of 12.8% in allotment of stalls Kiosks, and shop to the member as per procedure laid down by the NDMC.  It has further been directed that Govt. Of India reservation rules provides 15% reservations for SC’s and 7.5.%  for ST.  They have recommended that the reservation quota for SC & ST needs to be reviewed by the NDMC and requested that the NDMC may put up the proposal before the competent authority for consideration and make necessary amendment in the current resolution for its implementation.

3.
In this connection it is submitted that a D.O. letter from the Director of Estate, Govt. of India regarding reservation in NDMC properties was received and accordingly, the Committee vide its Reso. No.29 dated 14.1.72 resolved that 12.8% quota of stalls, kiosks and shops which may become available for allotment hereafter be reserved for allotment to members of SC community on payment of economic rent by draw of lots.

4.
Thereafter in May 1994 Gazette was published by the authority of Delhi Government wherein the following reservations were made as possible in respect of properties allotted by the NDMC.

a. 12.5% reserved for SC & ST.

b. 2% reserved for Physically handicapped persons

c. 2% reserved for War widows

d. 2% reserved for Freedom Fighters

e. 2% reserved for Ex-Servicemen

This procedure is being followed by the NDMC with regards to allotment of properties owned by NDMC, on tender basis giving vide publicity in Daily Newspapers. Allotment is finally made to the highest tenderer, among above categories only.

5.
Presently, a letter dated 6.9.2002 regarding the revised policy to be adopted for disposal of shops in various government colonies in Delhi, has been received from the Govt. of India, Ministry of Urban Affairs and Employment, Directorate of Estate (Copy enclosed as Annexure at page – 17 ).  The following policy guidelines for disposal of shops in case of SC % ST and physically handicapped are given:- 

“6(i) 22.5% of the shops would be reserved for Schedule Caste/Schedule Tribes.  In case there is no Schedule Tribe candidate, it would be given to a Schedule Caste.  In the event of no Schedule Caste candidate coming forward, the shop would be made available to the general category.

(ii) 3% reservation of the shops/stalls would be for “physically Handicapped” category.  The definition of “physically Handicapped” would be such as is adopted by the Govt. under any rules/laws framed by the Ministry Welfare or as may be specified by Ministry of Urban Affairs & Employment for this specific purpose from time to time.  In the event of shop being reserved for the physically handicapped category and no such candidate being available, the shop/stall would be disposed of to the general category.

(iii) The shop for these categories (SC,ST and Physically Handicapped) would also be given on a tender basis, but only such applicant who belong to a particular category/group for which the shops/stall is reserved will be eligible to apply for the same.  For example, if a shop is reserved for SC only a SC candidate can bid for the shop.  The highest bidder among such candidate will be allotted the shop.  The other conditions indicated in para 2(i) to (iv) shall be application.

6.
The above issue also came for consideration in the past and then Chairman, NDMC observed as under:

“ It is an odd request.  Theoretically taken to logical conclusion reservation has to be done in NDCC-II, rooms in NDMC allotted hotels?  It is preposterous.  Parking should have no reservation, as the underlining concept is to have efficient traffic management.  The chapter on Fundamental Rights in the Constitution talks of right to employment i.e. employment is directly controlled employment of the State under Article 12.  Business is certainly not employment.  Tomorrow, if we go for cyber café, should we go for reservation and spoil the whole concept.  If this becomes the underlining principle, then we should not have to develop commercial complex.  In Chankya Cinema how does one have reservation, in seats?  We need to have a total look at the whole method in view of section 141(2) of the NDMC Act read with the Constitution of India.  Let us consider it expeditiously.”

7.
The above was examined further and it was clarified that the provision regarding disposal of immovable property as per NDMC Act 1994 is as under: -

“141. Disposal of immovable property- (1).  The Chairperson may, with the sanction of the Council, lease sell, let out on hire or otherwise transfer any immovable property belonging to the Council.

(2) The consideration for which any immovable property may be sold, leased or otherwise transferred shall not be less than the value at which such immovable property could be sold, leased or otherwise transferred in normal and fair competition…..”

