ITEM NO. 3 (i)

Depreciation of Reserved Funds. SH: Purchase of 4 Nos. Tempos conforming to EURO 11 norms for Water Supply Division.

Water Supply Division is responsible for equitable distribution of filtered water in the entire NDMC area including filtered water mains, sub mains, distribution lines and operation and maintenance of water supply installation under the control of Executive Engineer.  For smooth and effective control on the entire system of water supply, the main work load was divided in four sub-divisions.  Three of them are responsible for maintenance of filtered water mains, distribution system including maintenance of hand pumps.  One Mechanical Sub-Division is responsible for the operation and maintenance of water supply installations including tube wells.  Three sub-divisions of filtered water mains, distribution system are further distributed in two service centre of each sub-division.  Water supply installation work load (i.e. operation and maintenance of water supply installations) is also distributed in three service centres.  For day to day maintenance/monitoring of the entire system including transportation of materials/labour, vehicles i.e. tempos were provided at each sub-divisions.  As per orders of Supreme Court of India tempos more than 12 years old will not be allowed to run on roads and as such the existing tempos have served their lives and need replacement.  It has therefore become necessary to procure new tempos conforming to EURO II norms for the proper functioning of water supply.


Out of 6 nos. tempos required, two tempos have already been purchased after seeking approval of the competent authority.


Accordingly, a proposal was submitted for principal approval of the Chairman for purchase of remaining 4 Nos. tempos and the same has been approved by Chairman vide dated 1.1.2002.


After collecting quotations/proforma invoice directly from M/s. Tata Engineering and Locomotive Co. Ltd. based on DGS &D rates for LPT 709 E/38(2 Nos.) with CAB and load body and Tata Model SFL 407/31 CLB EURO II (2 Nos.) the estimate has been prepared.  The payment shall have to be made in advance by cheque/demand draft in favour of “Tata Engineering and Locomotive Co. Ltd.” payable at New Delhi.


Accordingly, preliminary estimate amounting to Rs.19,80,600.00 as checked by Planning was sent to Finance Department and Finance has concurred in the proposal vide diary No. 1783/FA dated 6.9.2002 and observed as under :-


“We concur in the preliminary estimate amounting to Rs.19,80,600/-(Rupees Nineteen Lacs Eighty Thousand and Six Hundred Only) as checked by Planning Department for the purchase of 4 Nos. tempos conforming to EURO II norms on DGS&D Rate contract from M/s. Tata Engineering and Locomotive Co. Ltd. subject to :

1. Availability of funds.

2. The condition that TC, NDMC is associated while making the purchase.

3. That necessary entry of vehicles is made in the record of TC Department.

4. That the odd/condemned vehicles are auctioned after making and getting a survey report approved from the competent authority.

5. That it is ensured by the department before making the purchase that diesel vehicles are registered in Delhi and also that plying of diesel vehicles is not to be banned in Delhi in the near future.

The observations of Finance Department are clarified as under :-

1. Sufficient funds shall be made available in RE 2002-03 against the Head of Account II A-2 i.e. Depreciation Reserve Fund.

2. The T.C. will be associated with the purchase of tempos.

3. After purchase of vehicles, necessary entry will be made in the record of T.C.

4. The T.C. has been requested to do the needful.

5. As per recent orders of Supreme Court of India EURO II norms vehicles are permitted to ply in Delhi and only Euro II vehicles are proposed to be purchased.  However, the orders of Government of Delhi will be implemented and further action shall be taken as per directives issued by Delhi Government or Supreme Court of India from time to time.

The Chairman has seen the case.

CHIEF ENGINEER(CIVIL)’S REMARKS :

The case is laid before the Council for consideration and approval of preliminary estimate amounting to Rs.19,80,600.00 (Rupees Nineteen Lacs Eighty Thousand and Six Hundred Only) for purchase of 4 Nos. tempos conforming to EURO II norms on DGS & D Rate contract from M/s. Tata Engineering and Locomotive Co. Ltd.  The payment shall be made in advance by cheque/demand draft in favour of “Tata Engineering Locomotive Co. Ltd.”.

COUNCIL’S DECISION

Resolved by the Council that administrative approval & expenditure sanction is accorded to the preliminary estimate amounting to Rs.19,80,600/- for purchase of 4 Nos. tempos conforming to EURO II norms on DGS&D Rate Contract from M/s Tata Engineering and Locomotive Co. Ltd. Approval is also accorded for making advance payment by cheque/demand draft in favour of “Tata Engineering Locomotive Co. Ltd.”

ITEM NO. 3 (ii)

Environmental Improvement along road and nallah. SH: Installation of 8 Nos. tube well for Horticulture in NDMC area.

78 tube wells including five open well were installed in various parks and road side berms in entire NDMC area for horticulture purposes.  Operation of these tube wells is under horticulture department.  Whenever complaints are received from the Horticulture Department for repairs to these tube wells, action is taken immediately by Water Supply Division for repairs of the same.


A joint inspection was carried out by the staff of Water Supply Division and Horticulture Department during the end of December, 2001 and 1st week of January, 2002 to ascertain the correct position of tubewells because in one of the meeting Director(Horticulture) had informed that adequate quantity of water is not available from tubewells for horticulture purpose as the underground water table has gone down.  After joint inspection, it was revealed that 17 abandoned tubewells required to be replaced with new tubewells.  Out of these 17 abandoned tubewells, preliminary estimate of two tubewells at Sanjay park and two tubewells at Lodhi Garden has already been approved by the Chairman after concurrence of Finance.  The boring work of both new tubewells at Sanjay Park has been completed and the same is likely to be commissioned in the month of November, 2002.  The preliminary estimate for boring of new two tube wells at Lodhi Garden has been technically sanctioned and NIT is likely to be approved in this month.  As such out of remaining 13 tubewells, a preliminary estimate for installation of 10 Nos. tubewells was prepared amounting to Rs.38,07,300.00 and forwarded to the Finance for concurrence after getting checked from Planning Division. 

Finance Department has concurred in the Preliminary estimate vide diary no.2475 dated 9.9.02 for the installation of only 8 Nos. tubewells estimating to cost of Rs.30,45,840.00, as the CGWA has given clearance for the installation of 8 Nos. tubewells. While concurring the proposal the Finance Department has observed as under : -

“As the Central Ground Water Authority has given clearance for the installation of 8 Nos. tubewells only, we concur in the preliminary estimate for the installation of only 8 Nos. tubewells estimating the cost of Rs.30,45,840.00 (Rupees Thirty Lacs Forty Five Thousand Eight Hundred Forty Only) subject to :-

1. Availability of funds.

2. That all the conditions given in the letter dated 24.7.2002 of CGWA are fulfilled.

3. That the tubewells are installed at the sites specified in the letter of CGWA.”

The observations of Finance Department are clarified as under: -

1. That adequate funds are available in the current year’s budget book under the Head H.1.8A at Page 54.

2. All the conditions given in the letter dated 24.7.02 of CGWA will be followed.

3. That the tubewells will be installed near the locations indicated in the letter of CGWA.

CHIEF ENGINEER(CIVIL)-I REMARKS :

The case is placed before the Council for the consideration and accord of administrative approval and expenditure sanction to the preliminary estimate amounting to Rs.30,45,840.00 (Rupees Thirty Lacs Forty Five Thousand Eight Hundred and Forty Only) for the work “Environmental improvement along road and nallah.  S.H:- Installation of 8 Nos. tubewells for the horticulture in NDMC area.

COUNCIL’S DECISION

Resolved by the Council that administrative approval & expenditure sanction to the preliminary estimate amounting to Rs.30,45,840/- is accorded.

ITEM NO. 3 (iii)

TECHNICAL MAINTENANCE OF SWD SYSTEM IN NDMC AREA DURING 2002-2003.  -ANNUAL ESTIMATE THEREOF-


Day to day technical maintenance of storm water drainage system, about 600 km long, is being done by the Civil Engineering Department.  The work involves construction of intermediate manholes, gully –gratings and replacement of sunken/choked pipe-lines etc., at such places where stagnation of rain water is observed due to various reasons so as to keep the system functional and avoid inconvenience to the vehicular traffic/pedestrians and damages to the roads/paths etc.


Accordingly, an annual estimate amounting to Rs.21, 89,100/- based on approved yardstick was processed for accord of Administrative Approval and Expenditure Sanction by the Council.  The yardstick @1% of the capital cost was approved by the NDMC vide resolution no.13 dt.19/7/68.


The Finance vide diary no.2383 dt.28/8/02 have concurred in the estimate for Rs.21, 89,100/- subject to: - 

1. Availability of funds.

2. That the expenditure incurred in excess of the approved yardstick during the last year may be got regularized by seeking approval of the Council.

3. That no approval for incurring expenditure in excess of approved estimate will be accorded.  In case the department considers that the yardstick as approved by the competent authority is not adequate as it was approved long back, this may be got revised by the department in due course.

With regard to the above observations of Finance, it is clarified that : -

1. A sum of Rs.30.00 lacs is available in the current year under D.2.17.6.,  Head of Account for the work

2. Action is being taken separately for seeking approval of the Council for the revised estimate for the year 2001-02-2003.

The Chairman has seen the case.

CHIEF ENGINEER (CIVIL)’S REMARKS :-

The case is laid before the Council for consideration and according administrative approval & expenditure sanction to the estimate for “Technical Maintenance of SWD system in NDMC area during 2002-2003” for Rs.21, 89,100/-.

COUNCIL’S DECISION

Resolved by the Council that administrative approval & expenditure sanction to the annual estimate amounting to Rs.21,89,100/- is accorded.

ITEM NO. 3 (iv)

Running and maintenance of booster pumps and tubewells in NDMC area during 2002-03 - Preliminary Estimate thereof.

For ensuring adequate water pressure in distribution network of pipe lines, NDMC have constructed 23 underground reservoirs with boosting/pumping arrangements in different pockets of NDMC area in addition to 3 Nos. on-line boosters.  NDMC have also provided 135 tubewells for augmentation of water supply as the required quantity of water is not being supplied by the Delhi Jal Board.  To keep these water supply installations in proper working order, it is essential to repair these installations from time to time.  Running and operation of 9 pumping stations are also being done on annual contract basis.  The capacity of various pumps and motors installed at boosting stations varies from 2 HP to 100 HP.  The submersible pumps and motors are repaired/replaced regularly including their electrical/mechanical fixtures and rewinding of motors is also done from time to time.  Water Supply Division also maintaining portable electric pumps, which are used for the annual flushing/cleaning of underground reservoirs of boosting stations for maintaining the quality of water supplied through these pumping stations.   Bleaching powder/liquid chlorine also procured and mixed in the water stored in the underground reservoirs of pumping stations, as and when less contents of chlorine is noticed in water supplied by Delhi Jal Board.  For maintaining boosting stations in good conditions, provisions have also been made for annual maintenance and special repair of building.

Accordingly, preliminary estimate amounting to Rs.53,82,300/- has been prepared to meet the cost of maintenance and operation of these installations for the year 2002-03. Finance Department has concurred in the proposal vide diary No.-D-2469/FA dated 11.9.02 and observed as  under :-

“We concur in the annual estimate of “Running and maintenance of booster pumps and tubewells in NDMC area” for the year 2002-03 restricting to the amount of Rs.46,20,000/-(Rupees Forty Six Lacs Twenty Thousand Only) i.e. actual expenditure incurred during last year, subject to availability of funds”.

As regards the availability of funds, in this respect, it is clarified that sufficient Budget provision of Rs.55 Lacs exists in the current budget book vide Statement No.IV/P-52 under the Head of A/C F-6(II).


The Chairman has seen the case.

CHIEF ENGINEER (CIVIL)’S REMARKS :


The case is placed before the Council for consideration and accord of administrative approval and expenditure sanction to the preliminary estimate amounting to Rs.46,20,000.00 (Rupees Forty Six Lacs Twenty Thousand Only) for the work of “Running and Maintenance of booster pumps and tubewells in NDMC area during 2002-03”.

COUNCIL’S DECISION

Resolved by the Council that administrative approval & expenditure sanction to the preliminary estimate amounting to Rs.46,20,000/- is accorded.

ITEM NO. 3 (v)

STRENGTHENING AND RESURFACING OF ROADS IN NDMC AREA. SH: IMPROVEMENT OF BHAGWAN DASS ROAD.

Administrative approval amounting to Rs.15,71,200/- was accorded by the Council vide its Resolution No.3(xxiv) dtd.17-07-2001.  After completing codal formalities tenders for the above work were invited and opened on 27-03-2002.  Seven Contractors quoted their rates as under :-

From the above statement it is seen that the lowest rates have been quoted by M/s. Preeti Constns. which are 18.39% below the estimated cost of Rs.14,85,687/-.  There is no condition/no rebate.  The justification is 16.85% above the estimated cost.  The tendered amount works out to Rs.12,12,487/- (Rupees Twelve Lacs Twelve Thousand Four Hundred Eighty Seven only).  The Finance has examined and has agreed for the acceptance of the lowest tender of  M/s. Preeti Constn. at their quoted rates of 18.39% below the estimated cost of Rs.14,85,687/- put to tender at a tender cost of Rs.12,12,487/- (Rupees Twelve Lacs Twelve Thousand Four Hundred Eighty Seven only).  The Finance Deptt. has further observed to ensure quality of work during the execution.  In this regard it is stated that full care shall be taken to get the work done as per the laid down specifications to ensure the quality of work during the execution.  It is further stated that necessary funds are available to meet the expenditure of this work during the current year’s budget book from the budget provision of Rs.1200 Lacs which exists vide item No.222 page-V-116 under the head “Strengthening and resurfacing of roads in NDMC Area” under road sector.  The validity of tender was upto 10-09-2002; as such letter of award was issued with the approval of the Chairman on 5.9.2002.

CE(CIVIL)-II’S REMARKS :


The case is laid before the Council for approval of the action taken to accept the lowest offer of M/s. Preeti Constn. as quoted by them at 18.39% below the estimated cost of Rs.14,85,687/-.  The tendered amount works out to Rs.12,12,487/- (Rupees Twelve Lacs Twelve Thousand Four Hundred Eighty Seven only) for the work of “S/R of Roads in NDMC Area, SH: Imp. to Bhagwan Dass Road”.

COUNCIL’S DECISION

Resolved by the Council that action taken to accept the lowest offer of M/s Preeti Constructions at their tendered amount of Rs.12,12,487/-, which works out to 18.39% below the estimated cost of Rs.14,85,687/-, is approved.

For meeting the increased power demand of Connaught Place area there is a proposal for construction of a new 33 KV indoor sub station after, demolishing of the old building of sub station near Shankar Market, Connaught Place. Administrative approval and expenditure sanction to the preliminary estimate for this work amounting to Rs.495.13 has already been accorded by the Council vide its resolution No.3 (xxiii) dt.28.1.2002 with a provision of Rs.63.85 lacs for civil works. The existing old building, which was constructed somewhere in 1940, is in dilapidated stage and has already out lived its useful life, is proposed to be demolished.

Survey report of the existing building with a reserve price of Rs.47,092/- proposed by the deptt. Has already been examined by the Finance vide their no. FA-2184 dt.19.8.02 and concurred in the proposal for getting the building written off with the approval of the council.

The Chairman has seen the case.

Chief Engineer (Civil)’s remarks :-

The case is laid  before the council for consideration and accord of approval to write off the existing building and sanction the survey report of the existing electric sub station building at Connaught Place with a Reserve Price of Rs.47,092/-.

COUNCIL’S DECISION

Resolved by the Council that the survey report of the existing building with reserve price of Rs.47,092/- is approved.

ITEM NO. 3 (vii)

MAINTENANCE OF PARKS AND GARDENS DURING THE YEAR 2002-2003. 


Horticulture Department of NDMC is maintaining 1030 Acres of green area comprising of various Parks, Gardens, Roundabouts, Lawns of Rajpath, area attached to various NDMC Buildings, Schools and about 65,000 Trees on Roadsides and 1,40,000 in Gardens.    Besides this 206 Acres of Green Strip along Roads is also being maintained by the Deptt.  Preliminary estimate amounting to Rs. 2.00 Crores, was processed by the Deptt.,  for maintenance of various Parks, Gardens and other green NDMC areas.  The said estimate consists provision for payment of un-filter charges to CPWD and for purchase of Sundries, Cow Dung, Okhla Sludge/Manure, compost Manure, inorganic and organic Manure, earthen Pots, R.C.C. Pots, R.H. Pipe, Trees, Plants, Shrubs, Seeds, Polythene Bags, insecticides/pesticides, Sprayers, Dusters besides purchase and repair of T&P and adjustment of electric/water charges raised by the Commercial Deptt. of NDMC etc.  


However, Finance Department has concurred in the preliminary estimate for Rs. 1.25 Crores only and observed as under :-

“Keeping in view the trend of expenditure during the last financial year, we concur in Annual Estimate amounting to Rs. 1.25 Crores (Rupees one point Twenty Five Crores only) for “Maintenance of Parks and Gardens in NDMC area during 2002-2003,” subject to availability of fund.”


In this regard, it is clarified that there is a budget provision of Rs. 2.00 Crores under the Head  D.4.4.4.C, as such sufficient funds are available.  

The Chairman has seen the case.

DIRECTOR (HORT.)’S REMARKS :-


The case is laid before the Council for consideration and accord of administrative approval and expenditure sanction to the preliminary estimate amounting to Rs.1.25 Crores (Rupees one point Twenty Five Crores only) for “Maintenance of Parks and Gardens in NDMC area during 2002-2003”.

COUNCIL’S DECISION

Resolved by the Council that administrative approval & expenditure sanction to the preliminary estimate amounting to Rs. 1.25 Crores is accorded for maintenance of parks & gardens in NDMC Area during 2002-2003.

ITEM NO. 3 (viii)

Purchase of Auto Clave and Micro wave Shredder for CHARAK PALIKA HOSPITAL, Moti Bagh, New Delhi – Preliminary Estimate thereof.


Bio Medical waste Rules 1998 envisage disposal of hospital waste as per the guidelines enumerated in the schedule of the rules.  The salient features of the hospital waste management are as follows:-

· Segregation at the point of generation of waste by following universal colour codes. 

· Incineration of all the incinerable waste (Category 1,2,3and 6 ) .  The incinerator  for incineration of the waste should be double chambered fitted with wet scrubber.  

· Auto clave / Micro waving of all the infected waste comprising of waste category 3,4,6 and 7.

· Shredding of waste category 4 and 7 before final disposal of landfill to avoid re-cycling of hospital disposables.

· Effluent treatment facility for the treatment of waste Water generated by the hospital before it is discharged into the municipal sewerage system.

At present CHARAK PALIKA HOSPITAL has facilities only for the segregation of waste at the point of generation and incineration of incinerable waste by using double chambered incinerator fitted with centrifugal scrubber.  The DPCC is insisting  for installation of a wet scrubber.

The DPCC is continuously monitoring the compliance of Bio Medical Waste Rules  in all 100 bedded and above hospitals situated in the N.C.T. of Delhi.  CHARAK PALIKA HOSPITAL was assessed by the DPCC in the month of November-2001 and again in June –2002 and graded compliance of the rules as ‘POOR’ for want of following facilities :- 

· Facility for treatment of waste water generated in the hospital before its discharge into the municipal sewerage system .  

· Lack of wet scrubber in the incinerator .   

· Non availability of Auto Clave and  Shredder .

· Absence of dumping pit for disposal of the sharps .

· Lack of garbage storage room near the incinerator . 

The hospital generate on an average 120 kg of Bio Medical Waste per day and it requires an Auto Clave and a Shredder each of 250 lts capacity for its disposal .  The approximate cost of these machines including civil and electric works would be Rs 50 Lacs .  The civil and electric works include :

1. Construction of  a room of 15’ x 12’ dimensions .

2. Laying down of ½ inch water supply line .

3. Installation of a overhead tank of 1000 lts capacity . 

4. Two 230 volts / 15 Amp electric points .

5. One 440 volts / 32 Amp point for Shredder through MCCB .

6. One 440 volts / 64 Amp point for Steam generator through MCCB .



The Finance department has concurred department’s proposal for administrative approval and expenditure sanction of Rs 50 Lacs for purchase of Auto Clave and Shredder for CHARAK PALIKA HOSPITAL, Moti Bagh subject to availability of funds with the conditions that the department should adhere strictly to the tendering procedure for the procurement  and take council’s approval to the preliminary estimate.  


The Chairman N.D.M.C. vide his orders dated 22.08.2002 has approved the proposal .  


The expenditure shall be charged to the head of account D.2.2.7 (Plan) for which there is a budget provision of Rs 50 Lacs. 

The case is laid before the council for approval of preliminary estimate amounting to Rs 50 Lacs for :

1. Purchase of Auto Clave and Shredders of Approximate 250 lts capacity each .

2. Civil and electric works required for installation of these machines . 

COUNCIL’S DECISION

Resolved by the Council that administrative approval & expenditure sanction to the preliminary estimate of  Rs. 50 Lacs (Rs. fifty lacs) for the purchase of Auto Clave and Shredder and for undertaking Civil and Electric works required for their installation is accorded.

Applications for Pre-qualification for the work “ Security and Traffic Arrangements at NDMC Buildings/Premises” were invited by publishing the Pre-Qualification Notice in the News Papers.  In response to our notice the following 13 firms submitted their applications along with the documents:

 Accordingly a comparative statement has been prepared.  From comparative statement, it has been revealed that none of the firm furnished the complete documents/information required as per the Pre-qualification notice.  For further clarification regarding possession of required documents all 13 firms were again requested to submit their documents vide letter No.257-269/CSO/02 dated 23.05.2002 with the last date of submission as 03.06.2002.  Upto the last date of submission of documents only 5 following firms had submitted their documents: -

1. M/S Rewanchal Industrial Security India Pvt. Ltd.

2. M/S Peregrine Security Pvt. Ltd.

3. M/S SDS Security Pvt. Ltd. 

4. M/S Super Commando Security and Intelligence Services Pvt. Ltd.

The documents submitted by the above-mentioned firms have been scrutinized and it was found that most of the firms failed to submit the required documents as per Pre-qualification notice.  For better and healthy competition it was decided that again all the firms be asked to furnish the requisite documents if they have in actual possession and reminder was issued vide letter No. D- 302/CSO/02 dated 18.06.2002.  In response to reminder only3 firms submitted their documents.  After the final scrutiny of the documents a fresh comparative statement has been prepared.  From the comparative statement it has been revealed that the following firms submitted the documents required as per Pre-qualification notice:

1. M/S Singh Security Services.

2. M/S Alert Enterprises.

3. M/S Knight Watch.

4. M/S Peregrine Security Pvt. Ltd.

5. M/S SDS Security Pvt. Ltd.

Out of above-mentioned 8 firms, one M/S Alert Enterprises name has not been considered for panel by the then C.S.O./T.C. due to non-satisfactory performance of work, who is presently providing the Security and Traffic Services at Palika Parking and other NDMC Building under the group contract ‘B’. The other firm namely M/S Peregrine Security Services Pvt. Ltd. has filed a recovery suit against NDMC and the same is subjudice before the Hon’ble High Court at New Delhi.  The case duly recommended by the then C.S.O./T.C. was sent to finance to concur the names of 7 firms except M/S Alert Enterprises.


The finance has concurred in the above proposal vide their diary No. FA-2052/R/7C/CSO dated 05.08.2002.


 The case of M/S Peregrine Security Services Pvt. Ltd. was sent to the Ld. Legal Advisor for his legal advise as the firm (M/S Peregrine Security Services Pvt. Ltd.) has filed a recovery suit against the NDMC and claiming an amount of Rs.9 lac.  Whereas in actual the firm it self failed to comply with the terms and conditions of the Award Letter and also misled the NDMC by furnishing a fake Bank Guarantee & finally opted out from the contract. The undersigned was called for discussion on above matter.  After detail discussion with the Ld. Legal Advisor it has been decided that we do not consider the name of above firm for empanelment at this juncture.

  Accordingly the name of the 6 firms has been proposed and the case has been sent to the Chairman, NDMC for obtaining the approval for empanelment of the following firms for the work Security and Traffic Arrangements at NDMC Buildings/Premises.  Chairman, NDMC approved the case vide diary No.6575 dated 05.09.2002.

ITEM NO. 3 (xi)

Old Mini Market Janpath.


The matter relates to encroachments in the form of permanent nature by way of extension of existing stalls of Old Mini Market and further temporary extension by the occupants of Old / new Mini Market Janpath.  Since the matter was of unauthorised construction and removal of encroachment, it was taken-up with Chief Architect and Director (Enf.).  After seeking the comments of Enforcement Deptt., the matter was put-up to the Chairman through Secretary and Chairman decided that the encroachment be removed.

2.
President of Old Mini Market Association vide his letter dated nil addressed to Chairman stated that the additional space is in their use since 1971 and requested that the existing space is too small and additional space as covered by them, may be permitted to be used on humanitarian ground.  Chairman asked for the case to be examined.  Subsequently, the same request has been received from the office of Chief Minister, Delhi twice – once in July 2002 and then in September 2002.

3.
It is clarified that the occupants of New Mini Market were allowed to construct the stalls measuring 6’x5” i.e. 30 sq. ft. alongwith the boundary wall of LIC Building in front of Indian Oil Bhawan, Janpath Lane, New Delhi but all these allottees constructed the stall more than the allotted covered area.  The Civil Engineering Deptt. clarified these facts in its report.  The allottees were permitted to construct the stalls in 6’x5” feet area but the report of Engineering Deptt. shows that the area of stall No. 1 to 10 is 35sq.ft. and area of stall No. 11 to 20 has been worked out as 37.33 sq. ft., and the licence fee has been charged on actual covered area @ Rs. 20/- per sq. ft.  for the open area being encroached by the stall holders, no licence fee / tehbazaari has been levied as it is being received by the Enforcement Department periodically.  The position of New Mini Market is that the above rates are in force and the occupants are paying the licence fee regularly on the basis of above rates. 

4.
As far as the position of Old Mini Market is concerned, it is clarified that in the first instance, the allottees constructed their stalls measuring 6’x4.5” feet i.e. 27 sq. ft., later on they increased the additional area of 33 sq. ft. thus total area covered is 60 sq. ft.  Since, the stall holders covered the additional area, the stalls were cancelled in March 1995 and thereafter they are paying damages.  The accounts position as per the damages is upto date.


In the year 1979 the Civil Engineering Deptt. constructed stall No. 27, Old Mini Market by the area of 37 sq. ft. and its allotment was made to Sh. M.L. Batra by the Committee vide Resolution No. 18(8) dt. 27.01.79 @ Rs. 15/- per sq. ft.

5.
Thus, as far as new Mini Market stalls No. 1 to 20 are concerned, they are paying the licence fee @ Rs. 20/- per sq. ft. per month as per the covered area.  The covered area is case of stalls from 1 to 10 is 35 sq. ft. and for 11 to 20 is 37.33 sq. ft.  The above was approved by the Administrator in November 1989 may be seen at flag ‘F/B’ and they are paying the licence fee on the basis of above decision.  However, they keep on hanging the saleable items outside the covered area which are required to be removed by the Enforcement Deptt. which is a part of their operational duties as the area is temporarily encroached by the stall holders.

6.
As regards Old Mini Market, (29 stall holders), they were allowed to cover 27 sq. ft. area however, they added another 33 sq. ft. unauthorizedly, without permission and thus the total covered area of each stall is 60 sq. ft.  Since, covering of additional area is violation, the units were cancelled in March 1995.  They are paying the licence fee in form of damages regularly at fixed Rs. 65/- p.m. + its 60% vide Reso. No. 4 dt. 10.12.93 + varying the rates as per policy of cancellation. 

7.
Allottees of Old Mini Market have requested to allow the additional area already covered i.e. 33 sq. ft. be regularized as the allotted area is inadequate and small.  They have also stated that additional area is in their use from since 1971.  

8.
The following options are available : -

i. The additional area covered by Old Mini Market be removed as approved by the Chairman in March’ 2002.

ii. The additional area as occupied and requested by the Old Mini Market stall holders be regularized by way of charging the additional licence fee, provided, that it may no way obstruct the passage for the pedestrian and for that matter, views of Chief Architect will be required.  If Chief Architect doesn’t have any objection then the request of additional area may be considered on charging the licence fee under section 45 B, including the cost of land and structure both, as it is already under their occupation or licence fee be charged as being charged from Mini Market stall holders, i.e. Rs. 20/- per sq. ft. per month for 33 sq. ft. additional area whichever is higher, after seeking the views of Finance Deptt.  In case any shop is found occupying more than additional 33 sq. ft., the excess covered area will be taken from him and the same may be used for accommodating shops/kiosks removed from other area in NDMC.

The matter was referred to C.A. and C.A. gave the following comments.

“I agree with the views of the Chairman that extended area should be removed for convenient pedestrian movement.  Since the representation of the Association has been forwarded by the Chief Minister’s office, the matter may be placed before the Council for consideration, as proposed.”     


Chairman while seeing the case observed that we have received a representation dt. 22.07.2002 from the Old Mini Market Association duly forwarded by the office of Chief Minister, Delhi for necessary action and another letter dt. 09.09.2002 received from Chief Minister Office.  In view thereof, we may place the matter before the next meeting of the Council for a decision.


Accordingly, the matter is placed before the Council for guidance and decision in the matter.

COUNCIL’S DECISION

Resolved that option as given at para 8(ii) is approved. On the suggestion of Sh. Ram Bhaj, Vice-Chairperson, it is further decided that similar type of cases be also got surveyed in case of other Mini Markets and examined for consideration of the Council for further action.
