ITEM NO. 3 (i)

Payment of Rs. 2.70 crores to Indian Tourism Development Corp. towards cost of construction of additional rooms in Akbar Bhawan, New Delhi

1.
NDMC allotted a Hotel space duly constructed by it to ITDC popularly known as Akbar Hotel at Chanakyapuri, New Delhi for a period of thirty (30) years on licence fee basis w.e.f. 01.11.70. At the time of initial allotment to ITDC the building was having 137 rooms only.

2.
As per clause 3 of the licence deed dt. 4th January 1980 executed with ITDC, ITDC was allowed to construct 150 additional rooms at their own cost.  After taking over the Building, ITDC with prior permission from NDMC, constructed an other block containing 150 rooms in the building. The cost of construction of these rooms was borne by ITDC and it was agreed that ITDC would pay revised licence fee @ 11% of turn over multiplied by 300 / 313 or Rs. 15 lacs whichever is higher.  As per the terms of the licence deed, the newly constructed block vested with NDMC for all practical purposes.

3.
In the year 1986, the ITDC handed over the entire space to Ministry of external affairs without prior approval of the NDMC.   Since possession of the building was handed over by ITDC to MEA directly, there was no formal settlement of terms & conditions between NDMC and MEA.  In the absence of any formal settlement, MEA did not make any payment for a year on account of license fee to NDMC. 

4.
As no license fee was forthcoming from MEA, NDMC made a representation to Ministry of Urban Development and on its persistent demand and their behalf, a meeting at the level of Secretary, Ministry of External Affairs was arranged in 1987. In this meeting it was decided that MEA would make an on account payment of Rs.6.75 per sq. ft. per month on carpet area basis to NDMC for the building occupied by them. While taking a decision on this, it was also decided that CPWD would re-assess the fair market rent payable by MEA.

5.
Subsequently, the dispute on payment of licence fee was dragged on and issued was once again taken-up at the level of Cabinet Secretary, in which it was pleaded by NDMC that since Akbar Bhawan was a building of 5 star category and centrally air-conditioned; the license fee should be suitably enhanced.

6.
As a follow up of the above, DG (Works), CPWD, intimated that market rent in respect of Akbar Bhawan would be Rs.7.66 per sq ft. per month for upper floors and Rs.5.72 per sq ft. per month for the basement. The total area for upper floors was measured as 297527-sq ft. and for the basement as 34717 sq ft.

7.
On the basis of above said recommendations of DG (Works), MEA started paying license fee for old wing but they were not making any payment for new wing which was constructed by ITDC (additional 150 rooms) at later date.

8.
Non-payment of any license fee for new wing was explained by MEA on the ground that ITDC had staked its claim for the said property. As such, MEA was neither making any payment to NDMC nor to ITDC.  On the intervention of the Foreign Secretary, ITDC made a claim of capitalized rent for the new wing constructed by them, to NDMC for Rs.3.52 crores as detailed below: -

A meeting was further held on 17.05.91 in Samrat Hotel under chairmanship of DG (Tourism), Department of Tourism, Govt. of India, which was attended by the then Administrator, NDMC, Financial Advisor, NDMC, Director (Estate), NDMC, General Manager, ITDC and others.  Administrator, NDMC stated that as per agreement between ITDC and NDMC, the right of ownership in respect of both the wings of Akbar Bhawan vested in NDMC.  However, Administrator, NDMC agreed that as per decision of Committee of Secretaries they did not have any objection to the payment of capitalized rent of Rs. 2.43 crores by MEA to ITDC.  As regard to claim of depreciated value of permanent improvements, it was decided that Financial Advisor of the Ministry will held discussions with Financial Advisor, NDMC to sort out the matter.  Subsequently, on the request from Ministry of Tourism, a Sub-Committee was constituted for arriving at a mutual settlement regarding dispute of new wing.

10.

The Sub-Committee consisting of the then Vice President (F&A), ITDC, General Manager, ITDC, the then Financial Advisor and Director (Estate), NDMC and the then Additional Secretary & FA, Ministry of Tourism decided in its meeting dt. 21.01.93 (copy of the minutes enclosed) at Annexure ( See pages 16 – 18 ) recommended that in view of the larger revenue interests of both NDMC and ITDC, the Additional Secretary & FA, Ministry of Tourism decided “that a sum of Rs. 2.70 crores be paid by the NDMC to the ITDC as a package deal.  ITDC will not claim interest and aforesaid dues in respect of Akbar Hotel and similarly NDMC will not raise any claim on ITDC in respect of the said Hotel.  This will be without prejudice of the claim that NDMC may have on MEA as a recovery of any dues etc. as well as ITDC claim on MEA as mentioned in para 8 above”.  As per clause 3 of the agreement dt. 4th January 1980 executed with ITDC, ITDC was allowed to construct 150 additional rooms at their own cost.

11.
Immediately, after the decision, then Administrator took up the matter with Joint Cabinet Secretary, Cabinet Affair to persuade the MEA to clear the dues of the NDMC. However, before the above said minutes were to be examined, Finance Deptt. raised certain objections about subletting the premises to ET&T and C-Dot which was replied.  But no decision regarding payment was arrived at, due to transfer of the then Financial Advisor and the then Administrator.  The matter was once again examined by the Finance Deptt. which raised certain objections and no final decision could be taken regarding the claim of ITDC.  The issue regarding the payment of Rs.2.70 crores to ITDC remained pending over these years due to the fact that MEA had not cleared the outstanding dues and NDMC was also not in position to make any lump sum payment to ITDC.

12.   On receipt of the D.O. dt. 01.07.98 from Chairman-cum-Managing Director, ITDC, the matter was submitted to the Chairman, NDMC for taking a decision on the following issues: -

(i)
Whether NDMC should honour the settlement of 1993 arrived at between ITDC Officers and NDMC Officers where F.A., had represented NDMC and a decision was taken regarding the payment of outstanding dues of Rs.2.70crores to ITDC, or alternatively the matter may be referred to the present F.A. to examine the matter and give his views on the matter because then F.A had not concurred for the release of Rs.2.70 Crores to ITDC.

(ii)
We may request MEA to clear the outstanding dues and resolve the on going dispute so that it reaches at its logical conclusion. For this, Chairman’s intervention would be required because we have not been able to make much breakthrough at our level.

(iii)
In the mean time, we may send an interim reply to ITDC that NDMC is taking up the matter regarding clearance of dues with MEA and the final decision would be communicated shortly. 

13.
The above said proposal was seen by the then Chairman, on 11.08.98 and accordingly FA was requested to examine the case. FA vide his note at page 166/N placed the following issues to the then Chairman: -

(i)
Amount payable to ITDC for construction of 150 extra rooms.

(ii)
Amount payable by ITDC as license fee upto 31st March 1986.

(iii)
Amount payable by MEA from April 96 onwards in r/o area occupied by MEA.

(iv)
Ensuring that in future C-Dot and ET&T will be direct licensees of the NDMC.

14.
Chairman, approved the above and observed that we should write a letter to MEA & ITDC so that they are prepared before the meeting.  The Draft duly put-up by Director (Estate) seen by Financial Advisor and approved by the Chairman was sent to MEA and ITDC for holding a tripartite meeting. No reply from both the Department was received and the reminders were also issued on 09.12.98.  The information as demanded from ITDC was not received however; information regarding amount payable by ITDC upto 31.03.86 and amount payable by MEA from April 96 onwards were furnished to Finance Deptt.  

15.
After protracted correspondence and meetings by the Financial Advisor, NDMC with officers of the MEA and ITDC, Ministry of External Affairs vide letter dt. 29.07.99 had agreed to pay licence fee at the revised rates and requested to waive off the interest.  MEA further requested to deal directly C-DOT and ET&T which was initially taken over by them from ITDC.

16.
As per demand of NDMC as on 31.10.2000, MEA had to pay Rs. 51.70 crores as licence fee/damages & interest thereon (Rs. 17.06 crores as arrear of licence fee + Rs. 34.64 crores as interest thereon) but MEA has cleared all the dues at CPWD rates except interest of Rs. 28, 28,53,807 crores upto 31.10.2000.  From 01.11.2000, the status of MEA in the said building has been declared as unauthorized occupant and we have been claiming market rate @ Rs. 1,72,25,455/- p.m.  As against the above demand, MEA has been making payment from 01.11.2000 @ Rs. 51,96,622/- p.m. based on CPWD rates in respect of the area occupied by them excluding the area occupied by ET&T (ET&T vacated the space on 01.08.2001 and handed over the vacant possession to NDMC).  Upto 31st January 2002, MEA has to make payment of Rs. 49,37,81,115/- as arrear of licence fee and interest as per NDMC demand based on market rate and (Rs. 18,05,32,495/- as arrear of licence fee + Rs. 31,32,48,620/- as interest) on CPWD rates.  

17.
To sort out the issue regarding payment of Rs. 2.70 crores to ITDC, a letter was issued to General Manager (Accounts) ITDC vide this office letter No. 3596/Sr. A.O. (Estate), dated 11.12.01 for providing the basis and rationale behind the fixation of amount of Rs. 2.70 Crores as a Package Deal.  The reply of the same was received from GM (Accounts), ITDC dated 12.12.01.  They referred to the minutes dated 21.1.93 and explained that, amount as given in minutes is payable to ITDC and stated that since seven years are passed, it was not possible to locate the connected records.  After receipt of this letter, the case was again referred to Finance Deptt. for advise.  They observed as under: -

(i)
As per item No. 2 of para 2 of ITDC’s letter dt. 12.12.2001 an amount of Rs. 243.60 lacs is stated to be payable to ITDC towards capitalized rent of the new wing for 44 years.  The building was licensed to ITDC w.e.f. 01.04.70 for 30 years, but transferred by the latter to MEA on 01.04.86.  Hence the un-expired period of the Licence Deed was 14 years as on the date of transfer to MEA. It is not clear as to why capitalized rent of the new wing has been worked out for 44 years. Please clarify.

(ii)
As amount of Rs.1.64 lacs has been shown as payable to ITDC as a refund of excess licence fee vide Item No. 3 of their letter 12.12.2001. A statement showing the year wise break-up of licence fee receivable and licence fee received from time to time from ITDC may be added for perusal by the Finance Department.

(iii)
An amount of Rs.4.84 lacs has been shown as payable to ITDC as the refund of security deposit of Electricity connection. A certificate may be obtained from the Commercial Department to the effect that the refund of security deposit of Rs.4.84 lac is due to the ITDC as per their ledger accounts/books.

(iv)
Excess licence fee and security deposit appearing in the ledger accounts of the Estate Department and Commercial Department respectively shall be set aside by the lump sum payment of Rs. 2.70 crores to ITDC as a package deal. What accounting procedure shall be adopted so as to record the refund of excess licence fee and security deposit of electricity connection in the accounts of the departments? How the book adjustment shall be made to afford Dr./Cr. under various heads of affected accounts? 

(v)
If NDMC pays claim of Rs. 2.70 crores to ITDC as property belongs to NDMC, what about claiming Rs. 10 crores from MEA?  We can’t consider only payment-recovery is more important. Both the decisions need to be taken at the same time, if at all, so that interests of NDMC are not negatively affected. As per notes of Estate Department, no agreement has yet been entered within MEA, which makes NDMC’s claim weak.

18.
Chairman-cum-Managing Director, ITDC made a reference to Hon’ble Lieutenant Governor, Delhi regarding payment of outstanding dues of Rs. 2.70 Crores by NDMC to ITDC in respect of transfer of Akbar Hotel.  Hon’ble Lieutenant Governor, Delhi had asked to have a factual note.  The case was submitted to Chairman, NDMC for further information to LG, Delhi.  Chairman marked the case to Finance Deptt. who vide minutes dt. 08.04.2002 decided that in case the payment of Rs. 2.70 crores as package deal is to be released to ITDC pending compliance of the observations raised by Finance Deptt. previously may be subject to the following conditions: -

(i)
The Estate Deptt. must certify that at least an amount of Rs.2.70- crores is payable to ITDC by NDMC towards their net claim of additional wing constructed by them at thee Akbar Hotel premises.

(ii)
The Estate Deptt. should also undertake that the observations raised by the Finance Deptt. dt. 01.02.2002 will be complied with/ clarified within a month and a report in this regard will be sent to Finance Deptt. for concurrence.

(iii)
The minutes of the meeting of the Sub Committee held on 21.3.93 should be approved by the Chairman, NDMC.

19. It was clarified to the Finance Deptt. that the decision regarding payment of aforesaid amount was taken, so that ITDC will have no claims over the Akbar Bhawan Complex, by the then Cabinet Secretary, Government of India on 22.04.88.  As regard the details of capitalized rent, the details were never sent to Estate Deptt. and references were made only in the minutes finalized as given in Para 11 dt: 21.01.93. On the basis of above, it was made clear that Estate Deptt. is unable to give any certificate as required by Finance Deptt.  So far as issue of reflection of entries in the accounts are concerned, it will be done by Commercial Deptt. and Estate Deptt. under supervision of Finance. 

20. The Chairman vide its minutes dt.10.4.2002 has observed that “to end this long pending issue, I approve the minutes, which in any case, are not detrimental to the interest of NDMC in the long term.  Infact, NDMC will be benefited only.  The matter may also be placed before the Council for approval after Finance has also seen.”

The Chairman has seen the case.


The matter is laid before the Council for approval of the minutes as referred in para 10 and release of the amount, after adjustment of dues / arrears payable by ITDC to NDMC from other departments.  Finance has seen the proposal.  

COUNCIL’S DECISION

Though the rates quoted by M/s. Vichitra Constn. For item no.1 & 3 are the lowest, M/s. Gypsum Structural India (P) Ltd. is the lowest in over all amount i.e. 34,77,500/- which is 0.74% above the estimated cost of Rs.34,52.000/-.

The case was forwarded to the Finance Dept. to concur into the proposal to conduct negotiations with the over all lowest tenderer i.e. M/s. Gypsum Structural India (P) Ltd. to bring down the rates of item No.1 & 3 at par with the lowest tenderers.  The Finance Dept. concurred into the proposal vide their diary No.FA-1559 dated 3.6.02 to conduct negotiations with M/s. Gypsum Structural India (P) Ltd. to bring down the rates of item No.1 & 3 to the level of the lowest rates.

On the advice of Finance Dept. and as approved by the Chairperson, the negotiations were conducted with M/s. Gypsum Structural India (P) Ltd. under the chairmanship of C.E.(E-I) on 5.6.02 when S.E.E-I, Finance Officer and E.E.(C-I) were present.

Shri N.L. Garg, the authorised representative of M/s. Gypsum Structural India (P) Ltd was called for negotiations and was asked to reduce the rates of item No.1 & 3 to the level of the rates quoted by the lowest tenderer/estimate cost.  The representative of the firm agreed to reduce the rates of item No.1 & 3 by Rs. 40 & Rs. 10 respectively.

ITEM NO. 3 (iv)

Construction of compound wall and improvement to area around HC & FC type police quarters, Tilak Lane.


Area MLA requested for construction of boundary wall and improvement to the area around HC & FC type police quarters at Tilak Lane.  Accordingly, the estimate was prepared amounting to Rs.11,43,800/- for executing the work against MLA Constituency Fund.  The estimate has been prepared on DSR-97 and market rates.  The scope of work includes the provision of boundary wall and railing thereafter provision of CC slabs and grass pavers within the lanes of the quarters etc.  The estimate has been checked in Planning.  Finance has accorded its concurrence with the following clarifications: -

a) Availability of funds against the area MLA Constituency Funds.

b) NOC may be obtained from the PWD before commencement of work.

c) The scope of work is covered under the guidelines issued by the M/O UD of Delhi for incurring expenditure on the proposed work.

d) A written consent of area MLA should find place in the file.

The above observations of the Finance Deptt. are clarified as under: -

a) Adequate funds are available from the area MLA's Constituency Funds.

b) NOC will be obtained from PWD before start of work.

c) The scope of work is covered under the guidelines issued by the M/O NCT of Delhi.

d) The area MLA vide letter dated 3rd Dec. 2001 has given the consent.

CE(C)-II's REMARKS:

ITEM NO. 3 (v)

VERANDAHS IN SAROJINI NAGAR MARKET.


The verandahs in front of the Shops in Sarojini Nagar Market were declared as Public Street vide Reso. No. 3 dt. 19.1.1979 by the NDMC under the Punjab Municipal Act.  The Sarojini Nagar Market Shopkeepers’ Association made an appeal to the Dy. Commissioner on 16.4.1979, who vide his orders dt. 20.4.1979 stayed the above Reso. of NDMC.  The said appeal is still pending with the Dy. Commissioner (South-West) and was listed for next date on 22.5.2002.


In the meantime the Standard Plan of S.N. Market has been revised and the verandahs have been made a part of the shop subject to some compliances by the individual shopkeepers.  This plan is yet to be implemented for want of amendment in the Master Plan and decision regarding pavements.


In view of the above revision of Standard Plan and as the verandah having been accepted as a part of the shop, the Reso. dt. 10.1.1979 for declaring these verandahs as Public Streets has lost its sanctity.


The above note has been approved by the Chairperson.


The matter is placed before the Council for approval.  Dy. Commissioner (Sourth-West) will be informed.

NEW DELHI MUNICIPAL COUNCIL

ANNUAL ADMINISTRATIVE REPORT FOR THE YEAR2001-2002.


It was on 12th December 1911 that the transfer of the seat of the Government of India from Calcutta to Delhi was announced. After detailed examination, survey and debate, Raisina Hill was selected as the most appropriate site for the Viceregal palace and the area East, North and South of it chosen for the new capital. Edwin Lutyens and his compatriot Herbert Baker build the new capital of India to be known as New Delhi.


The “Raisina Municipal Committee” was established in 1916 to cater to municipal needs of the labour engaged in the construction of new capital. In 1925, the then Chief Commissioner, Delhi upgraded it to the level of a “Second Class” municipality under the Punjab Municipal Act, 1911. Around this time it was known as “Imperial Delhi Municipal Committee”. In 1927, it was named “New Delhi Municipal Committee” and in 1932, it became a “First Class” municipality.


In May 1994 the NDMC Act, 1994, replaced Punjab Municipal Act, 1911, and the committee renamed as New Delhi Municipal Council.


The New Delhi Municipal Council is responsible for an area of 42.74 square kilometers. This area included the seat of the Central Government Rashtrapati Bhawan, the Prime Minister’s office and residence, Central Government offices, Foreign Missions, residences of Ministers, Members of Parliament, Diplomats and Central Government employees. In addition to providing basic civic amenities to its residents, this Municipal council also ensures various social, cultural, educational and medical facilities especially to the Government/municipal employees and other weaker sections of the society.


In accordance with NDMC Act, 1994, an eleven member Council headed by a Chairperson governs the NDMC. Of the 5 non-official Members, 3 are MLAs who represent the NDMC area. The MP of New Delhi Parliamentary Constituency is special invitee of the Council.


Keeping with its tradition of dedicated service to the community, NDMC during the past years, has accepted the challenges of the changing times and has provided high-grade facilities in many spheres of urban life by establishing many prestigious institutions to render essential and standard services to the citizens.


Broad achievements of the Council during the year 2001-02 have been as under :-

SIMPLIFICATION OF PROPERTY TAX STRUCTURE.


During the year, a simplified procedure of mutations, vacancy remission and settlement of disputes was evolved. Where the premises were lying vacant or the cases have remanded by a court, method of payment of taxes on the basis of taxpayers’ own calculations was introduced. Applications were invited from those, whose cases were pending before the Deputy Commissioner, New Delhi for out of court settlement of the pending cases. A new scheme of self-assessment was introduced. These measures evoked a very good response from the taxpayers. The taxpayers also came forward for out of court settlement.

The rate structure was further simplified and it is expected that a large number of taxpayers would be benefited by the new scheme and modified rate structure. Disputes would be sorted out and the taxpayers would get better satisfaction.

EDUCATION

1. Improvement in infrastructure


An additional floor has been added to the existing building at the Navyug School, Peshwa Road this year. This has helped in overcoming the acute shortage of space. Also, a new wing has been added to the Navyug School, Lodhi Road and this has helped in creating more facilities like opening of Humanities and the Science streams at that school. Besides, a new Navyug School has been opened at Vinay Marg.

2. Computer Education


Computer courses have been introduced at the Plus 2 stage in most of NDMC’s senior secondary schools. Further, proper computer labs have been set up in the secondary schools and some of the middle schools for conducting computer awareness courses.

3. Reorganization and upgradation of schools


The secondary school at Moti Bagh has been upgraded to the level of senior secondary school while the school at Sangli Mess has been upgraded to middle level, in order to cater to the needs of the residents of these areas. Besides, 5 other senior secondary schools have been converted into composite schools by reorganizing their primary wings to become part of these schools. This was necessary to streamline the administration of the schools and to improve the quality of education imparted there.

4 Training of Teachers


A major initiative in this regard has been taken this year by the Education Department by way of introducing a 3 week intensive training programme in “Leadership and Management” for the Principals & Vice Principals of the NDMC and Navyug Schools. The programme was conducted by the Centre for Education Management and Development (CEMD), New Delhi. It is expected that this could bring about a better and effective management of our schools. The Department proposes to organize more such training programmes for other categories of teachers by way of both in-house training as well as by other professional agencies.

PUBLIC HEALTH


On 16th October 2001, NDMC opened a Voluntary Counselling & Testing Centre for HIV, the first of its kind in the country.  Type of tests done in this center is rapid and simple kits, protocols for which are yet to be laid by the NACO. The results can be read within a few minutes. Since opening of this center, 378 patients came for counseling 


Tuberculosis Control Programme within NDMC has been appreciated by the World Health Programme representatives who visited the Chest Clinic at Shaheed Bhagat Singh Marg. The sputum conversion rates and cure rates for tuberculosis have been the highest in the country.


Strict vectra control measures and reduction of larval indices have helped in controlling malaria and other vector born epidemics like dengue or DHF.

SANITATION AND SOLID WASTE MANAGEMENT


NDMC has been able to reduce the absenteeism of safai karamcharis from 30 percent to 10 percent.  Medical examination of safai karamcharis has been introduced to protect them from various occupational diseases.


Reduction in absenteeism has improved sanitation and solid waste management.


The scheme of BOT toilets has, now, been extended to garbage stations with the help of private entrepreneurs.  Five new garbage stations which are manned and provide facility for segregation of garbage at source became operational during the year.  Five more garbage stations are planned.


Health Department has organized 300 rag pickers by associating an NGO called “Chintan” to recycle usable garbage.  These rag pickers have been trained and provided with safety equipments. 

SEWERAGE & DISPOSAL SYSTEM


Improvement of drainage system at S.P.Marg, State Emporia Building, Baba Kharak Singh Marg, Barakhamba Road, from outer circle and Connaught Place to Tolstoy Marg crossing, Shivaji Stadium and providing cunnettee in the bed of Khushak Nallah behind S.P.Marg and Satya Sadan were completed during the year.


The work of augmentation and improvement of drainage system at roundabout in Chanakyapuri, rehabilitation of SW Barrel at Bharti Nagar, rain water harvesting in NehruPark, Talkatrora Garden, Lodi garden, covering of open drains behind Tughlak Lane, improvement to drainage system at DIZ area Sector IV was also completed during the year.


5,000 meters of trunk/main sewer lines and about 14,000 meters of subsidiary sewer lines were laid during the year as part of planned improvement and augmentation of the sewage disposal system. Around 3000 cubic metres of silt was removed from sewers.


Implementation of the master plan for improvement and augmentation of the sewerage system also remained on schedule.

ROADS, FOOTPATHS, PAVEMENTS, RAILINGS

Resurfacing and re-strengthening of roads is very crucial in NDMC because of high density of traffic. During this year, total area resurfaced was around 2 lac sq.m.

Roads were resurfaced/strengthened at C-Hexagon, Humayun Road, Parliament Street, Tilak Marg, Purana Quila Road, Hanuman Road, Kali Bari Marg, Amrita Shergil Marg and Babar Road. 

The work of construction of a new sub-way across Bhagwan Dass Road near the Supreme Court was started. 

The work of construction of modern toilets on BOT basis was taken up and 26 toilets were commissioned during the year. 

Renovation work of Talkatora Swimming Pool Complex was carried on deposit work basis. 

Shivaji Stadium was renovated. New astroturf was laid, damaged chairs were replaced and renovation of tiles, conference hall, VIP lounge, and control room was completed.

WATER SUPPLY

To augment water supply work, many schemes like construction of underground tank and pump house at Meena Bagh, shifting of 18” dia CI line at Sri Aurobindo Marg from Lodi Road to Safdarjang Flyover were completed. 

 
250 mm dia pipe line from Nizamuddin  Feeder Line at Lodi Road to Pandara Road was laid. Alternative pump house at Bharti Nagar was constructed and dedicated feeder line for NDMC area from Jhandewalan Reservoir was taken up during the year.

RAINWATER HARVESTING

The ground water level in Delhi is depleting day by day due to withdrawal/pumping of water from underground water sources. To partly replenish the under ground water, NDMC launched rain water harvesting projects at Lodi Garden, Nehru Park, Talkatora Garden and a small reach of Kushak Nallah at Mandir Marg.

TOWARDS A GREEN DELHI

Horticulture Department of NDMC is maintaining about 1030 acres of area including 7 gardens and 50 roundabouts. Apart from maintenance works, various development and improvement works in respect of environmental improvement by tree plantation, grassing etc. are being done by the department. Emphasis during this year has been on development of green strips along all the roads in the NDMC area. 80,561 plants & shrubs were planted during the current year.

ELECTRICAL WORKS

Maintaining a reliable power supply is high on NDMC’s priority.  Following projects were completed during the year to upgrade the quality and system capacity.

(i) Commissioning of two 66 KV sub-stations at School Lane & Vidyut Bhawan with state of the art ‘Gas Insulated Switchgears’ enabling to utilize full 100 MVA capacity at each of the sub-station.
(ii) New 66 KV feeder (presently energized on 33 KV) from D.V.B. Ridge valley sub-station to NDMC sub-station at Bapu Dham enabling availability of 10 MVA power at Bapu Dham and 16 MVA at Nehru Park sub-station.
(iii) Work commenced on establishing a temporary 20 MVA capacity sub-station at B.D. Marg.
(iv) 602 state of the art, accurate and temper proof electronic meters procured for H.T. & bulk consumers (above 30 KW load).  Work commenced to replace existing electro mechanical meters with electronic meters in a phased manner.
(v) Establishing eleven new 11 KV sub-stations in important areas like Connaught Place, Chanakya Puri, Sarojini Nagar etc.
(vi) Augmentation of sub-station capacity completed in seven sub-stations in Connaught Place and R.K. Puram areas etc.
(vii) Two new 11 KV inter-connector cables laid in Connaught Place and adjoining areas for ensuring reliability of power supply.
(viii) Improvement of LT distribution system carried out in area south of Rajpath.
(ix) Replacement of old HT/LT panels completed in four sub-stations.
(x) General improvement in standards of road lighting system and in addition installing twelve high-mast lighting system in NDMC area.
(xi) Feasibility report for SCADA by Power Grid Corporation of India finalized and technical parameters under advanced stages of drawing specifications etc. for accurate & timely load management, reduce response time, identify unexplainable losses etc.
(xii) Major efforts initiated to contain the increase in demand for power through a series of steps involving conservations of energy by NDMC as well as all major consumers in NDMC area.  Besides, efficiency improvement programme developed with the assistance of an outside Consultant provided by Commonwealth Science Council.
(xiii) We have projected to the Ministry of Urban Development an energy requirement of 1000 MWs by the year 2020 and sought allotment of 40 or so parcels of land all over New Delhi broken up into short-term requirement by 2010 & long-term requirement by 2020, for setting upon upgraded substations.
Land for 220 KV sub-station at Electric Lane is awaiting clearing of unauthorized occupants.

HOUSING

Construction work of 128 type II &III staff quarters at Rohini under Pocket B has already been completed. Completion of balance 128 quarters in Pocket A is nearing completion. The work of construction of four Type V flats and eighteen Type IV flats at South End Lane is in progress.

PROJECTS

The work of construction of Flower Market at Sri Aurbindo Marg opposite Dilli Haat made some progress. Architect Consultant and Real Estate Consultant have already been appointed. Applications for pre-qualification of contractors have been invited for phase I costing about Rs 3.80 crore.

Structural work on NDCC Phase-II was completed during the year and 50% finishing items would be completed during the next year. The target date for completion of the project is now fixed as February 2004.

SOCIAL WELFARE

· A new working women hostel ‘Aakansha’ was constructed at Bhagwan Dass Lane and it started functioning to its optimum capacity with 87 allottees providing them with modern infrastructure and basic amenities for a comfortable and secure stay.

· A home for senior citizens ‘Aradhana’ to accommodate 50 women was opened at Bhagwan Dass Lane. 

· A new project relating to economic empowerment of women by the formulation of ‘Self Help Groups’ was implemented with the help of two NGOs.  These groups have been encouraged not only to imbibe the spirit of thrift and credit but also awareness programmes have been initiated using them as the nucleus. 

· In collaboration with Rotary Club (Safdarjung) some vocational training classes were started for the benefits of drop out students attending the Day-time Secondary School at Kidwai Nagar.

The year saw a major headway in the progress of the implementation of the MATURE (Mission for Application of Technology to Urban Renewal and Engineering) Project.  The NDMC in collaboration with Department of Science and Technology surveyed three sites namely the Race Course Club, Pillanji village and the Gole Market area, to shortlist specific needs to be met.  Objective of the project is to apply technology for improvement in infrastructure and urban renewal.

STAFF WELFARE

A novel scheme of providing high standard holidaying facilities has been started for our employees by entering into an agreement with two of reputed private chains specializing in providing holidays resorts all over the country.

Under the scheme of mobile crèche, a unit was opened at construction site of NDMC staff quarter at South End Lane for the care of small children of the women construction workers working on the site.

REMOVAL OF JJ CLUSTERS

At present there are 40 JJ clusters in NDMC area, out of which 5 are on NDMC land. NDMC has given top priority for removal and relocation of JJ Clusters from its land so that the land could be utilized for social welfare projects. For the purpose, a sum of Rs 93.91 lakhs was paid to DDA towards the cost of land to relocate JJ Clusters at Nallah, Nauroji Nagar, Bengali Camp and Arjun Das Camp at East Kidwai Nagar. On the basis of fresh survey conducted as per latest policy of the Govt. of NCT of Delhi, relocation charges amounting to Rs 3.73 crore were paid to Slum & JJ Department of MCD.

PARKING POLICY

The Council adopted new parking policy in its jurisdiction with effect from 1.1.2002. The Council has adopted the tariff structure of parking fee as per MCD.

COMPUTERIZATION

CMC has developed application software for Civil Engg. Department, Birth & Death Registration Department, Tax, Estate, Grievance Handling, Architect, Personnel and Payroll Department. Implementation of these applications has been initiated.

(i) NDMC’s website was launched during the year. A citizen, with the click of a button, can have information of various achievements, functions and services provided by it. 

(ii) Software for Voluntary Counseling & Testing Center, Vigilance Deptt. and Computer Maintenance has been developed in-house by IT Department.

FINANCIAL POSITION 2001-02.

Receipts 


In the budget presented last year, receipts were expected to be Rs 831 crores. The revised estimate is Rs 788 crore, reflecting a sharp decline of   Rs 43 crore. Major reasons for this gap are : -

1. NDCC Phase II Complex could not be rented owing to time overrun in its completion.

2. Outstanding arrears from some private parties could not be realized due to various court cases.  

3. Govt. departments have not paid licence fees as per the demand raised by NDMC insisting on payments based on CPWD rates.

Expenditure

Expenditure has on the other hand shown upward swing mainly due to increase in the energy charges payable to Delhi Vidyut Board.  The estimated expenditure on the electricity supply bill has gone up from Rs 250 crores  to Rs 320 crores.  The rates fixed by Delhi Electricity Regulatory Commission has put a heavy burden on NDMC which will only increase in future. Against an estimate of Rs 829 crores, the total expenditure is Rs 841 crores. Electricity supply bill amounts to 38% of total expenditure as against 30% anticipated. Another major component of expenditure is on salaries and wages amounting to appx. 25% of expenditure. 

The revised estimates showed a deficit of Rs 53 crores. Vigorous effects are afoot to avoid cash deficit during the year by curtailing expenditure and increasing revenues from all sources.   The whopping increase in the electricity bill is a stark reality with which NDMC will have to exist.  As NDMC will find it difficult to pass on the additional burden to the consumers for maintaining parity in tariff with the MCD area and there is little scope for reduction in the salary bill, there is a need to have better financial discipline as well as a proper cost benefit analysis of each project undertaken by NDMC in future.

NDMC is a premier municipality that is fully aware of its obligations towards citizens of New Delhi for which it is fully geared. Core activities like health & sanitation, water supply, maintenance of roads, electricity supply, primary education are given top priority.  But, as far as discretionary functions are concerned, there is a need to be vigilant to avoid frittering away of resources.  At the same time, efforts are being made to realize revenue from various sources.

ITEM NO. 3 (ix)

CONSTRUCTION OF FLOWER MARKET AT SRI AUROBINDO MARG PHASE-I), PRELIMINARY ESTIMATE.


The above said work has been incepted considering the success of Delhi Haat  Which has been developed over the land reclaimed by NDMC by covering of Khushak Nallah.  The nallah opposite Delhi Haat across Sri Aurobindo Marg is in MCD area.  Earlier about 200 meters length of  Kushak Nallah in the MCD Area was covered by NDMC.  An inspection of the area was carried out with Commissioner, MCD & Chairman, NDMC regarding the Construction of Flower Market by NDMC as this part of Nallah falls in the jurisdiction of MCD.  Observation/guidelines were sent by Town Planner, MCD vide their letter dated 11.2.2000 as under :-

i) Relocating of Teh Bazari shops in the corner of the plot for the Project.

ii) Multi level Parking policy

iii) Covering of Khushak Nallah further down stream, up to the pedestrian bridge.

For the relocation of some of Kashimiri Migrant’s, Teh Bazari shops coming in alignment of Flower Market, matter has been taken up with MCD. 

Surface parking will be made by covering further down streamside of nallah. There is scope for future development of Flower Market scheme by covering Kushak Nallah up to pedestrian footbridge.  

MCD has also been informed accordingly vide NDMC letter dated 8.11.2001. The Hon’ble Chief Minister NCT of Delhi also reviewed the project on 24.10.2000. During the presentation of the scheme C.M. appreciated it.  

The scheme had also been forwarded to DUAC by Chief Architect, NDMC vide his letter dated 3.4.02.  In a meeting held in DUAC on 6.5.02 a two member Sub-committee had been constituted to study the scheme & to put up their report to DUAC.  Another meeting of Sub-committee of DUAC was held on 27.5.02 wherein certain observations were raised. The reply to these observations is being sent to DUAC. Recently, this scheme was also discussed in the Ministry of Urban Development and a letter-dated 11.5.02 has been received from Joint Secretary stating that NDMC may cover the nallah for a particular portion and utilize the same for parking purposes in the context of Flower Market.  

The concept of Delhi Haat opposite to the site of proposed Flower Market has come up as one of the tourist spot in Delhi and the same was conceived by M/s Pradeep Sachdeva Design Associates.  Keeping in view the popularity of Delhi Haat and to keep harmony in the total environment, it was decided to assign the development of Flower Market to the same Architect Consultant and accordingly M/s.Pradeep Sachdeva Design Associates have been appointed as the Architect Consultant for this scheme.  M/s. Jones Lang LaSalle have also been appointed as Real Estate Consultant.  

The Architect Consultant has prepared the Architectural & Structural Drawings of The Project.  Phase-I of the scheme is as under :-

            Provision has been made for a shopping mall at front side consisting of 26 shops.  The Shopping Mall will be located under a fabricated dome of 14-meter height, it has been proposed to cover the dome with Aluminum Zinc alloy coated steel sheets.  Behind the shopping mall107 flower stalls will be constructed having slate roofing and open from three sides.  One small cold storage shall also be provided for storage of flowers by the stall owners.  The proper circulation of the traffic has also been conceived using the footbridge to avoid congestion.

About 138 meters length of the Kushak Nallah shall be covered on down stream   to provide surface parking for 108 cars and 280 scooters .This part of work will be taken up separately. 


The complex has been aesthetically designed using the various types of stones in flooring, cast iron pillars, ornamental trusses in steel structure and landscaping.  

The soil investigation and structural design has been done.  The Detailed estimate Has also  been finalized. Pre-qualification of the construction agencies is being finalized.  The Preliminary Estimate amounting to Rs._3,72,33,900/-for phase I excluding cost of covering of 138 meter nallah to be used for surface parking & cold storage and has been checked by the Planning branch.   

The following provisions have been made in Preliminary Estimate :- 

            Various items of construction of Building & Roads including 3% contingencies.  Most of the items are non-scheduled items and same havebeen based on present market rates.  There are provisions for various civil & electric services like water supply, sanitary installations, external services, internal electrical installations, telephone conduit, underground water sump, external lighting, signages, special flood lighting, street furniture & garbage bins etc. 

The estimate has been concurred by the Finance Department vide their note dated 30.5.02 subject to following observations : -

1. The department ensures availability of adequate funds.

2. Certification of the department regarding clear title of land in favor of NDMC.

3. The report regarding financial viability, cost benefit analysis as assessed by the Real Estate Consultant is accepted by the CE (C-I)/Chairman. NDMC.

4. The department may also ensure that the shops in the proposed Flower Market shall be let out strictly as provided under section-141 (2) of NDMC Act-1994.  This decision should have approval of Council, as it is a major policy decision having a direct impact on the viability of the project.

The observations of the Finance Department are clarified as under : -

1. A provision for Rs. 40 Lacs has already been made in the Budget of the current year.  And for the remaining amount provision shall be made in subsequent year’s budget.

2. The reclaimed land is in M.C.D area.  The nallah had been covered by NDMC earlier as stated in Para (1) above. MCD has not objected for our Flower Market Project.  Ministry of Urban Development has also agreed vide their D.O.No. LV-16(857) dt. 11.5.02 that NDMC may cover the nallah for a particular portion and utilize the same for parking purposes in the context of flower market.

3. The feasibility report has been submitted by the Real Estate Consultant.  Real Estate Consultant has recommended that the project is financially viable on the basis of prevailing rent in the surrounding area like South Extension etc.  This feasibility report was forwarded to the Finance Deptt.

4. Estate department will take necessary action as per Finance observations in due course (i.e. at the stage of allotment of shops/stalls etc.).  This observation of Finance Department may also be considered by the Council

The Chairman has seen the case.

CHIEF ENGINEER’S REMARKS :


 The case is placed before the Council for consideration and decision on the above stated Finance observations and according Administrative approval & Expenditure sanction to the Preliminary estimate amounting to Rs.3,72,33,900/-.

COUNCIL’S DECISION

Resolved by the Council that administrative approval and expenditure sanction to the preliminary estimate amounting to Rs.3,72,33,900/- is accorded.

ITEM NO. 3 (x)
Augmentation of sewerage in various NDMC area-Augmentation of sewerage at 3rd & 6th cross road, Sarojini Nagar. Sh: Making house line connections to the newly laid main / branch sewer line.-Tender thereof

The Council vide its resolution No. 3(iv) dt. 24.9.99 has accorded administrative approval and expenditure sanction to the Preliminary estimate amounting to Rs. 1,22,38,600/- for the above stated work. The work of laying main sewer line along 3rd & 6th cross road has since been completed and system commissioned. To give adequate relief to the residential houses in the vicinity of newly laid main / branch sewer lines, house lines connections & service sewer lines are also required to be connected to the newly laid sewer line.


For shifting of sewer connections detailed estimate amounting to 
Rs. 14,73,000/- was got technically sanctioned and draft N.I.T. amounting to 
Rs. 14,29,866/- was also approved for the invitation of tenders.


Sealed percentage rate tenders were invited for the above noted work by fixing the last date of receipt of application, sale of tenders and receipt of tender as 11.3.2002, 15.3.2002 and 18.3.2002 respectively. Due publicity has been given through Dir. (PR) and circulation of PWD 6 among other departments i.e. contractor’s Association of D.D.A., MCD, M..E.S., CPWD, Railways and working divisions of the Department.


In response to this eight contractors applied for issue of tender documents, the same were issued to them. Only three sealed tenders were found in the tender box on due date as per details given below :

From the above, it may be seen that Sh. Radhey Shyam emerges the lowest with quoted rates 2.65% below the estimated cost with tendered amount of 
Rs. 13,91,975/-. The justification of rates has been checked by Planning at 29.69% above the estimated cost. The case was forwarded to Finance for their consideration & concurrence to award the work to the lowest contractor Sh. Radhey Shyam at his quoted rates of 2.65% below the estimated cost with a tendered amount of Rs. 13,91,975/-.


Finance Deptt. Vide their noting at Page 23/C have concurred in the proposal of the Deptt. to accept the lowest tender of Sh. Radhey Shyam contractor at 2.65% below the estimated cost Rs. 14,29,866/- subject to the certification of the Deptt. that the lowest quoted rates are workable and are well comparable with the trend of rates of similar  type of works.


It is clarified that the lowest quoted rates are workable and comparable with the trend of similar works. An identical work of Making house line connection to the newly laid main/branch sewer line at Moti Bagh, has been executed & completed recently at 4.5% above the estimated cost. 


The tenders are open for acceptance upto 30.6.2002 as the validity of the tenders has been extended by the lowest contractor.

C.E. (C-I) ‘s remarks :

Council vide its  resolution No. 3 (vii), dt. 25/9/2001 accorded Administrative Approval & Expenditure Sanction to the preliminary estimate amounting to Rs.20,33,700/- for the above mentioned work.  Scope of work includes replacement of old corroded RCC pipe sewer line of 450-600 mm dia pipe with SW pipe of equivalent size.  Detailed  Estimate amounting to Rs.20,20,800/-  was technically sanctioned by CE(C-I), thereafter the Draft NIT  amounting to 
Rs. 19,61,933/- also approved for invitation of tenders.  Wide publicity was given by issuing Press Notice through Director (PR) and  circulation of PWD-VI to other organizations, such as Northern Railways, PWD Delhi, CPWD, Delhi Jal Board, MCD,  contractors associations, centralized tender sale cell and among the working divisions of NDMC.  Percentage rate tenders were invited by fixing the last date of receipt of applications, sale of tender document and receipt of tenders on 4/3/2002, 8/3/2002 and 11/3/2002 respectively.  In response, 10 applications were received and all the parties were issued tender documents after the depositing of tender costs.  On 11/3/2002, tenders were received and opened through the tender box as per details given below :

From the above, it may be seen that M/s. Expert Engineers emerges, L-1 with their quoted rates at 11.11% below the estimated cost of  Rs.19,61,933/-  with the tenders amount of Rs.17,43,962/-.

The Planning has checked  the justification of rates  based on current market rates at 8.69% above the estimated cost.  Since the lowest quoted rates are competitive and well below the current market justified rates and the party being a working contractor of the department, it is recommended to award the work to the lowest contractor,  i.e. M/s. Expert Engineers at his quoted rates at 11.11% below the estimated cost.

Finance Department has concurred in the proposal of the department to accept the lowest tender of M/s. Expert Engineers at 11.11% (Eleven point eleven percent) below the estimated cost of Rs.19,61,933 (Rupees Nineteen Lac Sixty One Thousand Nine Hundred Thirty Three only). The validity of acceptance of the tenders is upto 31st July  2002 as extended by the firm vide  his letter dt. 4/6/2002.

The Chairman has seen the case.

CE(C-I) REMARKS :-

The case is laid before the Council for consideration and to award the work to the lowest contractor i.e., M/s. Expert Engineers at his quoted rates at 11.11% (eleven point eleven percent) below the  estimated cost of Rs.19,61,933/-  with the tendered amount of Rs.17,43,962/- (Rupees Seventeen Lac Forty Three Thousand Nine Hundred and Sixty Two only)  for the above stated work.

ITEM NO. 3 (xii)

EARMARKING  OF   VACANCIES   ARISING  OUT   OF   DEATH / RESIGNATION/RETIREMENT/VOLUNTARY  RETIREMENT  ETC. FOR COMPASSIONATE APPOINTMENTS AS PER PRESCRIBED QUOTA.


The Government guidelines prescribe that a maximum of 5% vacancies arising in Group ‘C & D’ categories of direct recruitment posts in a year can be filled up by compassionate appointments.  The Council has accordingly vide resolution No. 3 (i) dated 28.8.2001 have resolved to make compassionate appointments within the prescribed 5% quota of vacancies against the death/resignation/retirement w.e.f 1.10.2001.


In view of the fact that there are a large number of death cases in Civic Bodies on account of literate/semi-literate employees/job hazards etc it has been considered necessary to earmark 5% vacancies for appointment of legal heirs of the deceased employees or employees retired on medical grounds.  It is further necessary to identify such vacancies and keep them reserved for making of compassionate appointments because a large number of Group ‘D’ employees are presently working on regular muster roll basis and are awaiting regularization against the available vacancies after completion of 6 years of service.  It is, therefore, necessary to ensure that regular muster roll workers are not regularized against the available vacancies at the cost of opportunity available to the legal heirs of the deceased employees for compassionate appointments after their death.


It is, therefore, proposed that the vacancies likely to occur in a calendar year on account of retirement may be ascertained and 5% of the vacancies be kept reserved for compassionate appointments against Group ‘C & D’ direct recruitment (not promotional) posts in the various establishments.  Regularization of services of RMR workers can be considered only after 5% vacancies in the various categories of posts have been kept reserved for compassionate appointment.


The Chairman has seen the case.


The matter is now placed before the Council for consideration/formal approval.

COUNCIL’S DECISION

Resolved by the Council that the proposal regarding reservations of vacancies for compassionate appointments as per prescribed quota of 5% out of the vacancies arising in a year out of death, resignation, retirement etc. is approved.

CONVERSION OF AC SHEETS ROOF INTO RCC ROOF OF SUVIDHA MARKET / MINI MARKET OF NDMC.

Sh. Ram Bhaj, Vice Chairman, has proposed the following resolution for consideration of the Council.

The asbestos roof provided to the shops of the Suvidha Markets / Mini Markets of the NDMC, have become obsolete thus creating problems to the shopkeepers.  The Welfare Association of these shopkeepers have also demanded for replacement of these damaged roofs from time to time.


“The New Delhi Municipal Council resolves that the roofs of the Suvidha Bazar /Mini Market be converted into RCC roof and the heights of roofs be increased so that the shopkeepers could use the ceiling fans.”
