ITEM NO. 3(i)

Review of investment policy already approved by NDMC vide resolution No. 3 (iii) dated 5-11-1996.



In  keeping  with  past  practice  and  pursuant  to  the Council's direction dated 26-2-2002 , NDMC's investment policy was reviewed by a committee of senior officers. 



The Committee headed by the Financial Advisor had Director(Finance), Transport Controller-cum-Chief Security Officer, Advisor (Revenue) and Director(Accounts) as members.  The minutes of the meeting of the committee, which met on 4-3-2002 are enclosed (See pages 11 – 14). After taking guidelines, issued by the RBI, DPE, Central Govt.’s policies and ratings given by domestic rating agencies like CRISIL and ICRA, the Committee decided to empanel those investment and scheduled commercial banks that fulfil a minimum capital adequacy norm of 10 percent and a net worth of Rs 750 crores. The committee also recommended  capping of investment of Rs 150 crores in each bank for diversifying NDMC’s portfolio of investments. State Bank of India was exempted from this limit in order to raise the proposed corpus of Pension Fund to Rs 300 crores.    In keeping with past practice the banks located in the CBD area only have been empanelled. The following banks in CBD area have been empanelled :-

It was  recommended that investment policy may be reviewed every year.  It was also recommended that a consultant may also be appointed to examine the possibility of investment in public securities and other financial instruments as approved by the Ministry of Finance for public sector units in next year when review of investment policy is undertaken. 


It was also recommended that investment of surplus money from GPF A/c may be invested only in State Bank of India like the Pension Fund at the rate of interest available with the State Bank of India on the investment date. The recommendations of Committee are being implemented in anticipation of Council’s approval as per Chairman’s approval dated 5-3-2002.

COUNCIL’S DECISION

Resolved by the Council that new investment policy is approved and the ceiling limit of investment in each bank will be Rs.200 crores.

Minutes of the Investment Committee formed by Financial Advisor for review of Investment Policy earlier framed vide Resolution No.3(iii) Dt. 5-11-96 & Investment of surplus money out of Provident Fund Account.


The Investment Committee reviewed the current investment policy, which envisages investment of general surplus of NDMC in public sector banks.  From the response received from MCD and DDA to NDMC’s enquiry, it is seen that both these organizations park their surplus funds in nationalized banks (Annexure-I & II).  The RBI did not indicate any guideline on this issue (Annexure III).


The guidelines on investment of surplus funds by public sector enterprises circulated to all Administrative Ministries/Departments by the Department of Public Enterprises  (DPE),  in consultation  with  the Ministry of Finance, is enclosed as Annexure IV. 


All scheduled banks, whether nationalized, private or foreign are listed in the second scheduled of the RBI Act, 1934 as amended (Annexure V).  As per section 52 of the NDMC Act, its surplus money can be deposited in the State Bank of India or  in such scheduled bank  as the Council may select.


In his Budget Speech of 2000-2001, the Finance Minister stated that the recommendations of the Narsimham Committee on banking sector reforms for reducing the requirement of minimum share holding by the Government in nationalized banks to 33% has been accepted by the Government.  Reduction of Government’s stake would involve 
isinvestments.  As per newspaper report of Times of India dated 27/11/2000, the Union Cabinet has approved in principle for 
isinvestments of nationalized banks (Annexure VI & VII).  In the background of liberalization of the economy during the last decade, rise in NPA of the nationalized banks, impending disinvestments of some of the public sector banks and DPE’s guidelines on investment of surplus funds by public sector units, there is a need to review NDMC’s investment policy.  The Council also directed in the meeting held on 26/02/2002 to review the existing policy.


Enquiries from different public sector enterprises revealed that they banks with scheduled private sector banks also.  The minimum criteria as envisaged by DPE states that investments can be made in any scheduled commercial bank, i.e., banks incorporated in India with a minimum net worth of Rs 100 crores and which fulfils the Capital Adequacy norms as prescribed by the RBI from time to time.  At present, the RBI has prescribed a minimum Capital Adequacy of 9%.


Keeping the extant investment policy of NDMC as approved by the Council into account and the facts narrated above, the following guidelines are recommended for empanelment of banks;

1. The bank should have its corporate and registered office in India, i.e., the bank should be incorporated in India. (As per DPE’s guidelines).

2. The bank must have at-least one branch in the Central Business District (CBD) of NDMC.

3. The banks must be atleast 5 years old so that the only genuine banks may be empanelled.

4. The net worth of the banks should be atleast Rs 750 crores.

5. The Capital Adequacy should be atleast 10%

In addition to the above, the ratings of CRISIL & ICRA, which are the two most established credit rating agencies and the latest survey of different banks by Business Today of September 2001 and Business Standard of 13.2.2002 have also been kept in view (Annexure VIII, IX, X, XI) by the Committee.

On the basis of the above criteria, the following banks are being recommended for inclusion in the NDMC’s panel of banks for the purpose of investment of surplus funds of NDMC.  NDMC’s portfolio of investments should be diversified to minimize the risk and a limit should be set for exposure of funds.  Therefore, it is recommended that there should be a capping of investment in each bank and limit of maximum investment in each bank should be Rs 150 Crores.

NDMC Act (Sec52) provides for investment in scheduled banks or in public securities.  Therefore, for next year a consultant may be appointed to examine the possibility of investment in public securities and other financial instruments as approved by Ministry of Finance for public sector units.  Moreover, due to frequent changes in economic policies, there is a need to review the investment policy every year.

PF Investment :

NDMC has a work force of about 20,000 employees.  Out of this, about 15,000 employees are subscribing to General Contributory Provident Fund Account. The account of Provident Fund is being maintained separately from the Main Accounts of NDMC.  There is a saving account in Post Office.  The subscription so received every month is deposited in the said saving account.  Earlier, the surplus money was being invested in Kisan Vikas Patras.  Some years back, this facility was withdrawn for institutions.  Since then, the surplus money out of PF is being invested in various nationalized banks in terms of the policy of the Council.  Surplus money so invested stands at about Rs 160 Crores.

As already stated, GOI has reduced/going to reduce its stake in all public sector banks.  SBI is governed by a separate Act of Parliament and at present Government holds majority stake in SBI.  With 
isinvestments in most public sector banks, Government control over their functioning will be considerably reduced.  According to guidelines issued by the Department of Public Enterprises of the Central Government on investment of funds, safety of funds takes precedence over returns.   Given the fact that SBI is the principal banker of the NDMC as per Section 45 and 52 of the NDMC Act, 1994 and keeping DPE’s guidelines regarding safety of funds taking precedence over return,  parking of Provident Fund in SBI appears to be a safer course of action.   SBI has been rated AAA and P1+ by CRISIL.  AAA denotes highest degree of certainty regarding timely payment of financial obligations on the instrument.  Any adverse changes in circumstances are most unlikely to affect the payment on the instrument.  January 2002 issues of ICRA’s Rating Update ranks SBI as LAAA in the long terms and A1+ in the short term.  LAAA denotes highest safety.  It indicates a fundamentally strong position in which risk factors are negligible.  It further states that adverse circumstances are not likely to affect the timely payment of principal and interest as per terms.  A1+ also denotes highest safety where timely payment of debt/obligation is best.  As NDMC has to act as a trustee of the PF accumulations of its employees, while obtaining adequate return on investment is necessary, safety of funds is extremely important.  A reference was made to Regional Director (National Savings Organization) regarding investment of PF money in Post Office Savings Schemes vide letter dated 21-02-2001 (Annexure-IX).  Regional Director (National Savings Organization), Ministry of Finance, informed that investment in Kisan Vikas Patra and Post Office Time deposit account can be made by a trust, which is registered under any law for the time being inforce.  It has further been clarified that NDMC can invest for these schemes only if the funds proposed to be invested belong to a Registered Trust/Welfare Trust or Regimental Fund.  NDMC is not registered trustee and as such PF money does not belong to a Registered Trust/Welfare Fund or Regimental Funds.  On the face of this, it will be in the fitness of things if PF surplus money is invested only in SBI like Pension fund.

POLICY REGARDING REGULARISATION OF RMR WORKERS.


The Council in its meeting held on 05.05.2001 (minutes confirmed on 17.05.2001 vide item No. 3(xxxiii) had resolved that :-

a) All RMR workers who have put in continuous length of 6 years of service as on 31.12.2000 shall be considered for regularization against existing vacancies under various categories of posts.

b) The regularization will be carried out only against the vacancies arising out of retirement, resignation, death etc. in the respective category.

c) There shall be no regularization against group ‘C’ post.

d) Workers being considered for regularization must fulfill the eligibility conditions as per R.Rs in respect of qualification and age on the date of conversion into RMR.

e) Police verification reports will also be taken into account at the time of regularization.

The RMR workers who have put in continuous length of 6 years of service as on 31.12.2000 have been regularized accordingly against available vacancies. 


There are approx. 700 RMR workers (about 600 alone in the Health Deptt. and about 100 in other departments taken together) who are due to be considered for regularization as they shall be completing 6 years of service during 2001-2002. Regularization of these 700 workers cannot be considered without the specific approval of the Council for any cut off date for their regularization against vacancies after they have completed 6 years of RMR service.


There have been representations for early regularization of the RMR workers who have completed 6 years of RMR service as on date against vacancies available. It is accordingly proposed to regularize the remaining RMR Workers who have completed 6 years of RMR service as on date or whenever they complete 6 years of RMR service subject to availability of vacancies and their eligibility to the post.


The Chairman has seen the proposal.


The matter is accordingly placed before the Council for approval of the proposal for regularization of the remaining RMR workers against available vacancies subject to the condition that they have completed 6 years of RMR service as on date or whenever they complete 6 years of RMR service and fulfill other conditions of regularization as decided by the Council earlier vide Reso. mentioned above.

COUNCIL’S DECISION

Resolved by the Council that the proposal regarding regularization of RMR workers against available vacancies subject to the condition that they have completed six years of RMR service as on date or whenever they complete 6 years of RMR service and fulfil other conditions of regularization, as decided by the Council vide Reso. No. 3 (xxxiii) dated 17.5.2001, are approved.  The conditions are :-

1. All RMR workers who have put in continuous length of 6 years of service shall be considered for regularization against existing vacancies under various categories of posts.

2. The regularization will be carried out only against the vacancies arising out of retirement, resignation, death etc. in the respective category.

3. There shall be no regularization against group ‘C’ post.

4. Workers being considered for regularization must fulfil the eligibility conditions as per R.Rs in respect of qualification and age on the date of conversion into RMR.

5. Police verification reports will also be taken into account at the time of regularization.

6. Reservation roster system shall be followed in the cases of SC/ST/OBC categories.
7. Workers will have to appear before the medical board for assessment of their age and health conditions.
ITEM NO. 3 (iii)

Representation regarding alleged discrepancy in Electricity / Water bills in respect of residential premises of Sh. Manbendra Shah, M P (Lok Sabha)


The matter relates to the representation made by Sh. Manbendra Shah, M.P. (Lok Sabha) alleging discrepancy in Electricity /Water bills in respect of his private residential premises i.e. 5-Bhagwan Dass Road, New Delhi before the Chairman, Committee on Petitions, Parliament House, New Delhi.  Shri Shah has claimed withdrawal / waiver of surcharge levied on account of non/delayed payment of Electricity / Water charges and also to allow him to make payment of actual consumption charges in six monthly instalments.


In this connection, the Committee on Petitions, Lok Sabha decided to take oral evidence of the representatives of the Ministry of Home Affairs on 27/2/2001 at Parliament House Annexe.  The Chairman, NDMC accompanied the Addl. Home secretary to make the said Committee for oral evidence and informed that there was no discrepancy in the bills and the same were timely issued to the Hon’ble M P for arranging payment.  Thus there was no ground for withdrawal / waiver of surcharge levied on account of non / delayed payment of Electricity / Water charges.  It was then decided that Sh. Shah would meet the Chairman, NDMC in due course to settle the issue.


Accordingly, Shri Shah met the Chairman, NDMC on 4/4/2001 to further discuss the matter.  The Chairman re-iterated the stand earlier taken before the Committee.  Sh. Shah appeared convinced after detailed discussions and deliberations and agreed to pay the pending dues in instalments but sought time to check his finances so as to decide number of instalments.


Thereafter the recommendations made by the Committee on Petitions (Thirteenth Lok Sabha) in their Ninth Report on the representation of Sh. Shah (placed on the table) were received from Ministry of Home Affairs.  The same concluded with urging the Government to take a sympathetic view.  It was recommended to waive altogether at least the surcharge on surcharge and allow to make payment of rest of the amount in six monthly instalments.

Given that there was no discrepancy in the Electricity / Water bills issued timely to Sh. Shah and surcharge being part of the tariff structure, Ministry of Home Affairs was informed of the constraints that do no allow NDMC to withdraw / waive off the surcharge.  It was further informed that an affidavit stands filed by NDMC in a PIL before the Hon’ble High Court of Delhi categorically mentioning that NDMC does not discriminate between a VIP, and an ordinary Citizen in the matters related to surcharge levied on account of non / delayed payment of electricity / water bills.  As such, the request for waiver of surcharge in the case of Sh. Shah which is not backed by law, if acceded to, would be violative of the affidavit & may lead the NDMC to embarrassed situation before the Hon’ble High Court of Delhi.


Total dues outstanding against Sh. Shah upto billing cycle Jan, 2002 work out to Rs. 2,95,749=00.  

Sh. P.K. Jalali, Joint Secretary (UT), Ministry of Home Affairs, Govt. of India, has now urged vide his D.O. no. 16014/3/2001 Delhi II dated 12.2.2002 to place the recommendations made by the Committee on petitions before the Council in its next meeting alongwith a detailed note on the implications involved in regard to waiver of surcharge on surcharge and payment of outstanding dues in six monthly instalments for its considered decision.

The Chairman has seen the case.


The case is now placed before the Council for consideration and decision.

COUNCIL’S DECISION

Resolved by the Council that in view of the position explained in the preamble, the request for waiver of surcharge in case of Sh. Manbendra Shah, M.P. (Lok Sabha) is not acceded to. However M.P. was allowed to clear dues in 12 installments instead of 6 installments.

STRENGTHENING OF WATER SUPPLY SYSTEM IN NDMC AREA. CONSTRUCTION OF ALTERNATIVE BOOSTING PUMP KHOUSE AT BHARTI NAGAR. SH: PUMPSETS & CONNECTIONS.

Council vide resolution No. OM 3(V) dated 19.1.2001 has approved a preliminary estimate amounting to Rs. 37,71,000/- for the above noted work.  The necessity for the construction of alternative boosting pump house at Bharti Nagar was felt due to the storm water/sewer arch barrel flowing in between the under ground tank & pump house as all the suction pipes of boosting station are passing over the barrel.  About two years back a portion of arch barrel was collapsed.  Thus leaving the suction pipes hanging and at present temporary support are provided for the same.  Further 66” dia old sewer line is also passing under the floor of existing adjacent electric Sub-Station and floor of Sub-Station has been settled. This settlement is likely to affect the pump house building.  Necessary preventive measures for the repairs of collapsed barrel has already been taken but to maintain the quality of drinking water supplied through this pumping station, it was necessary to shift the existing 3nos 100 HP pump sets, 2nos 50 hp booster pump sets, 2nos 10 HP vacuum pump sets and existing L.T switch board including all controlling electrical accessories, cable, suction & delivery line, sluice valve and non return valve etc. to the newly constructed pump house.  The shifting of this installation will be taken in such a way that water supply in the entire command area, such as Golf Link, Bharti Nagar, Ravindra Nagar, Khan Market, Lodhi Estate & adjoining area be kept un-interrupted , for which provision of one no new 100 HP additional pump set has been taken .

After completion of the Codal formalities tenders were invited & opened on 11.1.2002.  Four contractors quoted their rates, out of these four, M/s. Universal Equipment Corporation quoted lowest rate i.e. 31.84 %  below the Estt.Cost Rs. 18,98,482.00.

Imp. to Mohan Singh Place. 

SH : Rehabilitation of structure of Mohan Singh Place and replacement of door shutters of toilets (Balance work).Approval of revised Estimate and Extra / Additional Statements.

 
The condition of R.C.C. fins and columns of the building was quite bad. As such the matter was referred to National Council for Cement and Building Research for giving their recommendations on remedial measures. On the basis of the recommendations, the Preliminary Estimate was prepared and administrative approval and expenditure sanction was accorded by the Council for Rs. 21,15,700/-(Rupees Twenty One Lacs Fifteen Thousand Seven Hundred only) and Rs. 1,77,000/-(Rupees One Lac Seventy Seven Thousand only) i.e. total Rs. 22,92,700/-(Rupees Twenty Two Lacs Ninety Two Thousand Seven Hundred only) in part A & B based on the DSR 89+cost index prevailing at that time vide Reso. No. 21 dt. 5.3.93. After approval of detailed Estimate and NIT, the sealed item rate tenders were invited and the work was awarded to M/s. Maurya Const. Co. with date of start as 5.8.95 who completed about 15% of the work and left the work. There after the work was rescinded. After following codal formalities and approval of NIT for the balance work, the work was again awarded to another firm Shri Nirmal Singh, to get the work executed at the risk and cost of the first agency. This agency also did not complete the work; only about 16% work was carried out and again contract was rescinded for getting balance work done at the risk and cost of the contractor.

 
The tenders were invited for balance work. Only single tender was received which was 168.58% above the Estimated Cost and was rejected, rates being on higher side. Thereafter, the tenders were opened on 8.9.2000. Only two tenders were received and the work was awarded to M/s. India Guniting Corp. at the negotiated tendered amount of Rs. 21,82,676/-(Rupees Twenty One Lacs Eighty Two Thousand Six Hundred Seventy Six only), which is 158.07% above the Estimated Cost of Rs. 8,45,757/-(Rupees Eight Lacs Forty Five Thousand Seven Hundred Fifty Seven only). Thus, the work was lingering on since 1993 and the same has been completed by present agency. The cost of the project has escalated due to rise in cost index and special factors considered during the award of work, i.e. Contractor’s enhancement M.S. pipes scaffolding, protection arrangement etc. Moreover, during execution of the work certain additional/Extra items were required to be executed for completion of the work as the condition of the building further deteriorated due to prolongation for the last nine years. The approval in principle to get the additional/extra items to the tune of Rs.6, 35,847/-(Rupees Six Lacs Thirty Five Thousand Eight Hundred Forty Seven only) had been obtained from the Competent Authority.

 
Accordingly, the revised Estimate was processed for obtaining approval of the Council alongwith additional/extra item statements. The case was scrutinized in Planning branch and the cost of the revised Estimate   works out to Rs. 34,06,650/-(Rs. Thirty Four Lacs Six Thousand Six Hundred Fifty only). Renewal of rates of newspapers chargeable for NDMC's advertisements for the year 2002-2003

The advertisements released by NDMC are mostly of the nature of tender notice, auction notice, employment notice, public notice and of general nature highlighting NDMC's activities or appealing public for their co-operation in performance of civic services. The advertisements of all the departments are released through Public Relations Department to various newspapers of different languages i.e. English, Hindi, Urdu and Punjabi on the basis of rates invited from newspapers.

During the year 2001-2002 (1.4.2001 to 31.01.2002) an actual amount of Rs. 72.55 lac was incurred for publication of advertisements by Public Relations Department, besides the expenditure incurred by Civil & Electricity Department.

Every year rates chargeable for the specific period i.e. for financial year are invited from newspapers and after scrutiny by placing the same before the Council and are got approved. 


This year i.e. for the year 2002-2003, 44 newspapers submitted their rates out of which 30 have quoted DAVP rates and remaining 14 quoted contract rate. The rates for the newspapers quoting contract rate are for one full financial year and the rates quoted by the newspapers charging DAVP rates are subject to change as per DAVP and are acceptable and implemented automatically. The details of the newspapers and their rates are annexed (See pages 39 – 41).  

The advertisements are released following the terms and conditions already approved by  finance during the last years. The terms and conditions to be followed while releasing advertisements are given below:-

	1. 
	NITs for publication in DAVP approved newspapers be only up to the value of Rs. 5 lacs of estimated value of works put to tenders.

	2. 
	Economy factor in expenditure, press coverage of NDMC functions news will also be considered while issuing advertisements to the newspaper.

	3. 
	No upward revision of rates will be allowed during the financial year                2002-2003 to the newspapers, who have offered contract rates. In case any such newspaper revises its rates, no advertisement shall be released to it till such time that the newspaper reverts to the rates originally quoted therein.

	4. 
	The DAVP rates as and when revised by the DAVP shall also be applicable to NDMC.

	5. 
	If the newspaper, who has offered contract rates during the course of the year, intends to offer DAVP rates, it would automatically be accepted.

	6. 
	The rates for special position, local page or Sunday etc. will not be entertained, unless specifically asked for.

	7. 
	No surcharge in terms of percentage over and above the usual rates will be accepted.

	8. 
	Payment will strictly be made as per release order specification.

	9. 
	All newspapers shall furnish clipping of the NDMC advertisement immediately on publication. Failure to comply with this condition may lead to withholding of release of further advertisement to defaulting newspapers.

	10. 
	Decision of the NDMC shall be final and binding upon newspapers with regard to release of advertisement and allied matters.

	11. 
	The newspapers will charge the rates as applicable to other local bodies i.e. MCD, DDA, Public Undertakings, Autonomous Bodies. 

	12. 
	The advertisements released for publication in editions outside Delhi Editions will be released after obtaining approval from the Chairperson and payment would be made as per rates quoted by them for the respective financial year.

	13. 
	"Empanelment of newspapers does not give them any right to bag advertisement and NDMC has discretion to release advertisements on the basis of nature of issues ".


If any advertisement required specific design then designs will be invited through design competition from advertising agencies accredited by INS. The design selected by Chairman/Secretary will be released in the newspaper through that advertising agency.  

The Director (PR) is delegated with the powers to sanction the amount to be paid to the newspapers in respect of advertisement expenses subject to rates approved by the Council. 

The finance has concurred in the proposal for renewal of rates of newspapers for the year 2002-2003.

The Chairperson has seen the case.

The case is laid before the Council for approval of newspapers as well as their rates (as per Annexure See pages 39 - 41) for release of NDMC's advertisements during the year 2002-2003.

ITEM NO. 3 (x)

Charges in respect of Revised Standard Plan for addition of ground and Mezz. Floors in shops at Khanna Market, New Delhi.

As per the Standard Plan of Khanna Market, 50% area of Ist floor as mezzanine is permissible in the shops of Khanna Market. The Standard Plans are being sanctioned accordingly.  With the passage of time, the shopkeepers have extended some area on the ground by shifting the shutters towards the external face of the shops.  They had been also insisting on permission for 100% mezzanine floor.  The shopkeepers represented to the Vice-Chairman, NDMC time and again and as recommended by him, the Standard Plan was modified for the following :

1. Allotment of 2’-6” strip on front side of shops at ground floor which is already encroached by most of the shopkeepers.

2. Straightening of sloping roof of shops and 100% coverage of mezzanine floor. 

The modified plan was subsequently referred to L&DO and their approval was received vide letter no.379/2000-CDN dtd.2.01.2001.  This Standard Plan was further approved by the Chairman, NDMC vide his orders dtd.23.4.01.

As per the letter received from DDA, the mezzanine floor unto 100% was not permissible, as it would violate the provisions of MPD-2001.  However, this additional area has been permitted keeping in view the present demand of the shop-keepers subject to the condition that the charges for additional area shall be payable on approved land area rates prescribed by the L&DO.  It is pertinent to mention that a similar exercise was also done in case of Sarojini Nagar Market but in both the cases, the main objection of the shopkeeper’s Association has been  against the payment of charges of additional area at land rate.  In case of Sarojini Nagar Market, the case was referred to Ministry of Urban Development and the decision is still awaited.

There can be the following alternatives to sort out the issue of payment of charges :

1. Await  the decision of Ministry of Urban Development, as the matter already stands referred.

2. The Council may decide the appropriate charges for additional area.

The Chairman has seen the case.

The matter is placed before the Council for decision.

COUNCIL’S DECISION

Resolved by the Council that the charges in respect of revised standard plan for addition of ground and mezzanine floor in shops at Khanna Market, New Delhi, for the additional area shall be Rs.1350/- per sq. mtr. i.e. 3 times the betterment charges (Rs.450/- per sq. mtr.) being charged in residential areas, instead of prescribed land rates issued by L&DO.
