Development of area around State Emphoria Building at BKS Marg.

Preliminary Estimate thereof


State Emporia Complex at BKS Marg which was maintained by CPWD.  This being prime location and its importance,  it was decided that this area should be taken over by NDMC for further maintenance.  Accordingly a deficiency estimate amounting to Rs. 56,18000/- was prepared and submitted to CPWD for payment.  The CPWD has deposited the deficiency charges which includes deficiencies of Sewerage, drainage and pavement.  Council vide resolution no 3 (xi) dated 30.10.2000  decided that the open area around State Emphoria Building at BKS Marg be taken over from CPWD for redevelopment and upgradation.  The NDMC have appointed M/s Pradeep Sachdeva Design Associates as a Architect Consultant for preparing the scheme for the upgradation of this area.  The Architect Consultant have prepared the design and drawing which have been approved by the NDMC.  The scheme was also shown to the Chief Minister of Delhi and she  has also approved the same.  Based on the design and drawings submitted by the Architect Consultant.  The Preliminary Estimate amounting to Rs. 98,11,100/- has been prepared by the consultant and submitted by the department  .  The provision have been made for paving the area with CC paver construction of 8 nos kiosk,  toilet block and development of kutcha portion including 2 nos Busbays  and open auditorium.  The estimate was forwarded to Finance Department and they have concurred the Preliminary Estimate Subject to following.

1. Availability of Funds

2. Confirmation by the Deptt. that full amount on account of deficiency charges will be got reimbursed from the C.P.W.D

3. Certification by the Department that the scope of the work included in the estimate  is justified and is based on the present and future minimum essential needs of the work.

4. As already assured, meeting be arranged in the Chamber of the Chairman, NDMC with CPWD authorities to work out the finality of the project and contribution of expenditure on account of deficiency charges to be borne by them .

5. Approval of competent authority or receipt of funds from CPWD.

The Clarifications for the observations raised by the Finance are as under :-

1. Out of 56 lacs deposited by the CPWD as deficiency charges 35 lacs are for the improvement of pavement.  There is a budget provision of Rs. 125 lacs in the current financial year vide item no 281 page 123 of the budget provision.

2. As already stated the full deficiency charges have been deposited by CPWD

3. The scope of work included in the estimate prepared by the Architect Consultant has been approved by the competent authority.

4. Efforts would be made for contribution of expenditure from CPWD although they have deposited the deficiency charges

5. As already stated the deficiency charges have been received by NDMC.

The Chairman has seen the case.

CE(C-II) Remarks :


The case is placed before the Council for consideration and accord of administrative approval and expenditure sanctioned amounting to Rs.98,11,100 (Rs. Ninety eight lacs eleven thousand one hundred only) for the above work.

COUNCIL’S DECISION

Resolved by the Council that administrative approval and expenditure sanction to the preliminary estimate amounting to Rs.98,11,100/- (Rs. Ninety eight lacs eleven thousand one hundred only) is accorded. 

ITEM NO. 3 (xxiv)

REMOVAL OF CONTRADICTIONS IN THE ALLOTMWENT OF  PAN THARAS IN NDMC AREA.

The Committee’’s vide Reso. No. 36 dated 30.8.68 (See page – 142 ) while approving the minutes of Allotment Sub-Committee decided that a monthly licence fee of Rs. 15/- p.m. be charged for the newly constructed platforms for the pan and cycle repairing shops.  As per this resolution, pan tharas used to be allotted on licence basis.


The Committee vide Reso. No. 55 dated 7.7.78 (See pages 143 – 155 ) read with resolution No. 1 dated 21.7.78 while considering the various problems in shops, inter-alia decided that tharas/platforms whether these may be opened or covered permanent and semi permanent in nature be allotted on tehbazari basis (short term or long term).  Thus, the policy of allotment of pan tharas of 30-8-68 was  altered. 


By the same Reso. of 7-7-78 The policy of regularisation of sub-letting by enhancing licence fee by 04 times in respect of kiosk/tharas was decided by the Committee.  This enhancement was considered to be on the higher side.  This issue was examined by a Team of officers consisting of Law Officer, Director (Estate), Director (Enf.) and Dy.Secretary (Enf.) under the chairmanship of F.A.  The recommendation of this Team was considered by the Committee vide Reso. No. 14 dated 28.2.89 ( See page 156 ).  The then Administrator among other things approved the recommendation of the Team of Officers and in the body of the preamble it was decided to regularise the tehbazari only in case of legal heir basis and not in the case of sub-letting.  However, in the main decision the Administrative decided the that this policy will be applicable to built up units only.  


Subsequent to these developments, there have been representations from the parties seeking regularisation on the basis of sub-letting in the case of those allotments made on the tehbazari basis.


It needs to be mentioned that some of these allotments prior to 1978 and allotted on licence fee basis, while those after 1978 were on tehbazari basis.  Where allotments have been done on licence fee basis, these were eligible for regularisation on sub-letting while those on tehbazari were not.


The Chairman has seen the case.


In order to remove this anomaly, the case is laid before the Council for consideration and decision whether all pan tharas (built up) be treated as allotted on licence basis with retrospective or prospective effect, and on the same terms and conditions as applicable in case of those pan tharas allotted on licence fee basis.

COUNCIL’S DECISION

Item deferred.  Council shall consider this matter after it has been verified that the proposal in the agenda would in no way violate the orders of the Hon’ble Supreme Court.

SUPPLY OF INSUFFICIENT WATER BY MCD TO NDMC.


Upto the year 1998, Delhi Jal Board was supplying 140 million litres water to NDMC and in addition to this, NDMC was arranging about 30 million litres through its own sources.  After 1998, Delhi Jal Board’s supply was reduced to 129 million litres and at present it is 122 million litres per day.


The demand of water has increased considerably because of increasing population besides a floating population of about 15 lakhs in NDMC area.  The percentage of floating population with reference to its permanent population is very high as compared to MCD area.


The requirement of NDMC has been calculated to be about 200 million litres per day as per the approved norms by CPHEEO, Ministry of U.D., Government of India.


The New Delhi Municipal Council resolved that the Delhi Jal Board be requested to restore the water supply of pre-1998, 140 million litres to NDMC area.

COUNCIL’S DECISION

The New Delhi Municipal Council resolved that the Delhi Jal Board be requested to restore the water supply of pre-1998 i.e. 140 million litres per day to NDMC area.
