Brief History of the subject / project : 

Under clause (i) of section 11 of the NDMC Act 1994, “measures for preventing and checking the spread of dangerous diseases” is one of the obligatory function of the Council, and under section 388(1)-E (7) the Council is empowered to make bye-laws on the subject of “prevention of spread of dangerous diseases’.  Draft of NDMC(Dengue, Malaria, Filariasis, Yellow Fever and Other Mosquito Borne Diseases) Bye-laws 1994 was approved by the Council vide their Resolution No.3(xiii) of the meeting held on 30.8.1997.  Suggestion/objections were invited through public notice published in “The Hindustan Times”, “The Hindustan” and “The Milap” dated 31.7.2005. No suggestion/objection was received from any person affected thereby.

4.
Detailed proposal on the subject/project:

4.1 It had been provided in the draft bye-laws that if an owner/occupier does not, even after notice, take measures/methods to contain the breeding of mosquitoes/other vectors, the Chairperson shall do the needful, at Council’s cost, and recover the expenses as property tax. Law Department advised that this recovery cannot be made as “property tax” but has to be made under section 363 as an arrears of tax.  Necessary corrections in draft Bye-laws 5 and 7 have been made.

4.2 A copy of the amended bye-laws is annexed as Annexure I (See pages 10-13).

5. Financial implications of the proposed project / subject:

No financial implications are involved.

6. Implementation schedule with timeliness for such stage including internal proceeding:

After the Council has approved the New Delhi Municipal Council (Dengue, Malaria, Filariasis, Yellow Fever and Other Vector Borne Diseases) Bye-laws, 2005 the same will be sent to the Government of NCT of Delhi for their approval and publication in the Official Gazette, as required under section 391 (1) of the NDMC Act, 1994. The Bye-laws as approved by the Council will be forwarded to the Government of NCT of Delhi within one month of their approval.

The following Bye-laws to be called the New Delhi Municipal Council (Dengue, Malaria, Filariasis, Yellow Fever and Other Vector Borne Diseases) Bye- Laws, 2005 made by the New Delhi Municipal Council under item (7) under the heading “E. Bye-laws relating to sanitation and public health” below sub-section (1) of section 388 read with clause (i) of section 11 of the New Delhi Municipal Council Act, 1994 (44 of 1994), after previous publication and as no objection/suggestion was received in this behalf and with the prior approval of the Government of National Capital Territory of the Delhi are hereby published as under: -

The New Delhi Municipal Council (Dengue, Malaria, Filariasis, Yellow Fever and Other Vector Borne Diseases) Bye-laws 2005.

1.
Short title, Extent and Commencement :- 

(a)  These Bye-laws may be called the New Delhi Municipal Council (Dengue, Malaria, Filariasis, Yellow Fever and Other Vector Borne Diseases ) Bye-laws 2005.

(b)  They extend to New Delhi as defined in the Act.

(c)  They shall come into force on and from the date of their publication in the Official Gazette.

2.
Definitions :- 

In these bye-laws, unless the context otherwise requires ,--

(a) “Act” means the New Delhi Municipal Council Act, 1994 (44 of 1994) ;

(b) “Chairperson “ means the Chairperson of the Council and includes any municipal officer or other municipal employee to whom powers have been delegated by him under section 400 of the Act;

(c) “Council” means the New Delhi Municipal Council established under the Act;

(d) “other vector” means vector of Medical importance only;  

(e) “section” means a section of the Act; and 

(f) the expressions “bye-law”  “premises”  “regulation” and “rule” shall have the same meaning as defined in the Act.

3.
Duty of persons in occupation of premises :- 

(1 ) No person shall  :-

1. have, keep or maintain upon or within the premises in his occupation any collection of standing or flowing water in which mosquitoes/other vector breed, or are likely to breed; or

2. cause, permit or suffer any water within or upon such premises to form a collection in which mosquitoes/other vector breed or are likely to breed, unless such collection of water has been so treated effectively, to prevent such breeding.

(2)
The natural presence of mosquito/other vector larvae, in any standing or flowing water, shall be an evidence that mosquitoes/other vector are breeding in such water.

4.
Treatment of places of breeding of mosquito/other vector :-

The Chairperson may, by notice in writing require the owner or the occupier of any premises, containing any collection of standing or flowing water in which mosquitoes/other vector breed or are likely to breed within such time other vectors include only vectors of Medical importance as may be specified in the notice, not being less than twenty four hours, to take such measures with respect to the same, or to treat the same by such physical, chemical or biological method, being measures or any method, as the Chairperson may consider suitable in the circumstance.

5.
Powers of chairperson in case of default :-

If a notice under bye-law 4 is served on the owner/occupier, and if the owner/occupier fails or refuses to comply with the same or to take measures, or adopt such treatment, as specified in the notice within the stipulated period, the Chairperson shall do the needful at the cost of owner/occupier and shall be entitled to recover from the owner/occupier the expenses incurred by him in taking such measures or adopting such method or treatment, and may, recover such expenses as an arrear of tax under section 363.

6.
 Protection of anti mosquito/other anti-vector works :-

Where with the object of preventing breeding of mosquitoes/other vector in any premises, the Chairperson, or the owner or occupier, at the instance of the Chairperson, has carried out any work on such premises, the owner or the occupier for the time being of such premises shall prevent its being used in any manner which causes or is likely to cause, the deterioration of such works, or which impairs or is likely to impair, their efficiency.

7.
 Prohibition or interference with such works :-

(1) No person shall without the consent of the Chairperson interfere with, injure, destroy or render useless, any work, material or thing placed in any premises by or under orders of the Chairperson with the object of preventing the breeding of mosquitoes/other vector. 

(2) If the provisions of clauses (1) are contravened by any person, the Chairperson may re-execute the work of replacing the material or thing and recover the cost of doing so from such person as an arrear of tax under section 363 of the Act.

8.
Provisions in respect of house-hold and other containers:-

The owner or occupier of any premises shall not keep therein any bottle, vessel, can, container or receptacle in such a manner so as to allow it to collect and or retain water which may breed mosquitoes/other vector.

9.
Measures to be taken in construction and repair of roads, embankments etc :-

All the burrow-pits dug in the course of construction and repairs of buildings, roads, embankments, etc, shall be deep and connected with each other in the formation of a drain directed towards the lowest level and properly sloped for discharge into a river, stream, channel or drain and no person shall create any isolated burrow-pit which is likely to cause accumulation of water which may breed mosquitoes. Weekly insecticidal spray for anti-larvae measures will be undertaken by the concerned contractor. For this purpose anti-larvae unit of the Council may be approached for carrying out anti-larvae measures for which charges will be levied by the Health Department as per agreement entered into with the Council.

 10.
Power of chairperson to enter and inspect the premises:-

(1) For the purpose of enforcing the provisions, the Chairperson or any Council Officer or other employees authorized in this behalf by him or empowered in this behalf, by or under any provision of the Act, rules or regulations made thereunder, may between the hours of sun rise and sun set as provided under section 343 of the Act, after giving such notice in writing or verbally as may appear to him reasonable, enter and inspect any premises within his jurisdiction and the occupier or the owner, as the case may be of such premises shall give all facilities necessary for such entry and inspection and supply all such information as may be required by him for the purpose aforesaid.

(2) It shall be lawful for the Chairperson or any person authorized by him or empowered in this behalf, by or under any provision of the Act, rules or regulations made thereunder, to make an entry into any place and to open or cause to open any door, gate, or other barrier, subject to the provisions of sub-section (2) of section 342 of the Act–

(a) if he considers the opening thereof necessary for the purpose of such entry; and 

(b) if the owner or occupier is absent or being present refuses to open such door, gate or barrier.

11.
Penalty :-

Whosoever contravenes any provision of bye-law 3,6,7,8, or 9 of these bye-laws shall be punishable with fine, as per provisions of the Act.

Replacement of 7 no. Elevators at Lok Nayak Bhawan, New Delhi

Name of the Department

Electricity Department-II

Brief History of the Subject

Lok Nayak Bhawan is a NDMC building, which was constructed in 1978.  This building has been let out to different Govt. departments by Dir. (Estate).  There are, in all, 7 no. lifts in this complex which are operated / maintained by CPWD.  These lifts have already served their useful life of 20 years and have started to give problems in their normal working.  The govt. staff whose offices are located in this complex have been frequently complaining about the non-satisfactory functioning of the lifts. Despite the best efforts by CPWD, the situation has not been improving as the lift equipments have become old and their spare parts are also not possible to be obtained even by the original manufacturer – M/s. OTIS Elevator Co.(I) Ltd.

Representations were given by senior officers of the Govt. of India to the then Chairman, N.D.M.C. and after due verification of site conditions, a decision was taken to replace all the 7 no. elevators.  As per terms of the License Agreement, the owner i.e. N.D.M.C. is responsible to replace the elevators at its cost.  Accordingly, an estimate amounting to Rs. 2,07,79,362/- was approved by the Council vide Reso. No. 21(B)24 dated 26.9.03 for replacement of the 7 no. lifts at Lok Nayak Bhawan.  The tenders were, thereafter, invited in two-cover system for replacement of the 7 no. elevators.

Detailed proposal on the Subject

The existing 7 no. elevators will be replaced with new elevators whose machines and door operations will incorporate variable voltage voltage frequency drives.  This will provide for smooth door operation and savings in power consumption.  Door operation will also be provided with full infra red protection for the safety of the users.  Majority of the steel items like car & counter weight guide rails, counter weight frame with filler weight (except buffers with supports) shall be retained and the remaining items would be replaced.  The scope of  work also incorporates implementation of the safety requirements, guidelines as per Appendix VIII – safety of public in govt. buildings as per CVC guidelines.  The lift cars shall also be provided with hand rails on three sides for physically handicapped.  The lift car / landing doors shall also be of minimum 1 hour fire rating to meet the fire safety requirements.

Since the replacement of lift work will be carried out in a high rise building with minimum disturbance on the functioning of the offices located in this building, the completion period for this work has been staggered as under :

1)   1st set of 3 lifts           -     8 months

2)   2nd set of 3 lifts          -     in further 3 months

3)   7th lift                         -      in further 3 months

The total completion period shall, thus, be 14 months.  The delivery of materials shall be as per above completion schedule.

Financial implications of the proposed Project / Subject

The lowest offer for the work of replacement of 7 no. elevators at Lok Nayak Bhawan quoted by M/s. OTIS Elevator Co.(I) Ltd. is Rs. 1,50,57,000/- against  the estimated cost put to tender of Rs. 1,97,24,000/-.    The lift installation works are also governed by IEEMA Standard Price Variation Clause whose financial implications are worked out based on the Reserve Bank of India’s Price Index for metal / metal products / labour index and actual date of completion of the works.  The actual financial implications on this account shall be known only at the time of completion of works when Reserve Bank of India also releases the respective price indices.

Implementation schedule with time-lines for each stage including internal processing

As per the provisions of the NIT, the date of start of the work will be reckoned from the 10th day after the date of written order to commence the work or from the first date of handing over the site whichever is later in accordance with the following completion schedule :

1)   1st set of 3 lifts           -     8 months

2)   2nd set of 3 lifts          -     in further 3 months

3)   7th lift                         -      in further 3 months

The priorities for taking up the first batch of 3 elevators shall be decided in consultation with the users of the Lok Nayak Bhawan building and CPWD, and the whole work shall be completed in 14 months.

Comments of the Finance Department on the Subject

The case has been examined by the Finance Department on three occasions and lastly they have concurred in the proposal vide their diary No. F.A. 2489 dated 09/12/2005.

No legal implications are foreseen.

3.        Brief history of the subject/project

Section 59 of the New Delhi Municipal Council Act 1994 envisages that 

(i) As soon as may be after the commencement of each year, the Chief Auditor shall deliver to the Council a report of the entire accounts of the Council for the previous year.

(ii) The power of the Chief Auditor with regard to the disapproval of, and the procedure with regard to the settlement of objections to expenditure from the revenues of the Council shall be such as may be prescribed by the Chairperson in consultation with Chief Auditor, and with the approval of the Council.

The Council vide Resolution No. 8 of 10 February 1999 had decided that the Co-ordination Department will act as Nodal Office for obtaining reply (Action Taken Notes) to the audit paras of Annual Audit Reports from concerned Departments and submit the same to the Chief Auditor for further examination and verification of the comments. It was further decided that a quarterly statement showing progress of ATNs alongwith comments of audit shall be submitted to the Council for information.

The response to paragraphs appearing in the AAR was, however, not satisfactory.  Resultantly, a large number of paragraphs relating to AARs for the years 1996-97 to 2001-02 remained outstanding.

The Council in its meeting held on 8 February 2005, therefore, decided to evolve a suitable mechanism for expeditious settlement of outstanding paragraphs of AARs by appointing a Committee with appropriate representation. 

In pursuance of above decision, a Standing Committee on Audit in NDMC was constituted under section 9 of the NDMC Act, 1994 vide Council Resolution No. 9(0-2) dated 27 May 2005 to consider the Annual Audit Reports of the Chief Auditor.

Present proposal is for presentation of seventh Annual Audit Report for the year ending March 2004.

It would be observed from the details given above that the work of preparation of Annual Audit Reports was earlier running in arrears as the Reports were presented before the Council with delays upto 18 months.  The delay was largely on account of delay in receipt of Annual Accounts.  Accordingly, the matter was taken up with Accounts Department for submission of Accounts in time.  Simultaneously efforts were also made to streamline the working of the Department with special emphasis on reduction of arrears.  Resultantly, arrears have been reduced considerably.

Audit Reports on the accounts of Ministries of Union Government and State Governments are normally presented in the Budget Session i.e. April/May of the year subsequent to the year of the Report.  By that reckoning, the delay in presentation of the Annual Audit Report before the Council has come down to only 7-8 months.  Efforts are being made to present the next Annual Audit Report for the year ending March 2005 in time provided that Annual Accounts for the year are received in time from the Accounts Department.

The Annual Audit Report basically highlights the deficiencies in the accounting system and budgetary control mechanism and also cases of non-recovery of arrears of Council’s dues resulting in accumulation of heavy arrears in various Departments.

As per policy of NDMC approved vide resolution No. 6(D-17) dated 31.10.2003, 50% of the investible funds subject to a ceiling of Rs.400 crores are to be parked in SBI. Since an amount of Rs.360 crores already stands parked with State Bank of India, the Investment Sub-committee decided to invest Rs.30crores (Rupees Thirty Crores only) with them at their quoted rate of 6.85% to raise the pension corpus funds from existing Rs.360 Crores to Rs.390 crores as per policy of the Council for a period of 3 year+ and above to be compounded quarterly. The remaining surplus funds need to be parked at the highest quoted rate

From the quoted rates as brought out above, it is seen that State Bank of India have quoted the highest rate at 6.85% for a period of 3 years  and above to be compounded  quarterly. Since State Bank of India  have quoted the highest rate of interest, the Investment Sub- committee decided to invest the remaining amount of Rs.30crores (Rupees Thirty Crores only) also with them at their quoted rate of 6.85% per annum. Construction of 197 Bus-Q-Shelters in NDMC area on BOT basis

The case was noted to the Council in its meeting held on 26.08.2005 and was deferred.  After due scrutiny of the tenders in the Finance Deptt. and deliberations with the consultant M/s. Rites, the case is again brought to the Council for consideration and the details of the case are as under: -

3.  Brief History of the subject/project:

The case was noted to the Council in its meeting held on 26.08.2005 and deferred.  The details are furnished as under: -

The replacement of old Bus-Q-Shelters with new Bus-Q-Shelters started during the year 1993-94 when one sample of BQS was made on Mother Teresa Marg near Shahenshah Restaurant, Talkatora Gardens.  Thereafter 28 BQS including the sample one, were built on BOT basis after call of tenders.  The maintenance of these BQS was not so satisfactory as such the replacement of all BQS was delayed.  The need for replacement of all BQS had been experienced and case was noted to Council five times as per details given below: -

1. Reso.No.3(xii) dated 29.1.1998.

2. Reso.No.3(xxix) dated 9.2.2001.

3. Reso. No.3(xiii) dated 4.7.2002.

4. Reso.No.3(xix) dated 27.8.2002.

5. Reso. No.3 (i) dated 12.12.2002.

The exercise was made to have a better, aesthetically sound and acceptable BQS for which various designs were considered and finally 11 BQS based on the design selected were constructed and has been approved by the Chief Minister.

The NIT was prepared by the department but could not be finalized because of final decision on time of completion, contract period, reserved license fee and grouping of BQS.   In view of this decision was taken by the competent authority to engage RITES as Bid Manager for construction of 197 BQS on BOT basis.  The tender documents in line with the last resolution of the Council i.e. 3(i) dated 12.12.2002 were prepared by the RITES and were deliberated in the meetings in the chamber of Chairperson and were finally approved.  The tender documents prepared by RITES included pre-qualification documents, tender documents including technical specifications, commercial conditions and concessional agreement.  The tenders were invited in two groups i.e. one for North of Rajpath and the other for South of Rajpath with concessional period of 15 years.  The Global Tenders were accordingly invited by RITES by giving wide publicity in the following newspapers and website of RITES, NDMC  and Govt. of NCT of Delhi: -

1. Hindustan Time – Delhi.

2. Times of India – Delhi & Mumbai.

3. The Hindu – Delhi & Southern Edition.

4. Telegraph – Kolkatta.

The tenders have been invited in three-cover i.e. (i) qualifying bid, (ii) technical bid and (iii) financial bid.  The eligibility criteria was as under: -

(i) The bidding firm shall have average of Annual Turnover Rs.50 crores (US$) or equivalent US dollars for overseas bidder for the preceding 5 years.

(ii) The bidding firm shall have total liquid assets* for a minimum of Rs.6 crores or equivalent US dollars for overseas bidders.

(iii) The firms/joint ventures/lead partners of consortia with an experience in, design, construction, operation and maintenance of urban infrastructure such as Parking Lots, Commercial Development, Transportation Project, Real Estate Development Project or in the field of advertisings, individually or in combination.

(iv) Experience in BOT projects shall be preferred.

*Liquidity can be computed by deducting Current Liabilities from Current Assets.  Current Assets are cash and bank balances, sundry debtors, inventors, marketable securities, and unutilized fund based facilities.

The bidders who can complete the construction phase in least time will be given weightage.

Tenders were invited in 3-cover system in accordance with the last resolution of   the Council as per details given below: -

The last date of receipt of application was 30.03.2005.  11 numbers of applications were received.  The date was extended to 11.04.2005 on the basis of request received from all the firms except one.  The requests were received from 11 firms and the tender documents were purchased by them.  The offer was submitted by  the following three firms and all the three firms met the pre-qualifying criteria.

1. M/s. Shakti Kumar M.Sancheti Limited.

2. M/s. TMG The Media Group.

3. M/s. JC Decaux Advertisement Pvt. Ltd.

In the meanwhile, the Chairperson, NDMC constituted a Sub-Committee consisting of the following to evaluate technical and financial bids: -

The first-cover of the bid i.e. RFQ was opened on due date.  All the bidders qualified.

The second cover of the bid i.e. technical bids of all the three bidders were opened on 30.05.2005.  After the opening of the technical bid, all the three firms were asked to make presentation before the Evaluation Sub-Committee.  The presentation was made by all the three firms on 16.06.2005 and based on that the technical bids were evaluated by Rites, which was examined in detail by the Accounts/Finance Deptt. of Rites and the legal firm hired by Rites.  The Tender Committee of Rites after due consideration submitted the recommendations for consideration of the Evaluation Committee.

5.  Financial implications of the proposed project/subject:

The NDMC will not spend any amount on construction and maintenance, however, NDMC will get revenue in the first year minimum Rs.10.00 lacs for each block i.e. Rs.20.00 lacs for both the blocks per month with an increment of 5% every year for a period of 15 years or 16% on net revenue, whichever is more.  The net revenue is defnied as “the gross amount billed by the concessionaire to its Agent/Client, as the case may be,  in an arms length transaction, as reduced by the agency commission/rebate/discount paid to the latter.”  An ‘arms length transaction’ is defined as “a transaction in which the parties (a) are unrelated and unconnected and have no overt or overt common interest, (b) the dealing from equal bargaining positions and  (c) neither party is subject to other’s control or dominant influence.  Any such transaction is expected to reflect the true market value of the services provided and has been entered into with fairness, integrity and legality.”

Brief History of the subject/project :

The lanes/ by lanes, service roads are due for resurfacing after expiry of 05 years. So the roads which are due for resurfacing were inspected by the field staff to check whether the roads need to be resurfaced and adequate drainage exists.  Accordingly the lanes, by lanes, roads were inspected by the Executive Engineer concerned alongwith his field staff and they have certified that the roads included in the tender need resurfacing and adequate drainage exists.  However, any augmentation/improvement required will be carried out before resurfacing against 15% taken in the estimate.  Resurfacing of lanes, by lanes and service roads has been the concern of Chief Minister and other VVIPs.  The matter was reviewed by the Chairperson and the Secretary with the direction to ensure that the roads which are due for resurfacing are resurfaced on priority.  Accordingly, after inspection was carried, the preliminary estimates were prepared for roads under EE(R-V) which were due for resurfacing for Rs. 125.27 lacs.  The preliminary estimate after being checked/concurred by Planning and Finance, the administrative approval amounting to Rs. 125.27 lacs was granted by the Council vide Resolution No. 5(A-6) dated 27th may 2005.

The tenders were invited and opened on 18th July 2005.  05 contractors quoted their rates as under:-

From the above statement it is seen that the lowest rate has been quoted by M/s Dhingra Constrn. Co. which is 20.20% above the estimated cost of Rs.74,62,541/-.  The justification is 44.83% above the estimated cost.  After scrutiny and recommendation by the Planning Division, the negotiations were conducted with the lowest tenderer i.e. M/S Dhingra Construction Co.   The negotiation was scheduled for 11th October 2005 as approved by the E-in-C. However, the negotiation could not be conducted due to preoccupation of E-in-C & E-in-C relinquished the change on 13th Oct. 05.  Accordingly, the negotiation was conducted on 21st October 2005 by the C.E.(C-I) with the lowest tenderer.  The lowest tenderer agreed to give the rebate of 2% on the quoted rate i.e. Rs.89,70,261/-.  The negotiated value of tender comes out to Rs.87,90,856/-.

4. Detailed proposal on the subject/project:-

4.1 Leveling course with DBM wherever required as per IRC specifications.  Quantity of level course has been taken from 5% to 25% depending upon the condition of the road through visual inspection.

4.2 25 mm thick wearing course with dense graded bituminous concrete using 65:70 graded bitumen to achieve a density of 2.338 gm./CC with 5.2% of bitumen.  The rates have been derived from DSR 2002 and difference of basic cost of bitumen as per DSR and market rate has also been taken.

4.3 In addition, provision of 15 % has been taken for drainage, which will include repair of bell mouths, addl. Gully gratings, repair of manholes, raising of water supply chambers, if any, and provision of additional cross drainage, if required, including desilting of cross pipes etc

5. Financial implication of the proposed project/subject:-

The financial implication of the negotiated value of the tender comes to Rs.87,90,856/-.  The necessary funds are available to meet the expenditure of this work during the current year budget provision of Rs. 1600 lacs vide item 253, P-102 under the head of G.1.3 of strengthening and resurfacing of NDMC roads.

6. Implementation schedule with timeliness for such stage including internal proceeding:-

The internal procedures for award of work have already been completed.  After approval of lowest tenders by the Council the award letter will be issued to the contractor to commence the work.  The work is commenced within 10 days of  date of award of letter and the time period required for the completion of the entire work is Four  months.

7. Comments of the Finance Department on the subject:

The Finance Deptt has examined and agreed for the acceptance of lowest  tender of M/s Dhingra Const. Co. at the quoted rate of Rs. 17.74% above the estimated cost of Rs. 74,62,541/- put to tender at the tenderer cost of Rs. 87,90,856/- (Rupees eighty seven lacs ninety thousand eight hundred fifty six only).  The Finance Department has further advised for condemnation of following.:-

a) Negotiation without following the proper procedure.

b) Non- availability of pollution control certificate.

Section 74(1) to 74(5) of the NDMC Act 1994 provides as under:


“74. Notice of transfers. (1) Whenever the title of any person primarily liable for the payment of property tax on any land or building is transferred, the person whose title is transferred and the person to whom the same is transferred shall within three months after the execution of the instrument of transfer or after registration, if it is registered, or after the transfer is effected, if no instrument is executed, give notice of such transfer in writing to the Chairperson.


(2) In the event of the death of any person primarily liable as aforesaid, the person on whom the title of the deceased devolves, shall give notice of such devolution to the Chairperson within six months from the date of the death of the deceased.


(3) The notice to be given under this section shall be in such form as may be determined by bye-laws made under this Act, and the transferee or the other person on whom the title devolves shall, if so required, be bound to produce before the Chairperson any document evidencing the transfer or devolution.


(4) Every person who makes a transfer as aforesaid without giving such notice to the Chairperson shall, in addition to any penalty to which he may be subjected under the provisions of this Act, continue to be liable for the payment of property tax from time to time payable in respect of the land or building transferred until he gives such notice or until the transfer has been recorded in the Chairperson’s book, but nothing in this section shall be held to affect the liability of the transferee for the payment of the said tax.


(5) The Chairperson shall record every transfer or devolution of title notified to him under this section in his books and in the assessment list.

3.2 Section 78 of the NDMC Act provides as under:

“78. Premises owned by, or let to two or more persons in severalty to be ordinarily assessed as one property. Notwithstanding that any land or building is owned by, or let to, two or more persons in severalty, the Chairperson shall for the purpose of assessing such land or building to property tax treat the whole of it as one property:

Provided that the Chairperson may, in respect of any land or building which was originally treated as one property but which subsequently passes on by transfer, succession or in any other manner to two or more persons who divide the same into several parts and occupy them in severalty, treat, subject to any bye-law made in this behalf, each such several part, or two or more of such several parts together, as a separate property and assess such part or parts to property tax accordingly”

Bye-law 3(1)(b) :

Bye-law 3(1)(b) has been amended in the light of the Registration and other Related Laws(Amendment) Act, 2001 (No.48 of 2001) which inter-alia provides that it is necessary that documents which have been executed on or after 24th September 2001 containing contracts to transfer for consideration, any immovable property must be got registered otherwise the documents shall have no effect for the purpose of section 53(A)(Part Performance) of the Transfer of Property Act(Act NO. 4 of 1882)

4.2.2 Bye-law 3(1)(d) :

In the draft Bye-laws 2001, this bye-law provided payment at the rate of 5% of transfer duty for purpose of mutation.  As the transfer duty is normally collected by the Sub Registrars, the bye-law 3(1)(d) has been amended to read as:

“proof of payment of transfer duty at 5% or as may be determined by the council on the amount of transfer specified in the instrument, agreement or document”

4.2.3 Bye-law 3(2) :

it is proposed to reduce the processing fee for effecting transfer of title in the books of the Council and in the assessment list from Rs.500/- to Rs.50/- only.  The maximum penalty which can be imposed for failure to give notice of transfer or devolution of land or building is Rs.50/- as per Tenth Schedule to the New Delhi Municipal Council Act, 1994.

4.2.4 Bye-law 4(2) : 

Here again the amount of processing fee in the case of devolution of title is proposed to be reduced from Rs.500/- to Rs.50/- for the reasons given in sub para a(iii) above.  

4.2.5 Bye-law 8(4)

A penalty provision  u/s 390(1)(c) is proposed to be introduced in cases of deliberate default in applying for mutation. Section 390 of the NDMC Act provides that 

390(1) Any bye-law made under this Act may provide that a contravention thereof shall be punishable- 

(a)   with fine which may extend to five hundred rupees; and 

(b)   with  fine which may extend to five hundred rupees  and in the case of a continuing contravention, with an additional fine  which may extend to twenty rupees for every day  during which  such contravention continues after conviction for  the first such contravention; 

(c)   with  fine which may extend to twenty rupees for  every day  during  which  the contravention  continues,  after  the receipt  of  a notice from the Chairperson or  any  municipal  officer  duly  authorized  in  that  behalf,  by  the  person  contravening the bye-law requiring such person to discontinue  such contravention:

The following lines are proposed to be added in Bye-law 8(4) :

“A penalty as provided in section 390(1)© of the new Delhi Municipal council Act, 1994 may also be levied if the transferee does not apply for mutation despite a notice in this regard having been given.”

3.         Brief history of the subject project:

The Education Department provides free uniform to students of Nursery to Middle classes every year.  Upto the last year, Education Department provided uniform cloth to all the students of said classes & cashmilon wool for Jersey to students of classes I, III & V.  In the current year the department has proposed to re-imburse the cost of stitched uniform & readymade woolen jersey in place of cloth & cashmilon wool.

4.
Detailed proposal on the subject/project: 

Delhi Govt. has formulated plan schemes in Education Sector so as to facilitate implementation of schools improvement programmes and to cater to welfare of the students.  The number of schemes viz. “Free supply of text books”, Uniform subsidy”, “Stipend to girls students, scholarship etc. are intended for the welfare of students.


The Education Department is providing uniform cloth to all the students of classes from Nursery to VIII every year and cashmilon wool for jersey to students of classes I, III & V.  The expenditure in providing uniform to students of Primary classes is met out of Plan fund against the welfare scheme formulated by Delhi Govt.  However, the expenditure for uniform to students of Nursery and Middle classes is charged to Non-Plan head of account D.1.5.4 (I) and D.1.3.5.(V) other items respectively. 

In the current year as per the approval of Chairperson uniform suppliers were selected and permitted to sell uniform as per specification and at fixed rate to students so as to make stitched uniform available to them. Now the students who have purchased the uniform from the supplier, selling the uniform in the schools or other where, the proposal of the department is to reimburse the cost of the uniform to students out of the funds stated above.

At present there are 2915, 16379 and 6046 students as per enrolment dt. 31.7.2005 in Nursery, Primary and Middle classes respectively.  The total amount in re-imbursement of cost of uniform as per proposed rate of Rs.250/-, Rs.380/- and Rs.420/- per students of classes Nursery, Primary and Middle respectively works to Rs.94,92,090/- (Rs.Ninety four lacs ninety two thousand and ninety only).

The lanes/by lanes, service roads are due for resurfacing after expiry of 05 years.  So the roads which are due for resurfacing were inspected by the field staff to check whether the roads need to be resurfaced and adequate drainage exists.  However, any augmentation/improvement required will be carried out before resurfacing against 15% provision taken in the estimate.  Resurfacing of lanes, by lanes and service roads have been the concern of Chief Minster and other VVIPs.  The matter was reviewed by the Chairperson and the Secretary with the direction to ensure that the roads which are due for resurfacing are resurfaced on priority.  Accordingly, after inspection was carried, the Preliminary Estimate were prepared for roads under EE(R-I) which were due for resurfacing for Rs. 94.79 lacs.  The Preliminary Estimate after being checked/concurred by Planning and Finance, the administrative approval amounting to Rs. 94.79 lacs was granted by the Council vide Resolution No. V(A-6) dated 27, May-2005.

Our concurrence is subject to condonation of the condition of Pollution Clearance Certificate by competent authority.  It is further observed that there is lack of uniformity of conditions, as some of the tenders on resurfacing do not ask for Pollution Clearance Certificate.  The department is also advised to bring uniformity in eligibility criteria in future cases.  This being technical issue, the CE should certify that technical parameters are not violated.

Brief history of the Project.
Following the tragic incident in a school in Kumbakonam in Tamilnadu in which nearly 90 children perished in a fire it has been decided to provide proper fire safety measures in the school buildings. Two meetings in this connection were held in the office of Principal Secretary (Home), Govt. of NCT of Delhi with Senior Officers of MCD, NDMC, Directorate of Education, Govt. of Delhi as also the PWD on 17.8.2004 and 28.9.2004 and certain guidelines in this regard have been framed by the Chief Fire Officer, Delhi Fire Service.  The fire prevention and fire safety measures in all the school buildings of NDMC have to be provided on priority basis and compliance reported to the Principal Secretary (Home), Govt. of NCT of Delhi.

In connection with above certain directions were issued by the Principal Secretary (Home), Govt. of NCT of Delhi vide DO No. F.7(6)/2004/H.III/1164 dated 22.7.2005, (ANNEXURE-A) (See pages 168-181) addressed to the Chairperson, NDMC directing therein to implement fire safety instructions with regard to providing fire prevention and fire safety measures in all the school buildings in a time bound manner.

A meeting of the Fire Safety Committee was held under the Chairmanship of the Secretary, NDMC on 13.10.2005 when amongst other this issue was also discussed. It was desired by the Chair that all the fire prevention and fire safety measures in all the school buildings of NDMC area must be completed within a period of three months, not later than 31st January 2006, after obtaining administrative approval and expenditure sanction from the Chairperson, NDMC.
