DRAFT MASTER PLAN FOR DELHI (MPD 2021) 2021.

The Delhi Development Authority has displayed a public notice on 08.04.2005 inviting objections/suggestions in respect of final Draft Master Plan 2021 for Delhi inviting  objection/suggestion  before 7th July 2005.

In this regard, it may be mentioned   before public notice , restricted copies of the draft MPD-2021 were circulated by DDA to the concerned Authorities/  One such copy received by  Chairperson, NDMC was studied keeping in view the impact of Draft Master Plan 2021 on New Delhi and NDMC Area,  and comments were sent to DDA.   Subsequently, in a consultation meeting  held by Vice Chairman, DDA was  attended by Chairperson, E-In-C and Chief Architect, NDMC.  These preliminary comments/observations were discussed in detail.  Most of the preliminary comments/observations have already been incorporated/included in the final Draft by DDA.   A copy of the comments forwarded is placed at Annexure-I ( See pages 16 – 19 ).

SALIENT FEATURE OF MPD-2021 WITH SPECIAL REFERENCE TO NEW DELHI

(i)
The vision of Draft MPD-2021 is to make  Delhi a global metropolitan World Class city where al the people are engaged in productive work with a decent standard of living and quality of life in a sustainable environment.

(ii)
The following has been proposed in the Draft Master Plan 2021:

1.
In Bungalow area, mixed use high density development along MRTS corridor and  de-densification of trees/reduction of green  cover is not permitted.  In this area sub-division of plots has not been permitted and it is proposed that the area would be for only residential use.(Chapter 4 : Shelter)

2.
The NDMC area falls under Zone – D and Zonal Plan of Zone D has already been notified.

3.
The holding capacity of NDMC area by 2021 has been shown as 8,13000 – (lakhs / million / crores)

4.
Reduced space norms for social, educational & Community Facilities.

5.
The natural features such as forest, wild life sanctuary, Ridge, River, Yamuna & other water bodies should be conserved and kept free from unrestricted and unplanned urban development.

6.
Connaught Place and its extension, Gole Market, Mandi House has been included in the Metropolitan City Centre (MCC) and it is proposed that an integrated plan incorporating urban design landscape, traffic and transportation scheme is to be prepared for its development.

7.
Sarojini Nagar Market & Laxmi Bai Nagar Market shall be developed within a specific scheme as non-hierarchical Commercial Centre.

8.
Misuse of earmarked space/space sanctioned for parking is liable to be municipalized/taken over by the   Authority (DDA).  

9.
a)
Lutyens’ Bungalow Zone (LBZ) Employer Housing, Group Housing have been declared  as no industrial activity area. 

b)
Lutyens’ Bungalow Zone, the Ridge, sensitive areas from Security point, conservation and heritage areas, Government flats / bungalows / employer housing shall not be eligible for redevelopment scheme of clusters of industrial concentration in non-conforming areas.

No new central Govt. offices or public sector undertakings shall be located in NCTD.  However, the Liaison offices may be allowed. Existing Public Sector Undertakings should be shifted to NCR.

Surplus Land in existing government offices can be utilized by the government themselves for residential development.

16. Mixed use policy is not applicable in Lutyens’ Bungalow Zone, Delhi & Civil Lines, Govt. housing, Institutional / staff housing & areas of heritage & national importance.

 Under Restructuring and up gradation of the existing areas including NDMC area Lutyens’ Bungalow Zone (LBZ) which comprises large size plots and has a very pleasant green environment has been proposed to be conserved in the process of development of the area.  

PLANS REVIEW AND MONITORING
· The entire plan period is proposed to be developed in four phases taking 2001 as base year.  However, the targets, which are not achieved within the defined period, shall be taken care in the next phase.

· It is proposed to formulate a separate monitoring unit and a team of action groups, which will function within the specified prescribed norms and social indicators as detailed out in Master Plan.

· The monitoring unit would be responsible for collection and analysis of primary and secondary data, analysis and bringing the important changes to the notice of the authority comprehensively and should be Incharge of over all monitoring of implementation of the approved development plans and layout plans.  A high level Committee will periodically review and monitoring of the plan.

· The indicator of physical and socio-economic changes to be monitored periodically are number

The stipulation that “toilet block, pump room, electrical room, guardroom, equipment room etc. are not permitted in Central Vista”, may affect the recent proposal of conservation and up gradation of Central Vista because in our proposal toilets & pump rooms have proposed.


In view of above the views of the Council as at A to D above may be sent to DDA before 7th July 2005, the matter is placed in the Council for its consideration.

 ITEM NO. 4 (B-5)

CONSTRUCTION OF 2 NO. 220KV S/S IN NDMC AREA AT H.C.MATHUR LANE AND TRAUMA CENTRE.,AIIMS.

1.0 At present  NDMC receives power supply from DTL at various voltage level like 11KV, 33KV  and 66KV. A plot of land measuring 0.9149 acre was allotted to NDMC for upgrading of 33KV S/S at Harish Chander Mathur Lane to 66KV level vide L&DO letter no. L&DO/L-V-16(618)/349 dtd. 4.8.99. An amount of Rs. 20,63,130/- was paid after the approval of the Council resolution no. 3(XL) dtd. 24.9.99 . Later on 5.8.99 a meeting was held in the chamber of Member (Power System), CEA and during the discussions it was informed by Member Tech.(DVB) that no 66KV bus is available with them and as such NDMC may construct their own 220KV substation which may have direct feed from the grid without their dependence on DVB. It was then considered appropriate that the space allotted for 66KV S/S at Harish Chander Mathur Lane may be utilized for setting up of 220KV S/S and  suitable efforts may be made to pursue the AIIMS authorities for getting land allotted for 220KV S/S at Trauma Centre in AIIMS complex.

The plot at Harish Chander Mathur Lane had many unauthorized garages of various ministries and some jhuggies. Continuous efforts had  to be made to get the encroachment removed. Some of the encroachments have recently been removed by CPWD where as some structures believed to have been occupied unauthorizedly and some jhuggies are still existing at the site for which efforts are still being made to get the same removed. Meanwhile after a lot of persuasion with AIIMS authorities  a piece of land measuring 5150 sq.mtr. was allotted to NDMC by AIIMS at Trauma Centre  free of cost and rent in January 2005 after an MOU was signed.  The scheme to establish the above two S/Ss by NDMC has also been technically cleared by CEA as part of our Xth Five Year Plan schemes . Meetings are normally held in CEA, Ministry of Power as well as with the officers of DERC and DTL to monitor and coordinate in respect of various works connected with the distribution of electricity network. A meeting was held on 17.07.04 in the chamber of Director(Operation)DTL which was attended by the then C.E(E-I)  and the then ACE(E)Plg. wherein DTL suggested to hand over the land at the above sites so that proper lay out may be developed. CE(E)  informed that the land of the site for Trauma Centre is already taken over by them from AIIMS authority and can be handed over to DTL. Thereafter a meeting was held on 19.7.04  in the Ministry of Power, Govt. of India under the Chairmanship of Secretary (Power)which was attended by CE(E-I), CE(E-II), ACE and S.E(E-V). It is stated to have been decided in the meeting that 220KV S/Ss in NDMC area would be set up by DTL after the land is handed over to them. Thereafter some associations made representations to the Chairperson and other higher authorities against the handing over of land to DTL. The representation of NDMC’s Electrical  Jr. Engineers  Association was put up by the then C.E(E-I)to the Chairperson, explaining therein the reasons for handing over the land to AIIMS authorities. The main reasons stated in the above note of then C.E(-I) were  :

1. NDMC does not have transmission license for 220KV system and, therefore, these works can not be undertaken by NDMC directly. In the meeting taken by Secretary, Power, Govt. of India 19.7.04, it was decided that since NDMC does not have license for 220KV system, these two substations shall be established by DTL with in two years at their own cost for which land shall be handed over by NDMC to DTL. The decision taken was confirmed vide minutes issued by M/o Power. 

2. DTL has confirmed that since these two substations are being established in NDMC area, they will be meant primarily to meet the present and future load requirement of NDMC area. 

3. The capital expenditure involved in establishing these two substations is approximately Rs. 250 crores which will be spent by DTL. NDMC would thus save such a huge expenditure. 

4. NDMC does not have license for 220KV system. The issue of such a license by DERC is likely to take considerable time with no certainty, whether the same will be granted or not, thus causing unnecessary long delay affecting short term and long term NDMC’s plan for augmentation of its supply system. On the other hand, DTL have license for 220KV system being state transmission utility and shall commission these substations with in two years. 

5. NDMC does not have any  expertise in establishing 220KV substations and transmission lines. These are highly specialized works which can only be done by DTL being experienced in this field. The tariff for 220KV supply is decided by DERC on the basis of ARR. Presently, DERC has fixed the same purchase tariff for NDMC receiving supply on 66KV, 33KV and 11KV voltage level. In all probability, DERC is going to follow the same tariff to NDMC to supply power at all voltage levels including 220KV. NDMC, therefore, may not gain any thing on tariff side even after spending huge capital expenditure of Rs. 250 crores on establishing these substations. Besides above, NDMC will have to increase the staff strength at all levels and incur a huge expenditure for subsequent operation and maintenance. 

6. If at any stage, the license is issued to the private DISCOMS  for NDMC area, the huge expenditure incurred by NDMC will go waste. 

On the above recommendations of the then C.E(E-I) the Chairperson ordered to have the representation filed. 

These representations were also referred to Planning  Unit by E-in-C. The comments of Planning are given from page 2-6/N in the file. These comments were put up to the E-in-C who after examining the comment of CE(E-I) and CE(E-II)  observed  as follows :-

Para 2.3:-
It is not clear on what authority CE(E-I) made the commitment to hand over the site for Trauma Centre as no deliberations/discussions had taken place in the NDMC or in any file. In case he had any reservation in execution of this work, approval of competent authority i.e. Chairperson/Council should have been obtained after placing full facts of the case. This was apparently not done. 

Para 4.0         The way, the entire episode has been handled leaves one to suspect bonafides. The alacrity with which DTL agreed to take on financial burden of nearly Rs. 250 crores further reinforces this. The issue of obtaining license is a technical formality wherein an application under section 19 & 20 of Delhi Electricity Reform Act 2000 could be filed. It may not be difficult to get license regarding execution  of work. It is learnt that even DTL gets its works of 220KV done from the other agencies like PGC etc. NDMC could also explore the possibility of taking engineers on deputation from DTL for this work. The larger issue is; are we unwittingly allowing a private operator in NDMC area and thereby providing ready opening for private operators for times to come? Some of the advantages/disadvantages of such a decision are listed at NP-5 of the file by Planning Unit. Investment of NDMC would any way be counted towards ARR. Out cost of electricity could come down. 

Para 5.0
The entire case needs to be independently studied and debated. If need be, help of a consultant  could be taken to independently advise on the course of action to be followed. We are separately processing the case of appointment of Power Trading Corporation as consultant for study of entire NDMC electric network including strategy for purchase of power.  Copy of the complete observations of E-in-C is also enclosed (See pages 24 – 28 ).

With the above comments the case was put up to the Chairperson by E-in-C. Chairperson vide her observations on page 11/N has ordered that the entire issue in its full narration may be placed before the Council for a decision :-

a. Should the 220KV S/S be constructed by DTL as decided in a meeting under Chairmanship of  Secretary, (Power.) ?. 

b. Should NDMC obtain independent advice in the matter.?

The Chairperson has seen the case.

Remarks of Chief  Engineer :-

The case is placed before the Council for consideration and decision in the matter:-

a. Whether 220KV S/Ss be constructed by DTL as decided in a meeting under the Chairmanship of Secretary, (Power.).

b. Whether NDMC may obtain independent advice in the matter by appointing  some independent  agency who may suggest  the advantages and disadvantages both technically and financially in case NDMC establishes the above two substations of its own. 

COUNCIL’S DECISION

Resolved by the Council that independent advice may be sought by appointing a Consultant, who may suggest technical & financial advantages / disadvantages in case NDMC establishes 2 nos. of 220 KV Substation in NDMC at Harish Chander Mathur Lane and Trauma Centre of its own and furnish a comprehensive Development Plan considering the future scenario in the power sector.  

It was further decided by the Council that matter be also examined to take suitable action against the erring officer/officers in the matter.

MAINTENANCE OF PARKS AND GARDENS DURING THE YEAR 2005-2006.

         Horticulture Department of NDMC is maintaining 1030 Acres of green area comprising of various Parks, Gardens, Roundabouts, Lawns of Rajpath, area attached to various NDMC Buildings and Schools. Further trees of parks & roadside are including 206 acres of Green Strip along roads is also being maintained by the Hort. Deptt. Preliminary estimate amounting to Rs.1,99,99,500/-, was processed by the Deptt., for maintenance of various Parks, Gardens and other green NDMC areas. The said estimate consists provision for payment of un-filter charges to CPWD and for purchase of Sundries, Cow Dung, Okhla Sludge/Manure, Compost Manure, inorganic and organic manure, earthen pots, R.C.C. pots, R.H. Pipe, trees, plants, shrubs, seeds, polythene bags, insecticides/pesticides, sprayers, dusters besides purchase and repair of T&P and adjustment of electric/water charges raised by the Commercial Deptt. of NDMC etc. for the year 2005-06. The said estimate was processed against the budget provision of Rs.200 Lacs under Head of Account D.4.4.4.C under statement IV/page 51 of Budget book 2005-06.

         Finance Department has concurred in the preliminary estimate for Rs. 1.60 lacs (Rs. One crore sixty lacs) only vide its Dy. No. FA-937/R-Hort. dated 27.5.2005 subject to the certification by the department that quantity taken in the estimate are based on minimum essential requirement, no work of original nature is executed against this estimate, all codal provisions including norms fixed may be followed for incurring expenditure and tender case in respect of certain items No. 7 to 9,11,16 to 18, 20,23 & 24 of the current estimate had been concurred by Finance during April & May 2005 against provision in the last year estimate.  Therefore no further purchase against this item may be made during this year and department should ensure that purchase procedure should be completed in the year of estimate itself before close of year i.e. 31st March every year.      

         Further Finance Deptt’s observations/stipulation made in concurrence are being clarified as under:

1. Certified that quantities taken in the estimate are based on minimum           

        essential requirement. 

2. Certified that no work, which is original in nature, is proposed to be         

        executed against this estimate.

3. As advised by the Finance Deptt. all codal provisions having regard  

        to approved norms will be followed for incurring the expenditure.

4. No further purchase case against item such as 7 to 9, 11, 16 to 18, 20

DIRECTOR(HORT)’S REMARKS; 

         The case is laid before the Council for consideration and accord of administrative approval and expenditure sanction to the preliminary estimate amounting to Rs.1.60 Crores (Rs. One crore sixty lacs only) for Maintenance of Parks and Gardens in NDMC area during 2005-06.

COUNCIL’S DECISION

Resolved by the Council that administrative approval and expenditure sanction to the preliminary estimate amounting to Rs.1.60 crores for maintenace of Parks and Gardens in NDMC area during 2005-06, is accorded.

ITEM NO. 6 ( B-6 )

Establishing of 33 kv S/S at DDB, Mandi House, New Delhi. SH: Supply, Installation, Testing and Commissioning of 33 kv GIS panel board.

An estimate amounting to Rs. 9.21Crores was accorded administrative approval & expenditure sanction by Council vide resolution No. 3(ii)dt.27.6.03 and this was  technically sanctioned by CEE-I vide No. 187/TSR/EE(E-I) dt.27.6.03.The work of establishing this S/s. is already in progress & for installation of 33KV, GIS panel board sealed item rate tenders were invited in two cover system by publishing tender notice in the newspaper and giving wide publicity through   NDMC Website .  Tenders from the following six firms were received by the extended due date 7.4.04 and the technical bids of the same were opened on 7.4.04 at 4.30 P.M. in presence of the representatives of the firms.

1. M/s ABB Ltd.

2. M/s Alstom Ltd.

3. M/s BHEL

4. M/s Crompton Greaves

5. M/s Schneider Electric

6. M/s Siemens

All the six tenders received were with bank guarantee amounting to Rs.7,17,000/- towards earnest money as prescribed in the NIT.

The deviations from the technical specifications as well as commercial terms and conditions observed in the bids were sent to all bidders for necessary clarification and then placed before the TEC constituted with the prior approval of Chairperson NDMC, for discussion and finalization of technical bids.  The offer of M/s. Crompton Greaves was not meeting the eligibility criteria as per NIT as they are neither a manufacturer nor a wholly owned subsidiary in India  of such a regular and reputed manufacturer.   The TEC in its meeting held on 10.8.04 considered the clarification submitted by M/s Crompton & Greaves vide their letter no. YN/SWG/NDMC-GIS dated 21.7.04 which stated that they are a marketing arm in India for M/s Hyundai Heavy Industries, Korea and TEC unanimously decided that since the offer of M/s Crompton & Greaves is not meeting the main eligibility criteria, it may not be considered.

The clarifications/details in respect of deviations provided by the remaining five firms were also considered in the TEC meeting and discussions were held with representatives of the following firms:

1. M/s ABB Ltd.

2. M/s Alstom Ltd.

3. M/s BHEL

4. M/s Schneider Electric

5. M/s Siemens 

TEC after meeting with representatives of above firms agreed to some  amendments in the technical specifications and commercial terms and conditions common for all the bidders.  Letters vide this office ref. No. D-686-690/EE(E)/C-VI dated 15.9.04 for necessary clarifications/confirmations of various technical points & other terms and conditions  were issued to all the five tenderers alongwith the amendments and asked to submit the revised price bid if any considering the amendments. 

The detailed clarifications/confirmations furnished by the firms in response to our common base letter dt 15.9.04 were considered by TEC in its meeting held on 18.1.05 prior to opening of the revised bids. TEC after due consideration and persual of the details furnished by different bidders recommended as under: - 

1) The validity of the offers as well as the bank guarantee towards earnest money may be got extended.

2) A letter may be sent to M/s Siemens Ltd. indicating the deviation from NIT conditions in respect of terms of payment giving them a final opportunity to agree to the NIT terms failing which their offer will not be considered all.


   M/s Siemens Ltd. response be obtained by giving them 10 days time.  In the event of not getting the response / NIT conditions not fully met, their offer may be rejected without further reference to TEC.

3) The offer of M/s BHEL which has deviations in respect of type test  reports and eligibility criteria mentioned in the tender notice on page 1 of NIT and as such it may not be considered for opening of their price bid.

	Eligibility criteria 

The bidder or his principal/Parent Co. should have supplied Installed, Tested & Commissioned atleast 2 nos. 33 kv GIS Indoor S/S having atleast 5 breaker bays each of 25 KA short circuit level or higher which are successful operation for a period of two years on the date of bid opening.

In the performance report schedule -‘A’ the tenderer is to furnish a list of similar works/supply executed which are in service. (Ref. Tender Notice page 1 of NIT.)

Type tests

Fully comprehensive tests to prove that design of individual equipment complies with the specifications.  (Ref.clause 6.4.3(i) page 179).

The equipment proposed under this specifications must conform to type tests in accordance with IEC/other international standards.

Valid certified type test reports alongwith conformity certificates for 33 kv GIS are to be necessarily submitted with offer.  (Ref. clause 6.5.2 page 181)

Equipment Unit test -  The tests shall be carried on 
              all complete units.

- Circuit breakers shall be tested complete with any housing of which they form an integral part. (Ref. clause 6.6.2.1 (IX) and 2.2. (a))
	BHEL has submitted the type test reports and the performance report for the old panels and not for the modified equipment/ panels with plug in type cable end terminations offered now in their tender.

It is not certified/ confirmed that test reports submitted are for the equipment now offered by them.


M/s BHEL vide this offer ref. No. EE(E)/C-VI/D-930 dated 6.12.04 were asked to furnish the details of type test reports and performance certificates in respect of the modified 33 kv GIS switchgear as offered now by them.  In reply to this letter M/s BHEL clarified that earlier modules supplied by them were not with plug in type cable end terminations.  They propose to procure cable end termination from a reputed supplier from Germany. In case of award of contract to them they will undertake to perform applicable tests on GIS module with plug in terminations without additional cost to NDMC.

The TEC after detailed discussions/deliberations observed that the offer of M/S BHEL has deviations in respect of type test reports and eligibility criteria mentioned in the tender notice on page 1 of NIT and as such it may not be considered for opening of their price bid.

As per recommendations of TEC as above the letters to all the firms were issued vide No.EE(E)/C-VI/D-1044-1047 dated 31.1.05 and date for opening of price bids was fixed on 14.2.05. 

M/s Siemens did not agree to the payment clause and as such their offer was not considered and the price bid was not opened.   The price bids of the following three firms were opened on 14.2.05 in presence of representatives of the firms.

M/s ABB Ltd.

2. M/s Alstom Ltd.

Rs. 2,66,52,746.97

3. M/s Schneider Electric
Rs. 4,57,86,184.00

M/s Alstom Ltd emerged as the lowest not only with main item but also in the alternative item for which rates only were desired.  M/s BHEL again represented vide their letter dt. 24.2.05 addressed to CEEII and E-In-C for consideration of their offer as their price bid was not opened on 14.2.05.  Their representation was again critically examined in planning as well as separately by CEE-I .Thereafter, approval was accorded by E-in-C to close the matter and to inform them suitably.  M/s BHEL were accordingly informed vide letter No. 121/DESP/EEC-VI dt. 10.5.05.

After scrutiny in planning division and by Sr. AO (E), the case was recommended for concurrence by Finance to award the work to M/s Alstom Ltd. at their total quoted price of   Rs. 2,66,52,746.97.  The case was examined in finance on two occasions and in between, the validity of offer was also got extended from time to time.  Finally, the finance department vide their diary no. FA-1263 dt. 13.6.05 concurred in the proposal of the department to award the work to the lowest firm M/s Alstom Ltd. at their total quoted price of Rs. 2,66,52,746.97 subject to few observations which were clarified as under: - 

1. It is certified that the information and data submitted for processing this case is correct.

2.  Funds are available against head of account E.4.1 and a budget provision of Rs.350lacs has been kept in B.E. 2005-06.

3. It is certified that the offer of M/s. Alstom Ltd is as per the terms and conditions of NIT and as finalized by the duly constituted Technical Evaluation Committee.

4. M/s. Alstom Ltd. has clarified vide letter dated.13.6.05 that M/s. Areva is the successor company of M/s. Alstom Ltd. And the equipment offered will be marked Areva T&D. The successor company is fully responsible for all aspects. There will be no future implications on any account and this will be ensured by the department by making it clear in the letter of award itself.

5. The comments of Finance department are well in the knowledge of the department to submit the cases much in advance of expiry of validity of offer. In the instant case, as is well known, the electrical equipments prices have seen a rise in the price of steel, copper, variable foreign exchange rates coupled with introduction of VAT, Cess by the Govt. etc. It was therefore, difficult for the firms to hold the validity of prices. With a good deal of persuasion the firm vide their letter Q3746-01/SS/dated 13.6.05 has finally extended the validity of their offer now till 17.6.05 only. Earlier, they had extended it upto 13.6.05.

6. It is ensured by the department that before releasing payments on account of taxes/duties, the proof of payment of those taxes/duties are invariably obtained. Without it, the payments will not be released for such taxes/ duties.

7. In view of limitation of time for the validity of offer which is now extended upto 17.6.05, it is recommended to award a letter of intent to M/s Alstom Ltd. before 17.6.05 and a final detailed letter of award after approval of the Council.

As the validity of the offer was expiring on 17.6.05 a letter of intent with prior approval of Chairperson dt. 14.6.05 was issued to M/s. Alstom vide letter No. D/182/EE(E)C-VI dated 14.6.05 for the work of  Supply, Installation, Testing and Commissioning of 33KV GIS panel board for 33KV sub-station DDB Mandi House at the total price of Rs.2,66,52,746.97. 

Now the case is submitted for approval of the Council to award the work to lowest tenderer M/s. Alstom Ltd. at the total quoted price of Rs.2,66,52,746.97/- for the work mentioned above.

The Chairperson has seen the case.

CEE-II’s Remarks  :-

The case is noted to the Council for according necessary approval to award the work to the lowest firm M/s. Alstom Ltd. at their quoted cost of Rs.2,66,52,746.97/-(Rs. Two crore sixty six lacs fifty two thousand seven hundred forty six & paise ninty seven only) as concurred in by Finance and action taken earlier for issue of the letter of Intent with approval of Chairperson NDMC.

COUNCIL’S DECISION

Resolved by the Council that administrative approval is accorded to award the work of supply, installation, testing and commissioning of 33 KV GIS Panel Board to the lowest eligible tenderer M/s Alstom Ltd. At a total cost of Rs.2,66,52,746.97/-.
ITEM NO. 7 (C-15)

Resolution (Notice of Business) u/s 23 of NDMC Act, 1994, raised by Smt. Tajdar Babar, MLA, Vice-Chairperson, NDMC, regarding TRANSFER ON LEGAL HEIRS BASIS.

It has been learnt that a large number of cases for transfer of NDMC property to one of the legal heirs of the allottee on legal heir basis are pending in the Estate Department of NDMC due to mis-interpretation of Estate Policy & imposing of self designed conditions for which common men are suffering a lot for their no faults. 

NDMC vide its Reso. No.9(L-01) dated 30.9.2004 has amended its Estate Policy for ‘Transfer on legal heirs basis’ and has asked ‘all the existing allottees to nominate one of their legal heirs, who shall help him in his business from the premises in his lifetime and continue after his death’.

NDMC has not detailed out in its policy about those allottees who had already expired after making “WILL’ in favour of his/her legal heirs and the nomination to one of the legal heirs for transfer purposes as prescribed in the said policy is impossible at this stage.

Even in cases where nominations already exist in the name of one of the legal heirs, NDMC is asking for NOC from other family members of the allottees, on which policy is silent, and thus creating more complications to the process and leading to the disputes.  It is also a known fact that, almost in all families, there is dispute over property and no one will like to give NOC for only one member of his family.  In such cases, whether transfer is allowed or not allowed, NDMC is made party in both situation in the suits filed in the court and ultimately NDMC has to suffer financially.

It would be appropriate that NDMC may not ask NOC in cases where there legally vetted ‘WILL’ or NOMINATION’ existed and straight forward accept these legal documents for tranfer of the property on legal heirs basis which will be in the interest of both the common people as well as NDMC.

In view of the above, it is resolved that nomination in the form of affidavit as prescribed in Estate Policy be not insisted on in cases where the allottee has already expired prior to this policy and the registered ‘WILL’ bequeathed by the deceased prior to his/her death be treated as part of nomination and accordingly transfers be made.

COUNCIL’S DECISION

Responding to the Resolution, the Council was informed that licence is for the user of the premises and it does not give a right to licensee in the premises.  The licensee has no right to transfer the premises by way of WILL.  Accordingly, the Council’s Resolution provided that the existing licensees who have been granted license after 30.09.2004, can nominate a legal heir who is working with him, to whom the licence is to be transferred after his death.  Such a legal heir shall not be permitted to transfer the premises further.

In respect of the period prior to 30.09.2004, Council had decided that the applications have to be dealt with as under :-

(i) Where the licensee has left a ‘WILL’ in favour of a legal heir the licence is to be transferred in the name of such legal heir ;

(ii) Wherever the licensee has not left a ‘WILL’ or there is a dispute in the family, the family has to take a decision and inform name of the legal heir to whom the licence is to be transferred.  If the dispute has not been resolved by 31.12.2004, the licence is to be cancelled;

2.   The Council was informed that all the pending L.H. cases are being decided by the Estate Department on the basis of the above guidelines.

At the on-set the Chairperson reviewed the action points of the last meeting held on 24.2.2005. 


After reviewing the action points of the previous meeting the following points were discussed:- 

A.
Smt. Tajdar Babar, MLA and Vice Chairperson, NDMC brought out the following points requesting the special attention:- 

1. The cleaning of open surface drain along roads are done by the staff of Health deptt. whereas the cleaning of road channel, gully gratings and bell mouths are cleaned by the staff of Civil Engg. Deptt-I. Due to this there remains no coordination in carrying out this cleaning work. This issue may be given special attention for sorting out a way for simultaneous cleaning of open surface drains, gully gratings and bell mouths.

2. The work of footpath at Bangali Market has not been completed in full. The remaining work be completed shortly.  

3. It was desired to know about the construction of new toilets in NDMC area for providing better facility of public conveniences.   

4. The malba is still lying in Golf Link near Mother dairy. The malba be removed from this site at once to avoid any public criticism.

5. It was stressed that the soil to be used for the parks be not stacked/dumped on the road side. It should be stacked/laid inside the parks directly.

· Chairperson mentioned that on the pattern of the last year teams shall be formed and published the same on the net more particularly to the members of the Council. Zonal officer shall be responsible for smooth function in integrated manner. 

· CE(Civil-I) assured the Vice Chairperson that all the estimates for remaining portion of the  footpath at Bangali Market has been approved and further action shall be taken very shortly to award the work.

About the construction of new toilets in NDMC area, he intimated that the sites has been identified and old toilets shall be upgraded.

· Addl. Dir( Hort.) assured that henceforth the soil shall be stacked in the parks rather then on the road site. 
B.
Sh. Ashok Ahuja, MLA & Member, NDMC brought out the following points for special attention :- 

1. It was pointed out that there happens frequent transfers of SI’s by MOH. This creates the tendency of inefficiency in the individuals for carrying out the day today sanitation work in a particular area in the wake of subsequent transfer orders. The practice of frequent transfers be checked so that the individual SI’s may do his job efficiently for specific period during his stayal in particular circle. 

2. When the NDMC has the regular staff with the Health deptt. for cleaning sewer lines and open surface drains then why the same are not cleaned through out the year. When it becomes a seasonal work extra man power is provided ? 

3. It was informed that on assessing the six month progress of maintenance/sanitation work, the progress of last 3 months had declined. For example, the toilets in the market are not maintained/clean properly resulting in giving the foul smell and insanitation condition in and around the toilet block. It was stressed that a Joint Inspection be carried out to check the condition of the toilet blocks in the market. 

4. On inquiry from the concerned EE’s/AE’s about the works to be carried out, they usually speaks the lack of funds, whereas the Council has sufficient funds. 

· Chairperson stressed that for cleaning of sewer lines etc., last year model be adopted using the Jet Machines. 
· Secretary explained the importance/need of seasonal work/sanitation drive taken up time to time in a year i.e. pre-monsoon work etc. This clears the stagnated/choked  bell mouths, gully gratings etc. along the roads for clearing away storm water on roads during the rain.

Regarding maintenance/cleaning of toilets in the market, Secretary intimated that the proposal is being finalized to handover the toilets situated in the markets to the Market Trader Association to upkeep these toilets upon their own hands/responsibility. 

CE(Civil-I) informed that while framing the A/R and M/O, the concerned officers are not presenting the facts. In this regard, meeting will be called for presenting the facts while framing the estimates for clearance. 

C.
Sh. Mahender Pal Chawla, Member, NDMC  brought the following points for special attention:- 

1. The premises along side the Jantar Mantar is without proper light. This invites the miscreants/bad elements in this area. Adequate lights be provided alongwith the feasibility to provide the gate in nearby park for the safety purposes. 

2. It was also pointed out that still the NDMC park near the Jantar Mantar in front of Palika Kendra needs proper face-lifting by painting of railings making fountain operational regularly and grassing etc., wherever is needed. Similar action has been emphasized to be taken in the park behind Hanuman Mandir, Connaught Place.

3. The pruning of trees alongwith the roads are mostly carried out on the working days when the rush of the public/vehicles stay there causing hurdles in the pruning work for the trees and may cause any accident etc. It was suggested that it will be more convenient and safe if the pruning of the trees is got done on holidays to achieved the more quantum of pruning work and more safely.  

4. Timely action be taken for carrying out the grass cutting work in the parks and green area before the ensuing rainy season. 

5. At number of roundabouts, the lights were found missing. Most of the lights at Niti Marg were also missing to avoid any untoward incident on roads due to lack of proper light. The responsibility of JE’s be fixed for not making the  missing lights operational well in time as every Electric Sub station in NDMC area have vehicular facilities. 

It was also stressed that the Chanakya Puri area be inspected more frequently by the senior officers for immediate removal of any of the deficiencies there.   

6. The drainage covers wherever found missing be provided at once by carrying out routine inspection by the concerned Inquiry Staff. It was also stressed that the covers be provided of the same size of the frames. There must be no changes in the frames and drainage covers. 

7. There is  inadequate parking in Baird Lane Market and the market along Shaheed Bhagat Singh Place whereas 7 ft. wide road was added for giving space for the parking to remove the problems of jams of vehicular traffic at this site. It will be in the better interest of the commuters that on one side of road a required yellow line be earmarked for parking purpose and for the defaulters, a crane be detailed to lift their vehicles. 

8. It was suggested that in Bhagat Singh Market, provision may also be made for providing ladies toilets keeping in view of cropping of number of offices in Bhagat Singh Market. 

9. It was desired that as the Kabaries removed from G-Avenue and Sarojini Nagar, the kabaries from Sanjay Camp, Vivekanand Camp, G-Point-Gole Dak Khana be also removed. 

10. Many of the NDMC trucks carrying garbage have been seen without covers. It was emphasized all NDMC garbage trucks be provided covers specifically while on road.  

D.
Smt. Mohini Garg, Member, NDMC  brought out the following points requesting for special attention:- 

1. It was pointed out that there is a problem of dry leaves in Golf Links area. After sweeping the dry leaves, the heaps of dry leaves fly away again on roads. Necessary arrangements were solicited for immediate simultaneous lifting of dry leaves on sweeping.  

2. There is a lack of pruning work of the trees in the parks of Golf Link area hindering the lights in the parks immediate action is required to be taken by the Hort. deptt. on regular basis to this effect. 

3. Regarding epidemic and Meningitis (Brain Fever) some more information be provided to the members alongwith the detail of NDMCs preparedness to combat the situation. 

4. Many of the dustbins are opened where mosquitoes breading take place. Necessary arrangement be made for covering the open dustbins. The garbage trolleys which are broken from the backside be got repaired/replaced also.  

5. The parks at East Kidwai Nagar Majar, Netaji Nagar/Moti Bagh are in worst condition. These parks need immediate attention for their face-lifting by the concerned departments for public use. 

MOH intimated that out of 313 cases, 12 cases were reported but no case is confirmed. Preventive measures have been distributed to the area of Tilak Marg wherefrom 2 cases have been reported. Enough/sufficient medicines are available with the NDMC Hospitals for this disease as procured from D.G. Central. 

All staff including para medical staff have sensitized to combat the situation. 

More publicity regarding preventive measures and TO DO and DON’T have been given through pamphlets. All Doctors of NDMC have been trained twice to be effect. 

At the end of the discussions of the Members, the Chairperson reiterated for the followings :- 

1. Launching of pre-monsoon sanitation drive in NDMC area on the pattern of the last year from 1st June, 2005 and the programme is to be given to all concerned HODs including Zonal officer.

2. To prevent the water borne and vector borne disease, water testing be intensified. 

3. For fire prevention/safety in summer season a Fire drill inspection be carried out by the Fire and Enforcement staff of NDMC jointly in the NDMC area preferably in markets to get the passages/spaces to avoid any untoward situation. 

4. Adequate light be provided in all areas/zones. The Zonal officer shall pay the special attention to point any of the deficiency to this effect till performance. 

5. All Zonal officers may take a meeting at least once in a month with the members and the meeting shall also be attended by the concerned Executive Engineers of Civil Engg. deptt. for compliance to remove the deficiencies as intimated during the course of meeting. If no compliance is seen the matter be reported to the Secretary, NDMC.

The Chairperson, NDMC ended the meeting with thanks to the Vice Chairperson and entire Member reiterating for continued cooperation of them to provide better amenities in the NDMC area.