On close perusal of the above provision, it is very clear that the immovable property as belong to the Council can be transferred on lease or otherwise, on the basis of normal and fair competition only.  The intention possibly of the legislature may be that whatever the immovable properties are developed by the local body in form of lucrative project or otherwise they should be put on tender for fair competition so that the Council can fetch maximum revenue to meet out its day-to-day expenses for maintaining civic amenities, which is its obligatory function.  Thus, as and when, any lucrative project like Hotels, Cinema, Office Complex etc. come for tender anybody can bid for that so that they can get fair chance.

As observed by the then Chairman as indicated in para ‘6’ employment is directly under control of the State as it comes under Article 12 of the Constitution of India.  In view of above, it is naturally the obligation of the State only, to wipe-out soci-economic disparities.  But the Local Bodies being creature of the Central/State Legislature also come under the category of State under Article – 12 of the Constitution of India.  They can always have a conscious view on policy decision/guidelines issued on all matters from time to time by the Govt. of India and other bodies.

The guidelines regarding reservation in case of stalls shops and kiosks was placed before Council in 1972 and Council took the decision that reservation to the extent of 12.8% in allotment of stalls, shops and kiosks be made for the members of SC & ST as per procedure laid down by the Council.  The above remained continue and in May 1994, the gazette notification was also issued and reservation to the various categories were incorporated as given in para ‘4’.  Now, letter has been received from National Commission for SC&ST to enhance the reservation in case of SC & ST and policy decision received from the Govt. of India as indicated in para ‘5’ for making reservation for SC & ST and physically handicapped in case of shops & Stalls.

Chairman has seen the case and decided to place the matter before the Council for discussion and review the above policy decision.

COUNCIL’S DECISION

Resolved by the Council that policy as adopted by Government of India, Ministry of Urban Affairs and Employment, Director of Estate may be followed by the Estate Department, NDMC as given in para 5 of the preamble as and when new units available with Estate Deptt. hereafter.

ITEM NO. 3 ( ii )

S/R of Roads in N.D.M.C. Area. S.H : Improvement to Vijaya Raje Scindia Marg in Sarojini Nagar by providing M.S. Railing.

Vijaya Raje Scindia Marg area was inspected by the Chairman, N.D.M.C. and Vice Chairman, N.D.M.C. alongwith officers of N.D.M.C. and representatives of various Residents Welfare Associations of the area, wherein it was desired to improve the existing road as there is lot of vehicular traffic on this road by providing M.S. Railing on both sides along the footpath of the pattern as provided at Shanti Path on the outer segments of circuses. The Preliminary Estimate for the same, amounting to Rs.23,15,200.00, was prepared which has been checked by the Planning and agreed to by the Finance vide their No. FA-2833 Dated 30.09.2002 subject to clarifications of the following observations:

OBSERVATIONS:

1. The department will ensure adequate availability of funds. 

2. The serviceable M.S. Railing and other dismantled material will be reused on some other site and suitable credit be afforded to the estimate for the dismantling material.

3. The department is certified that the proposed work will find place in the RIP 2002-03 as and when submitted to the Competent Authority for approval.

4. The department may certify that the footpath has already outlived its normal life.

5. The department will also certify that the proposed scope of work is a legitimate charge on the suggested Head of Account.

These observations of Finance are clarified as under:

1. The work is to be charged to the Head Of Account of Strengthening and Resurfacing of Roads in N.D.M.C. area where adequate funds are available against this head i.e. Rs.1200 lacs vide Item No.222 page No.116 of the current year’s Budget Book.

2. The serviceable M.S. Railing and other dismantled material will be reused on some other site and the credit for dismantled material shall be  correctly incorporated for dismantled serviceable items as per their actual receipt.

3. This work shall be included in the RIP for the year 2002-03 as and when submitted to competent authority for approval.

4. The footpath has not been proposed to be replaced in this estimate. 

5. It is also certified that the proposed scope of work is a legitimate charge on the suggested Head of Account.

The Preliminary Estimate amounting to Rs.23,15,200.00 (Rupees Twenty Three Lacs Fifteen Thousand and Two Hundred Only) is submitted for Administrative Approval & Expenditure Sanction of the Council.


The Chairman has seen the case.

CE (C-II)’s REMAKRS:
